Fertilization (IVF) tech-
nique, has given hope to
many childless couples
aged 50 plus to go for
the treatment to fulfill
their desires for parent-
hood.

The late singer Moose-
wala’s parents had
though stated that they
used the IVF facility
abroad as women access-
ing ART facilities in India
are mandated to be aged
21 to 50 years by law. As
per the law, women under
50 and men 55 years of
age or younger are eligi-
ble for IVF treatment in
India.

Since the doctors do not
entertain any couple fail-
ing to meet the age re-

quirements, some of the
‘over-aged couples’ have

resorted to obtaining
false affidavits about age
to qualify for IVF treat-
ment.

Assisted reproductive
technology (ATR) treat-
ments or procedures ad-
dress fertility. It can in-
clude artificial insemina-
tion, in-vitro fertilisation
(IVF) and surrogacy and

other related treatments
or procedures.

Guddi Bai (name
changed) aged 58 years
came all the way from Ma-
nendragarh, Chhattis-
garh to Bhopal for IVF
treatment in a private
hospital. The woman now
wants an affidavit show-
ing her age below 50 years
as doctors have told her
that they cannot support
her as she fails to fulfill
50-year of the age crite-
ria. So if she files an affi-
davit which states that
she is under 50 years of
age only then treatment
can be started. The
elderly woman has come
to the city for treatment
with her sister-in-law.

‘Elderly childless
couple approaching
lawyers’

Fire at Salkanpur temple
complex leaves 10 shops gutted

Fire brought under
control, no human
casualty reported

Fire broke out at the shops
situated on the premises of
Salkanpur temple on
Friday evening. No human
casualty was reported but
more than 10 shops were
gutted in the fire, said the
police. No damage to the
temple, which was closed at
the time of incident, has
been reported so far.
According to police station
in-charge Rajesh Kahare,
the fire broke out in one of
the shops at the temple com-
plex of Salkanpur Devid-
ham in Sehore district. Lo-
cals spotted the flames
around 9.30 pm. The temple
closes off around 7.30 pm.

Police and fire brigade were
alerted about the blaze on
the temple premises. Fire
fighters reached the spot
within half-an-hour on re-
ceiving the information.

The shopkeepers initially
tried to control the fire by
pouring water from buckets
but finally the fire brigade
doused the blaze. As per pre-
liminary investigations, a
short circuit is suspected to
have led to the fire in one of
the shops and then it spread
to other shops.

Local shopkeepers told
media persons that the fire
started from a shop around
9.30 pm and within a short
span it spread to nearby
shops. It was impossible to
climb down the stairs be-
cause of the blaze and so
firefighters threw water
with the help of a hose from
above and brought the
flames under control.
