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American retail major Walmart sourcing
from India hits$30 bn in 20 years

American retail major
Walmart has cumulatively
sourced products worth $30
billion from Indiaover the last
two decades even as it's
working towards an annual
sourcing target of $10 billion by
2027, Andrea Albright,
executive vice-president —
sourcing, Walmart, said hereon
Tuesday. Albright was
speaking at Walmart's first
megasellers’ growth summitin
India where the over-arching
theme was accelerating the
progress of the chain’s export
commitment from the country.

Thetwo-day sellers meetin
New Delhi, on February 13-14,
isthe second time that Wal mart
is hosting its flagship summit
outsidethe US. Theearlier one
wasinMexico.

Typically an annual
American event heldintheUS
for about a decade dubbed
‘Open Call’, it branched out as
asellers’ meet in Mexico last
April. “We are on track to
hitting our commitment of $10
billion annually by 2027,” said
Albright . Whileshedidn't give
out any estimate of the current
sourcing from India, market
estimates pegged it at around
$3hillionannually.

It would need to triple its
exports in the next four years
for Walmart to reach the goal
of $10hillion by 2027.

India is the first country,
outsidethe US, wheretheretail
major has announced an export
target.“We have brought
membersfrom our supply chain
team in the US, membersfrom
Flipkart and PhonePe, as well

as our Sourcing Innovation
Team, to hear pitches from
companies,” Albright said.

The Growth Summit, which
is at a “much broader scale”
compared to the earlier summits
in the US and Mexico, brings
together export-ready suppliers
and over 100 Walmart
merchants from the US. These
globa buyerswill, over the next
two days, evaluate products
showcased by Indian sellers
and entrepreneurs for export.

“Investing in high growth
markets like India helps us
strengthen our relationships
with established suppliers but
also developing relationships
with new ones to build long-
term surety and diversity and
global supply,” said Albright.

The categoriesfor sourcing
of Indian products range from
toysto bicycles, food to health,
wellness, general merchandise,
apparel and home textiles.
India-sourced products are
sold themost inthe US market.

“New categoriesthat weare
focused on include toys,
electronics, shoes and other
shelf-stablefood products, like
cookiesand crackers,” Albright
said.

Walmart’s sourcing
business operates separately
from its subsidiaries Flipkart
and PhonePe. In 2018, Walmart
had acquired a majority stake
inFlipkart.

Whether Walmart will take
the Growth Summit forward as
an annual event will depend on
the outcomes of thisyear’srun.

“Weare excited and wewill
continue to evaluate the

opportunity, whether that be
sector by sector, or another
Summit. But we are committed
to continuing to support the
growth of exports and
entrepreneurs,” Albright said.

Sourcing is one of the four
critical pieces of Indiabusiness
for the group, Walmart CEO
Doug McMillon had told inan
interview last year. The other
three pieces are Flipkart,
PhonePe and technology.

In a video address to the
forum McMillon said on
Tuesday: "The ecosystem and
infrastructure are part of what is
so attractive about doing
businessin India. That'swhy in
2020, we announced our goal to
source $10 billion exports
annually from Indiaby 2027.”

Thelndiaiteration setsitself
apart through itsfocus on micro,
small and medium enterprises
(MSMES) and entrepreneurs.
Through its Vriddhi program
launched in 2019,

Walmart has achieved its
goal of helping over 50,000

The Indian electric car
market iswitnessing price cuts
by automakers, with Tata
Motorsbeing thelatest to make
its two popular EV models
cheaper by upto Rs 1.2 lakh.

“Passing on the benefits’
of areduction in battery prices
to consumersasit |looksto make
EV's more affordable for their
faster adoption, the country's
leading e-carmaker on Tuesday
announced that the Nexon.ev
would now start from Rs 14.49
lakh and the Tiago.ev would
start from Rs 7.9 1akh.

As for the Nexon.ev, the
price reductionisup to Rs 1.2
lakh and for the Tiago.ev, the
pricecutisuptoRs70,000. The
prices of therecently launched
Punch.ev remain unchanged as
the battery price reduction was
factored in, the company said.
TataMotors move comesdays
after MG Comet’s
prices were slashed
between Rs 90,000
and Rs 1.4 lakh. MG
Comet, a hatchback
EV, now starts at Rs
6.991akh.

Meanwhile,

Nexon’'s competition
MahindraXUV400is
readying for afacelift
and afresh launch by
March.

“Battery costs constitute a
substantial part of the overall
cost of an EV. With battery cell
prices having softened in the
recent past and considering
their potential reduction in the
foreseeable future, we have
chosen to proactively pass on
the resulting benefits directly
to customers,” said Vivek
Srivatsa, chief commercial
officer, TataPassenger Electric
Mobility (TPEM).

In January 2023, too, Tata
Motors had cut prices of the
Nexon.ev by up to Rs85,000.

The company had said then
that the decision wastaken after

the company received benefits
from additional locations,
government initiatives, and
production efficiency in the
past few months.

Electric variants currently
formjust 2 per cent of car sales
in India, but buyers are
becoming less wary of the
higher upfront costsamid lower
running costs and easing range
anxiety.

More people are now
buying lower variantsof electric
vehicles with “the soothing of
anxiety about range,” Srivatsa
told earlier thismonth.

He further said: “When
buying an EV, the first thing
that the customer thinks of is
about range. But we are seeing
alittlematurity coming into that
aspect. Peoplearerealising that
they are going to usethecar in
the city most of the time and

probably once a year they go
out of town. They are now
right-sizing their expectations.”

A Tata Motors dealer said
that when customers compare
the EV and ICE models of the
same car, many are enticed to
go for the higher-end version
of the ICE version as the price
differential between EV and ICE
versions runs into lakhs. “As
EV pricing becomes more
attractive, more people would
opt for EVs as the cost of
runningisminimal,” thedealer
said.

InJanuary, TataMotors EV
salesgrew by 69 per cent year-
on-year to 6,979 units

(including exports). Total
passenger vehicle sales
(including I CE vehicles) for the
company grew by 12 per cent
YoY to 54,033 units.

Srivatsa said: “While EVs
havegrownrapidly over thelast
few years, our mission is to
accelerate the mainstream
adoption of EVsby making them
more access ble nationwide. Our
portfolio already offers a wide
choiceof body styles, rangeand
price points for our smart,
featurerichEVs.

We believe that at these
accessible prices, the best-
selling Nexon.ev and Tiago.ev
become an even more
compelling proposition to attract
alarger pool of customers.”

Tata Motors, which began
EV-only dealerships in
September, plans to have 10
electric carsinitsportfolio over
the next three to
four years.

EVs have
shown a strong
growth momentum
and are
substantially
outperforming the
overall passenger
vehicle industry
growth.

INCY23,theEV
segment grew by over 90 per
cent against the 8 per cent
growth recorded by the PV
industry.  This  growth
momentum has continued in
CY 24 with EV salesregistering
100 per cent Y-0-Y growth in
January 2024. TPEM with over
70 per cent market share is the
market leader in this fast-
growing segment.

“Tata's price cut in India
could prompt its rivals to also
price their cars more
competitively and launch newer
EVs at aggressive prices,” Jay
Kale, vice-president, Elara
Capital, quoted as saying by
Reuters.

Oil India Q3 results: Profit
falls9.3%, hit by lower crude
prices

State-run explorer Oil India
reported a 9.3 per cent fall in
third-quarter profit on
Tuesday, hit by lower prices
for crudeoil and awindfall tax
levied by the government.

Standalone profit was Rs
1,584 crore($191 million) for the
quarter ended December 31,
compared with Rs 1,746 cr a
year earlier.

Average crude prices fell
6.5 per cent in the December
quarter, asper LSEG data. The
Indian government's windfall
tax on crude oil producers
since July 2022 has also hurt
itsbottom line.

The government has set
the tax rate at a level that
ensuresasteady range of $73-
$76 per barrel net crude
realisation for Oil and Natural
Gas Corp and Oil India,
analysts at ICICI Securities
said in anote last month.

Last year, the government
also reduced the prices of gas
produced from old blocks to
$6.50 per million Britishthermal
units (mmBtu) from $8.57 per
mmBtu, squeezing the
realisation of ONGC and Oil
India, which together operate
old fieldsresponsiblefor about
80 per cent of India'sannual gas
output. While revenue from
Qil Indias crude oil segment
rose 5.7 per cent, pre-tax profit
fell 7.3 per cent. Revenuefrom
the natural gas business fell
15.1 per cent, pulling down the
overall revenue by 1 per cent
t058.15 billion rupees.

Oil and Natural Gas Corp,
another government-backed
explorer, reported a9.8 per cent
declinein quarterly revenueand
a13.7 per cent fall in profit on
Saturday. ONGC's crude oil
priceredlisationfell 6.4 per cent
from the previousyear.

Moody's revises outlook on 4
Adani firmsto 'stable' from
'negative’

In a show of confidence,
Moody’s Investors Serviceon
Tuesday revised the outlook
on four Adani Group
companies to ‘stable’, a year
after revising it to ‘negative
following a unverified report
by US-based short seller,
Hindenburg Research.

The global ratings agency
changed the outlook to ‘ stable’
on Adani Green, Adani
Electricity Mumbai, Adani
Transmission, and Adani
Energy Solutions as the
financial metrics of these
companies improved
significantly in the past 12
months.

Since February 2023,
Moody's said the group
completed several debt
transactions,  including
refinancing as well as
obtaining new loan facilities,
demonstrating its continued
access to debt capital at a
reasonable cost.

“Atthesametime, severa
high profile equity
transactions by large
institutional and strategic
investors, such as GQG and
Qatar Investment Authority,
also demonstrated the Group's
continued equity market
access,” it said.

While an investigation by
the Securities and Exchange
Board of India (Sebi) is still
ongoing, the Supreme Court's
decision to entrust the markets
regulator to complete the
probe on the Adani Group and
the court's view that there is
no apparent regulatory failure
attributable to Sebi have
curbed the potential tail riskin
adownside scenario, it said.

Moody’'s said the
affirmation of Adani Green
Energy's senior secured bond
rating reflects its predictable
cash flow backed by long-term
power purchase agreements
(PPAs); its large and
diversified portfolio of solar
and wind generation projects;
anditshighfinancial leverage.

“The changein outlook to
stablefrom negative considers
AGEL's improved financial
flexibility and reduced
refinancing risk after the
company announced plans to
repay the $750 million senior
notes from financial reserves
and equity proceeds from the
saleof astakeinajoint venture
to TotalEnergies SE and a
preferential allotment to the
Adani family,” Moody’s said.

Theaffirmation of AGEL's

senior secured bond rating
considers its predictable
revenuesfrom adiversified set
of projectsin India, operating
under long-term PPAs with
fixed tariffs. AGEL'sunderlying
credit quality aso reflects the
uneven past performance of the
restricted subsidiaries projects
anditshigh financial leverage.

The change in outlook to
stable from negative considers
Moody's view that AGEL will
have continued market access
to refinance the senior notes
due December 2024.

This view is further
evidenced by the Adani
Family's track record of
supporting Group companiesin
general and the recent equity
preferential alotment in AGEL
specifically, it said.

On Adani Transmission
Step One, Moody’s said the
affirmation of ATSOL's senior
secured bond ratings reflects
the company's close credit
linkage with its wholly-owned
parent, Adani Energy Solutions
(AESL), owing to the parental
guarantee provided by AESL
over the rated bonds and the
event of default provisions
linkedto AESL 'ssolvency.

AESL's credit profile, in
turn, reflects the predictable
revenue from its diversified
portfolio of quality regulated or
contracted transmission and
distribution assets; exposureto
execution risks associated with
the group's aggressive debt-
funded growth strategy, and
high financial leverage.

The stable outlook reflects
Moody's expectation that AESL
will be able to deliver its
substantial planned capital
expenditure — including its
material investment to roll out
smart meters — on time and
within the budget, it said.

The affirmation of Adani
Electricity Mumbai’s senior
secured bond ratings reflects
thepredictablerevenuefromits
integrated utility business in
Mumbai, all of which are
regulated. At the sametime, the
rating affirmation considers
AEML's elevated financial
leverage partly dueto itslarge
capital spending in recent
years.

The change in outlook to
stable from negative reflects
AEML's improved financial
flexibility as a result of a
recently completed bond
buyback, @ management's
decision to minimisethe use of
