Delhi sees 50% dip in complaint
calls about bird flu cases

Cases of avian influenza or
bird flu in the national capi-
tal has decreased upto 50 per
cent, the Animal Husbandry
Department of Delhisaid on
Thursday.

Rakesh Singh, Director,
Delhi's Animal Husbandry
Department told ANI, "We
have noticed a decrease of al-
most 50 per cent complaint
calls related to bird flu across
Delhi. However, our surveil-
lance teams are continuing
to monitor the situation." As
per latest data 1200 cases of
bird mortality have been re-
ported to Delhi Animal Hus-
bandry Department along
with 742 complaints calls till
January 20.

Altogether 11 surveillance

teams are working on com-
plaints and have been de-
ployed to the sites to collect
samples. The department is
also advising locals, from
where cases of bird mortality
were reported, not to touch the
dead birds with bare hands.

So far 201 samples were
sent for testing out of which
24 resulted positive and 150
tested negative, the remain-
ing reports are awaited.

53,000 poultry
blI‘dS to be
culled in Mohali

CHANDIGARH: Around
53,000 birds of two poultry
farms in Punjab's Mohali are
to be culled after some
samples from there testing
positive for avian flu, a senior
official said on Thursday.

The reports of samples taken
from two poultry farms at
Behra village in Dera Bassi in
Mohali were received from the
National Institute of High-
Security Animal Diseases lab in
Bhopal. "The culling of around
53,000 birds will either start
today evening or tomorrow,"
said V K Janjua, Additional
Chief Secretary (Animal
