New Delhi: The Centreon Fri-
day slashed the windfall tax on
domestic crude oil to 310,500
per tonne from 13,300 per
tonnefollowingasharpdropin
international crude prices.

Advance tax is paid by com-
panies and individuals in
four installments starting
with 15% of estimated tax lia-
bility by June 15. By Septem-
ber 15, 45% of the estimated
tax liability must be paid, ris-
ing to 75% by December and
full payment by March 15.

Experts expect FY23 direct
tax collections to exceed bud-
ot estimates. The government
has budgeted collections at
¥14.20 lakh crorefor FY23.
