Mumbai: The pace of flows into
equity mutual fund schemes slowed
in July as investors refrained from
fresh purchases despite the rebound
in the stock market. Flows into equi-
ty schemesin July dropped 42% toRs
8,898 crore from the previous month,
according to monthly data released
by Association of Mutual Funds in
India (AMFT).

Debt schemes saw inflows of Rs
4930 crore. Thisalongwithmark to
market gains in equity saw the in-
dustry’s total Assets Under Mana-
gement (AUM) rising to Rs 37.77
lakh crore against Rs 36.98 lakh in
the previous month.

biggest gainer from the Sensex
pack, climbing 3.13 per cent, follo-
wed by Bajaj Finserv, NTPC, Axis
Bank, HDFC Bank, Larsen & Tou-
bro, HDFC, Dr Reddy's, IndusInd
Bank and Reliance Industries.

In contrast, SBI was the top lo-
ser, dropping 1.95 per cent, after
the country's biggest lender pos-
ted a 7 per cent decline in standa-
lonenet profit to Rs 6,068 crore for
the June quarter.

UltraTech Cement, Nestle India,
Wipro, PowerGrid and Sun Phar-
ma were among the other major
laggards.

"Sustained FII buying and fal-
ling oil prices are the major dri-
vers for the ongoing market rally.
Heavyweights played a signifi-
cant role in today's rise, while
PSU banks remained under pres-
sure following weak results of the
PSB major," said Vinod Nair, He-
ad of Researchat Geojit Financial
Services.

Shrikant Chouhan, Head of
Equity Research (Retail), Kotak
Securities Ltd, said FIIs, which
weremissingfromtheactionover

the past few months, have once
again started taking exposure in
local equities, providing a major
impetus to the markets.

‘BEARMARKETRALLY’

Morgan Stanley’s Wilson, who correctly
predicted this year’s selloff, is skeptical
of therecentrebound, havingcalled ita
“bear marketrally” amid growing fears
of arecession. While he believes in-
flation has peaked and “will probably fall
faster than the market currently ex-
pects,” that still doesn’t bode well for
stock marketsasit’llreduce operating
leverage and weigh on company ear-
nings, he said.

Mumbai: A surge in bond yields
during the quarter ended June 2022
has impacted all large lenders with
only two out of eight of the biggest
banks escaping making losses. But
the saving grace is that yields are
unlikely to rise as steeply for the
rest of the year, allowing banks to
recoup some losses.

After ending at 6.80% in March,
the benchmark bond yield had tou-
ched a high of 7.50% in June, the
highest inmore than three yearson
fears that rising inflation will force
the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) to
hike rates. It has since eased to end
Monday at 7.35%. Banks have to
compulsorily invest 18% of their
deposits into government bonds
known as statutory liquidity ratio
(SLR).

Analysts, however, said that bulk
of themark-to-marketlossesare be-
hindusasthebondyields are unlik-
ely to harden abruptly again.

"Most banks would have shifted
some proportion of the available
for sale (AFS) book in-
to HTM (held to matu-
rity), which the RBI
allows once every ye-
ar. Further, incremen-
tally, banks would
classify investments in bonds un-
der HTM to protect the portfolio
from further steepening of yield
curve," said Nilanjan Karfa, ex-
ecutive director-equity research
at Nomura Securities. Banks do
nothavetomark securitiesinthe-
ir HTM portfolio to their present
day market value.

Bankers said they do not expect
any more pain from their bond in-
vestments. "If the 10-year yield sta-
ys where it is now at around 7.30%,
we will be able to write back Rs1,900
crore.
