Since the nomination process for the
2024 general elections is still ongoing,
not all candidates have filed their affi-
davits that include the candidate’s crim-
inal record; ongoing/pending criminal
trials; total assets of the candidate,
spouse and dependants; total invest-
ments; dues pending to the government;
and other details.

The major stock holdings of Gandhi,
who is fighting from Kerala’s Wayanad
constituency, include Pidilite Industries,
Bajaj Finance, Nestlé India and Asian
Paints. The investments range from ¥30-
45 lakh. The Congress leader has invest-
mentsin 24 companies and the total val-
ue of his stock portfolio is ¥4.3 crore. In
addition, he has invested in multiple
mutual funds with a total value of ¥3.8
