TWO KILLED IN ROAD ACCIDENT

Madhira, (TSIT): Two people died on the spot and
eight others were injured when a DCM vehicle carry-
ing granite cutting pieces from a granite factory in
Guvvalagudem village under Nelakondapalli mandal.
While the granite pieces were being transported from
the granite factory to Khammam in a DCM vehicle on
Friday, the DCM overturned due to a broken bolt on
the Khammam-Kodad National Highway near
Mudigonda village. As a result, the driver of the vehi-
cle fell on nine laborers and the granite pieces in the
DCM, killing two people, Veeranna (35) and Hussain
(28). Eight other laborers with fans were seriously
injured in the accident. The injured were taken to
Khammam Government Hospital for treatment. The
injured laborers were identified as residents of kham-
mam town. Among the deceased, Banothu Hussain
was from Komararam village in Gundala mandal,
while Gugulothu Veerandani was from Annaram vil-
lage in Dornakal mandal. CI Murali has registered a
case and is investigating the incident.

Cong's governance ineffective,

says Kishan Reddy

Feb 14 (TSIT): Union
Minister for Tourism and Telangana BJP
President, Kishan Reddy, criticized the
Congress-led Telangana government for
its "aimless governance" and rising public
discontent within just a year of its rule.
Speaking at an MLC election campaign
event in Sangareddy district’s Kandi
Mandal at LN Function Hall, he accused
the state government of mismanagement
and lack of direction.Kishan Reddy stated
that the Telangana government is surviv-
ing solely on central funds allocated by
the Narendra Modi-led administration.
He alleged that the state government has
not contributed even a single rupee
towards panchayat development and that
central funds are being misused. He fur-
ther emphasized that the Modi govern-
ment is spending 30,000 crore annually
on the free ration scheme, ensuring food
security for the poor.He also questioned
the previous TRS (now BRS) govern-
ment's financial contributions to pan-
chayats and challenged former minister
Harish Rao to disclose the exact amount
allocated. Kishan Reddy highlighted the
establishment of an agricultural fertilizer
industry in Ramagundam and a railway

coach factory in Kazipet as key achieve-
ments of the BJP-led central government.
Addressing unemployment, he criticized
the Congress government for failing to
release a job calendar and provide jobs to
youth despite its electoral promises. He
accused the Congress of misleading peo-
ple with "false guarantees" and asserted
that a “double-engine” BJP government
in Telangana is inevitable.Kishan Reddy
expressed confidence that BJP candidates
would secure three MLC seats in the
upcoming elections. He urged teachers
and graduates to vote for BJP’s MLC can-
didates, Komurayya and Anjireddy, to
ensure their voices are heard in gover-
nance.Medak MP Raghunandan Rao also
spoke at the event, slamming the state
government for failing to attract invest-
ments while simultaneously allowing lay-
offs in industries like MRF, where 350
workers lost their jobs.
