The Coronavirus which has
locked down entire universe has
not spared chess world even. One
tournament after another is either
being abandoned or cancelled. De-
spite the outbreak of Corona Virus
FIDE went ahead in organizing
the FIDE candidates tournament in
Yekaterinburg, Russia. The 8 play-
ers all play all event held in Russia
flagged off on March 15 till April

FIDE (international chess fed-
eration) faced lot of criticism for
going ahead with the event dur-
ing Pandemic outbreak. After six
rounds were over FIDE stopped
the match abruptly considering the
health and safety of the contestants
due to the threat given by the CO-
VIT 19. Even the biennial chess
olympiad slated for July- August
2020 has been rescheduled to 2021
falling in line with International
Olympic Committee postponing the
Tokyo Games 2020. Such is the
gravity of the situation.

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force in the game of chess which
boasts of organizing nearly five
hundred rated events in a year
and with 65 Grandmasters to its
credit, has umpteen number of
chess activities especially during
month of April and May being
summer holidays for all. Now the
entire nation under total lock down,
the All India Chess Federation has
suspended all its activities for next
two months.

All the organizers have been ad-
vised to either cancel or reschedule
their tournaments which include
rating tournaments, GM open and
the children national champion-
ships. The chain of GM events in
Bhubaneswar, Goa and Mumbai
during month of May and June has
been postponed and it is a set back

for all the young aspiring chess
players who pocket IM/GM norms
from this circuit.

City Union Bank donates
Rs.2 cr for Covid rellef

New Delhi, Apr 2:
State Bank of India
has given a three-month
relief to borrowers under
its settlement schemes and
will not charge extra in-
terest keeping in mind the
COVID-19 pandemic, the
country’s largest lender
said on Wednesday.
Against the backdrop
of current disruption in
the market and 21 days
lockdown till April 14,
2020, State Bank of India
(SBI) has come forward
to extend the timeline
for payment of settlement
amount by three months,
it said in a statement.
Customers on-boarded
under settlement scheme

SBI OTS 2019, Rin Sa-
madhan 19-20 and general
compromise can meet
payment obligation by
June 30, 2020, said the
country’’s largest lender.
Under One Time Settle-
ment (OTS) 2019, the ex-
tension will be available
only to those customers
where the first two instal-
ments of 5/15 per centand
20/25 per cent have been
received within the stipu-
lated time of 30 days and
60 days respectively.
“The balance OTS
amount can be paid by
June 30, 2020. Bank will
not charge any interest on
the amount for this ex-
tended period,” SBI said.

Likewise,
Samadhan, the timeline
for receipt of acceptance
of OTS proposal along
with upfront payment
from borrowers has been
extended up to June 30,
2020, from the current
March 31, 2020, and up
to September 30, 2020,
for recovery of entire
OTS amount.

This will provide an
extended opportunity to
borrowers who are unable
to visit branches owing
to the lockdown, it said.

Besides, thepayment
obligations for borrowers
with outstanding as on
March 1, 2020, under
general compromise cat-

egory has been extended
by three months from the
respective dates, without
charging any interest for
an additional period, SBI
said.

The lender, along with
other public sector banks,
has already announced a
three-month moratorium
on loan repayments and
interest on working capi-
tal loans by MSMEs, in
line with RBI’’s regula-
tory package announced
on March 27, to help the
economy at a time when
every business activity
has come to a grinding
halt in a bid to contain
the spread of the deadly
coronavirus disease.
