Gujarat HC wants government
reply after scam accused seeks job

AHMEDABAD:

The
Gujarat high court has

questioned the state
government’s refusal to
employ a person accused in
the Bhavnagar dummy
candidate scam. The accused
is alleged to have used a
dummy to take his place in
writing board exams.

The government has
been asked to explain its
stance because the accused
claims that he was a juvenile
at the time of the alleged
offence. Even if he is
convicted in the case and it is
proven that someone else
wrote his Class 12 exam
papers, he cannot be
disqualified from the job.

The accused’s advocate

cited Section 24 of the
Juvenile Justice (Care and
Protection) Act, 2015, which
specifically states that a
juvenile shall not face any
disqualification, even if
convicted.

Bhargav Baria, accused
in the dummy candidate
scam, petitioned the HC after
not receiving an appointment
letter for the position of multi-
purpose health worker
(male) Class III, despite
being selected for the job. He
had successfully completed all
stages of the recruitment
process, including document
verification.

While he was awaiting
an appointment letter from
the Gir-Veraval district

panchayat, the dummy
candidate scam in Bhavnagar
district came to the fore.
Baria’s name appeared in a
list of 36 accused persons.
His appointment was
suspended after an FIR was
filed with the Bhavnagar local
crime branch filed on April
14. His lawyer argued before
the HC that the offence was
alleged to have occurred
between 2012 and 2023
when Baria was a juvenile.
Therefore, he is entitled to the
job under the “beneficial piece
of legislation”. While a
government lawyer defended
the decision to put Baria’s
appointment letter on hold by
stating that the offence in this
case is of a “serious nature,”
Justice Nikhil Kariel found the
case “interesting” considering
the legal provisions.

The HC issued notice to
the state authorities concerned
with an observation, “Since it
prima facie appears that a
juvenile would not suffer any
disqualification even if he is
convicted in an offence,
therefore, the juvenile ought
not to be disqualified, merely
on account of the offence
registered against him.”
Further hearing in this case
has been posted on
December 6.

Fake currency notes
deposited in 13 banks, RBI

Ahmedabad: The
Detection of Crime Branch
(DCB) on Saturday filed a
complaint regarding deposit of
1,523 currency notes in 13
banks, and the Reserve Bank
of India in 2022.

According to the FIR
filed by an SOG cop,
Bhagyadeep Maheshkumar,
the fake currency notes
included 88 notes in the
denomination of Rs 2,000; 827
notes of Rs 500; 216 notes of
Rs 200; 364 notes of Rs 100,
25 notes of Rs 50, and three
notes of Rs 20. The FIR stated
that the currency notes were
deposited in Abhyudaya
Cooperative Bank, Saraswat
Bank, The State Bank of India,
Yes Bank, DCB Bank, The
Kalupur Cooperative Bank,

The Bank of Baroda, IDBI
Bank, AU Small Bank, The
Kotak Mahindra Bank, HDFC
Bank, ICICI Bank, Axis Bank
and the RBI. The Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) has
imposed a penalty of Rs 12.19
crore on ICICI Bank and Rs
3.95 crore on Kotak Mahindra
Bank for non-compliance with
regulatory norms. ICICI Bank
was penalized for
contravention of norms
related to loans and
advances, as well as fraud
classification and reporting.
Kotak Mahindra Bank was
penalized for contravention of
directions related to managing
risks, code of conduct in
outsourcing, recovery agents,
customer service, and loans
and advances.
