structing a new building. For
these properties,IndiQube usu-
ally signs a long-term lease for
20-30years and upgrades the
infrastructuretosuitahigh sus-
tainability standard, which
allows them to qualify for dis-
counted loans for green build-
ings.“We are absolutely aggres-
sive on this because we believe
that is the way to grow in India.
Pick up older properties, reno-
vate them, take them for 20-30
year leases, bring them back to
life,” Das said.

The company is aiming to
end the current financial year
with atopline of ¥850 cr,which
willmarka47%riseonitsFY23
sales of X580 cr.In the financial
year 2021-22, IndiQube had
recorded sales of X350 cr.

The company posted a profit
before tax of 20 crin the last
financial year. However, Das
refrained from giving any guid-
ance on profit for the current
financial year. “I don't know
what kind of recovery we are
likely to see from January. So, it
isdifficult to givea guideline on
that,”he said.

The company has so far
raised $45 million in funding
over fourroundsand currently
has a valuation of $229 mil-
lion, as per data from Tracxn.
Das said he is looking to raise
further funding in the later
part of next year.

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OTT revenue share won’t
hit net neutrality: Telcos

THE CELLULAR OPERATORS
Association of India (COAI),
which represents major tele-
com operators, on Wednesday
said their proposal to seek fair
charges from over-the-top
(OTT) apps for using their net-
work is not a violation of net
neutrality.

In fact, all of the concerns
being raised — such as favour-
ing one website/application-
[service,pricing differentiation,
decision on charging fair share
onacase-to-casebasis,etc —are
imagined and speculative sce-
narios, it said in a statement.

The statement from COAI
comes days after 129 startup
founders urged the Telecom
Regulatory Authority of India
(Trai) not to accept any demand
bytelcosto charge network fees
from over-the-top (OTT) opera-
tors.Theyalso opposed any sort
of revenue sharing mechanism
between OTTs and telecom
operators, saying such a move
would affect principles of net

neutrality outlined by the gov-
ernmentin 2016.

“COAI would like to state
that it is concerning to see such
misleading and speculative
views being promoted by cer-
tain quarters,with an intention
to misguide and confuse the
peopleregarding theidea of the
proposed ‘fair-share’ charge to
be paid by large traffic generat-
ing(LTG) OTT playerstothetele-

com service providers,’ said SP
Kochhar, director general of
COAL “The Indian telcos are
bound by their license condi-
tions to ensure net neutrality
and will continue to do so. COAI
affirms that the proposed fair
share charge does not affect
accesstoanopenand freeInter-
net,” Kochharadded.

In case of a fair usage charge
mechanism comingin,the con-
tentandservices forconsumers
would remain fully accessible
with no traffic management/-
differentiation, COAI said.

The price for the traffic paid
by end users will not change
depending on whether the traf-
fic generator is subject to fair
share payments or not.

Telcos' stance on fair share
charge represents a just com-
pensation mechanismintended
to be paid by the largest traffic
generators (LTGs) to them. The
same they say is necessary to
ensure sustainability of telecom
networks and create a harmo-
nious and just framework that
secures the industry's well-
being over the long term.

Only 9% firms ask for
clear data consent: PwC

THE DIGITALPERSONAL Data
Protection (DPDP) Act that
came into effect on August 11
hassofarbeen metwith a slow
compliance from the industry.
A report by PwC India shows
that only nine out of the 100
companies surveyed presently
seek a free, specific and
informed consent from users
before collecting their data.

Even as 41% of the compa-
nies analysed were found to
specify data principal rights
(correction,access and erasure)
in their website privacy poli-
cies, 43% of them lacked in
providing a well-defined pur-
pose for which personal data
was shared with third-party
data processors.

The banking, fintech and
insurance sectors are in a
slightly better position to
respond to DPDP Act require-
ments at their end due to lim-
ited sectoral regulation expec-
tations in terms of data
processing, PwC said in a
report titled 'Readiness of
India Inc for the Digital Per-
sonal Data Protection Act,
2023:APwCanalysis"

The preliminary statistics
of compliance assume signif-
icance in the sense that the
industry has also urged the
government to give them at
least twoyears to complywith
the Act.
