UPI-based transactions hit
record 8.03 bn in Jan at Rs 13 tn

New Delhi, Feb 3 (IANS) The Unified Payments
Interface (UPI)-based transactions hit 8.03 billion in
January, a substantial increase from the 7.82 billion
transactions recorded in December 2022. Accord-
ing to the data by the National Payments Corpora-
tion of India (NPCI), the value of transactions hit
nearly Rs 13 trillion in January.The volume of trans-
actions was 7.8 billion, and value was Rs 12.8 tril-
lion in December.This milestone proves that the
country is now firmly on the path to becoming a
digital-first economy and is a testament to the
growing acceptance of digital payments in
India."This is especially true for the populace in ru-
ral and semi-urban areas, which have embraced
digital payment systems quickly.
