Adani Enterprises, the flagship of billionaire
Gautam Adani’s conglomerate, completed the
acquisition of the Mumbai International Airport
Ltd. and Navi Mumbai International Airport
Ltd. in the financial year ending March 2022. A
“significant part” of the information sought by
the ministry pertains to 2017-22 period, the
Gujarat-based company said.

Adani Enterprises said its units will respond
to the communication received from the mini-
stry of corporate affairs in “accordance with
applicable legal provisions.” An Adani Group
representative didn’t immediately comment.

The latest probe shows that billionaire
Gautam Adani and his business empire con-
tinue to be under scrutiny months after the US
shortseller Hindenburg Research alleged wide-
ranging corporate malfeasance against the
ports-to-power conglomerate that led to a mar-
ket value erosion of more than $150 billion at
one point. The Adani Group has denied all
wrongdoing.

Adani’s stocks and bonds have recouped
some losses since the short-seller report, after
the group received investment from GQG
Partners.

An interim report from an Indian Supreme
Court-appointed panel in May said it found no
evidence of stock-price manipulation.

The project, which will be
completed in two phases, aims to
produce copper cathodes and rods, along
with byproducts like gold, silver, nickel,
and selenium.

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Coca-Cola India’s marketing
spend to be highest everin H2

New Delhi, 13 October

With the International
Cricket Council (ICC) Men’s
Cricket World Cup coincid-
ing with the festival season,
Coca-Cola said on Friday
that it expects to see buoyant
consumer demand in the
second half (H2) of the year.

The beverage major is
boosting its brand marketing
investment in the country to
push demand.

“We have started activa-
tions around festivals like
Ganpati in Maharashtra and
Durga Puja in West Bengal.
This is going to result in one
of our biggest investments in
Q3 and Q4 in the history of
our company in India,” said
Arnab Roy, vice-president,
marketing, Coca-Cola India
and South West Asia.

“We are also doing similar
festival activations in neigh-
bouring countries like Sri
Lanka and Bangladesh,” he
said.

“The Q4 spends, as a per-
centage of the overall spends
in a year, are close to 5-7 per
cent higher than what we
would do in a normal year,”
he added during a media
roundtable.

The company, however,
did not share any absolute
investment figures.

According  to data
accessed by business intelli-
gence platform Tofler, Coca-
Cola India’s advertising pro-
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motional expenses were at
73797 crore in FY22, PTI
reported.

Coca-Cola, which is the
official non-alcoholic bever-
age partner for the ICC Men’s
Cricket World Cup, has acti-
vated its ThumsUp and
Limca Sportz brands for the
event, alongside Sprite.

“The Cricket World Cup is
the largest sporting event
and an important platform to
leverage to continue the
business momentum that
has been positive for some
time now,” Roy said.

The company has also
sealed a sponsorship agree-
ment worth ¥150-160 crore
with the event’s official
streaming  platform
Disney+Hotstar, sources told
Business Standard.

With low-barrier
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moments for spending like
festivals, “consumers tend to
spend more. We have also
seen inflation cooling down
and that will give rise to sales

of affordable packs,” he
added.

The company, which saw
its Q2 business impacted by
unseasonal rains, continues
to be hopeful of strong
demand in the second half.

“We had a challenging
summer, but the long-term
metrics are looking good,”
said Roy.

He added that, “Demand
continues to be strong and
we don’t see it slowing down
in the coming months. Based
on the trends, we are seeing
in both Q3 and early days of
Q4, we feel very positive and
encouraged about the way
we will end this year.”

The promoter group, includ-
ing Ajay Singh and his family,
and Spice Healthcare, owns a
56.5 per cent stake in SpiceJet,
‘which had a 4.4 per cent share
of the domestic aviation mar-
ket as of September.

Gangwal and his family
held a 29.72 per cent stake in
IndiGo-operator InterGlobe
Aviation, of which Gangwal
owns 13.23 per cent, as of June,
according to data provided by
stock exchanges.

In August, InterGlobe
Aviation’s promoter, Shobha
Gangwal, sold a 3 per cent
stake in the company. She had
sold a total of 11.52 million
shares between 32441 and
2,427 apiece to mop up32,802
crore, data provided by stock
exchanges showed.

In February this year, the
Gangwal family had reduced
itsstake by a further 4 per cent
for around 22,900 crore in a
block deal. In September last
year, the Gangwal family had
sold about 2.8 per cent through
block deals for around 32,000
crore, bringing down its hold-
ings to 33.78 per cent.

One of the founders of
IndiGo, Gangwal was the pres-
ident and chief executive
officer of US Airways Group
from 1998 until he resigned
from the post in 2001. He later
served as head of travel tech-
nology firm Worldspan
Technologies before setting up
IndiGo with Bhatia.

SpiceJethad reported anet
profit of 197.6 crore for the
June quarter of 2023-24 (FY24)
after recording a net loss of

6.2 crore on a consolidated
basis in the last quarter of FY23
(Q4FY23). Lastmonth, the air-
line paid $1.5 million to Swiss
company Credit Suisse follow-
inga Supreme Court directive.

Credit Suisse and SpiceJet
have been embroiled inalegal
conflict since 2015 over out-
standing debt of about $24
million. In August 2022, both
parties informed the Supreme
Court they had come to an
agreement. In March this year,
Credit Suisse initiated a
contempt case against Singh
and the airline, asserting that
they had not honoured their
payment obligations as out-
lined in the settlement terms.

Singh is embroiled ina dis-
pute with Maran. The airline
paid 3100 crore owed to Maran
following the Delhi HC's direc-
tion on the arbitral award.

This dispute traces its
origins back to 2015, when
Maran sold his 5846 per cent
stake in SpiceJet for a meagre
sum of32. In 2016, Maran took
the matter to the Delhi High
Court, alleging the airline
breached their sale agreement
by failing to issue him share
warrants and preference
shares. In response, the court
in 2017 directed it to deposit
%579 crore and encouraged
both parties to resolve the
matter through arbitration. In
2018, an arbitration tribunal
ruled in Maran’s favour,
awarding him 579 crore plus
interest.

On May 29, the high court
ordered SpiceJet to pay the
interest 0f 380 crore to Maran.
On July 7, the Supreme Court
rejected SpiceJet’s request for
an extension to make this pay-
ment to Maran and his com-
pany, Kal Airways.

A320neo aircraft next year
