Moody’s cuts India’s growth
forecast to 7 per cent for 2022

Moody’s Investor Services
haslowered India’s economic
growth forecast by 70 basis
points to 7 per cent for 2022.
This is in line with the down-
ward revision of the global
growth forecast.

“The downward revision
assumes higher inflation,
high interest rates and slow-
ing global growth will
dampen economic mo-
mentum by more than we had
previously expected,” the
agency said in a report titled
‘Global Macro Outlook 2023-
24: Global economy faces a
reckoning over inflation, geo-
politics and policy trade-offs’.
Further, it said the weakening
of the rupee and high oil
prices continue to exert up-
ward pressure on inflation,
which has remained above
the Reserve Bank of India’s ‘4
per cent -/+ 2 per cent’ target
range for much of this year.

This is not the first down-
ward revision of the Indian
economy, though all the revi-
sions are for the fiscal year.
The International Monetary
Fund (IMF) cut India’s GDP
forecast for the current fiscal
(FY23) by 60 basis points to
6.8 per cent from 7.4 per cent
estimated earlier. Before
that, the World Bank cut the
forecast by 1 percentage
point to 6.5 per cent, ADB by
50 basis points to 7 per cent,
Fitch by 80 basis points to 7
per cent and the RBI by 20

Moody’s said the annual
headline CPI inflation in-
creased to 7.5 per cent in
September after dipping be-
low 7 per cent in July. Whole-
sale price inflation, however,
declined for four straight
months, from a peak of 16.6
per cent in May to 10.7 per
cent in September. From May
to September, the RBI has
raised the repo rate a cumu-
lative 190 bps to 5.9 per cent
to contain inflation risks.
“We expect the RBI toraise
the repo rate by another 50
bps or so as part of its object-
ive to anchor inflation ex-
pectations and support the

exchange rate. Eventually,
the RBI will likely shift from
inflation management to
growth considerations,
provided that the rate in-
creases have the desired ef-
fect of taming inflationary
pressures,” the agency said.

However, it acknowledged
that underlying growth dy-
namics are fundamentally
strong, boosted by a rebound
in services activity. Govern-
ment capital expenditure and
manufacturing capacity util-
isation have also improved.
September exports were
down from the peak in
March, but they are still
around 30 per cent above the
pre-pandemic level. Non-
food credit growth shows
solid momentum. The
private sector, having de-
leveraged after the RBI’s As-
set Quality Review in 2015, is
now well-positioned to in-
crease capex spend.

GLOBAL ECONOMY
Talking about the global eco-
nomy, the agency said it is on
the verge of a downturn amid
extraordinarily high levels of
uncertainty amid persistent
inflation, monetary policy
tightening, fiscal challenges,
geopolitical shifts and finan-
cial market volatility. “Global
growth will slow in 2023 and
remain sluggish in 2024. Still,
a period of relative stability
could emerge by 2024 if gov-
ernments and central banks
manage to navigate their eco-
nomies through the current
challenges,” it said.
