India-US trade may
reach $500-600 bn

COMMERCEAND INDUSTRY
minister Piyush Goyal on Sat-
urday exuded confidence that
the India-US bilateral trade in
goods and services will reach
$500-600 billion by 2030 as
their relation continues
to strengthen.

The trade between the two
countries stands at about
$175 billion at present.

On whether India will join
the trade pillar of 14-member
Indo-Pacific Economic Frame-
work for Prosperity (IPEF),
Goyal said itwould depend on
what India will get in return.
While 13 member countries
havejoined all four subjects —
trade, supply chains, clean
economy and fair economy--
under IPEF, India has opted
out of the trade pillar as
of now.

It has joined the other
three subjects.“With regard to
joining the trade pillar of IPEE,
India decidesits strategy on its
own terms...If you want bind-
ing commitments (from In-
dia) on different subjects, tell
me what I am getting in re-
turn. It has to be good for my
people and my country. What
you give me in return will de-

the chief secretaries of Punjab,
Haryana, Uttar Pradesh and
Delhi to appear before it on No-
vember 10 to discuss the mat-
ter.The Commission, after con-
sidering the responses of the
states concerned and the gov-
ernment of Delhi,and the delib-
erations thereon, is of the opin-
ion that the "farmers are
burning stubble under compul-
sion, the NHRC said in a state-
ment on Saturday.

"The state governments
have to provide harvest ma-
chines to get rid of those stub-
ble, but they have failed to pro-

vide an adequate number of
requisite machines and other
measures; as a result, farmers
are forced to burn the stubble,
causing pollution.

"Therefore, none of the
states can blame the farmers for
stubble burning; instead, it is
duetothe failure of all four state
Governments that the stubble
burning is happening in the
states of Delhi, Punjab,Haryana,
and UP, causing enormous pol-
lutants in the air," it said. The
Commission has asked the chief
secretaries concerned to remain
present again.

ARMED WITH AUTOMATIC
plant irrigation sensors, full-
body scanners, end-to-end digi
yatra capabilities, self-baggage
drop units, among other tech
initiatives, Bengaluru’s newand
second terminal (T2) aims to
improve operational efficiency
by 60%.

While seamlessly walking
past several gates at the airport
during the day, passengers will
now notice that the regular flu-
orescent lights on the roof won’t
be switched on all the time.

The airport management

said T2 can fully function “with-
outasingle light being switched
on” thanks to the natural light
that comes in from the glass
walls. The penetration of nat-
ural lightwillalso help maintain
600,000 plants in T2, some
even including a few 600-800-
year-old trees, which by default
will drop the room temperature
by a few degrees.

Staying true toits tech capa-
bilities, the staff at Bangalore In-
ternational Airport (BIAL) have
indigenously developed a mo-
bile application that automati-
cally waters all the plants based
on sensors that track the hu-
midity, the room temperature,

among others, requiring no hu-
man intervention.

Most of the software re-
quired to enable the cutting-
edge technology at playwas de-
veloped in partnership with
Cisco,the American IT giant.

Inall, T2 isbuilt tohandle 25
million passengers annually,
broadlysimilarto the 26 million
thatT1,the current operational
terminal at Kempegowda
International Airport Limited
(KIAL), manages.

Asof now, T2 will be open for
publicas earlyas December-end
and will first see domestic pas-
sengers and will later cater to
international travel.

However, the BIAL team
plans to entirelymove the inter-
national traffic to T2 over time
with only certain aitlines oper-
ating domestic routes as well.

Built by Larsen and Toubro
(L&T), at a cost of 35,000 crore
orso,the T2 will only operate its
first phase for now.

Once T2 begins to see high
footfalls, it will unveil its second
phasewhichis nearing comple-
tion but will not be used imme-
diately.In total,the BIAL has ear-
marked some 13,000 crore for
its expansion plans which will
likelyinclude another terminal,
T3,around 2032.Strikingabal-
ance between tech, art and sus-

tainability, T2 passengers will
also see several artists from
around the world showcase
their work at various points in
the terminal.

The culmination of these
initiatives will help T2 become
“abio diversity hotspot”.

However, travellers that are
required to switch between the
two terminalswill need to make
a full exit from their terminal,
walk a 1.5-km-long sky bridge
and redo the entire security
check procedures, similar to
most otherairports.

They can also avail the shut-
tle services thatwill plyevery 10
minutes or so.
