Kant said to create a unique
eco-system to enable ‘Make in
India’,and drive the movement
for manufacturing in India, the
country will require a phased
programme across the entire
value chain, an efficient fiscal
impact structure, and size and
scale aligned to the country’s
ambition to produce world-
class vehicles for domestic and
international marKkets.

“With batteries accounting
for almost 40% of total cost of
EVs today, domestic battery
manufacturing is a massive
market opportunity for India to

rapidly enable the transition to
EVs,” Kant said.

“New battery technologies
like solid state lithium ion bat-
tery,sodiumionbattery,andsil-
icon-based batteries are under-
developed. India needs to
vigorously pursue research and
development and have a clear
road map formanufacturingon
amega scale,”he said.

To facilitate charging infra-
structure, Kant said newermod-
elsshould be explored and start-
ups must be facilitated in this
area.
