HYDERABAD: The Railway Protec-
tion Force (RPF), Secunderabad
Division along with Bachpan
Bachao Andolan, and several few
voluntary organisations success-
fully rescued nine child traffick-
ing victims and detained four
traffickers.

According to officials, based on
intelligence generated from con-
tinuous data analysis by the RPF’s
Cyber Cell, on Saturday, the RPF
personnel escorted Secunderabad
SF Express(Danapur-Secun-
derabad no-12792). The operation
was successful and nine child
victims were rescued along with 4
traffickers, who were coming from
Bihar and Jharkhand. Later, the
GRP, Kazipet registered a case for
further legal action.

RPF Secunderabad has imple-
mented several measures includ-
ing the deployment of additional
RPF personnel in railway stations,
the installation of CCTV cameras
and awareness campaigns to
rescue victims and arrest traffick-
ers. The RPF has also established
a dedicated helpline (139) for the
public to report suspected cases
of trafficking.

Preparatory works begin
for Old City Metro Rail

IN a major boost to the
metro rail at Old City, the
Hyderabad Metro Rail Lim-
ited (HMRL) on Sunday said
the preparatory works for
undertaking the prestigious
metro rail project have be-
gun.

According to the officials,
in the coming month, the
HMRL authorities will also
issue land acquisition notices
to 1,000 properties for taking
up the balance work of the
metro rail in the old city.

“As per the instruction
by Chief Minister K Chan-
drasekhar Rao, prepara-
tory works for undertaking
metro rail works in the Old
City have begun. The 5.5km
balance Metro alignment in
the Old City is from MGBS
to Falaknuma via Darulshifa
junction - Purani Haveli -
Ettebar Chowk - Alijakotla
- Mir Momin Daira - Hari-
bowli - Shalibanda - Sham-
sheergunj and  Aliabad.
There will be 5 stations tenta-
tively the names include Sal-
arjung Museum, Charminar,
Shalibanda, Shamsheergunj
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» HMRL plans to issue land acquisition notices to 1,000 properties soon

» The 5.5km balance Metro alignment will include five stations in total

»» Efforts are being made to save religious and sensitive structures along the route

» Road widening at station locations will be restricted to 120 feet

tions are being named after

them in view of their impor-

There are 103 religious
and other sensitive struc-
tures including 21 Masjids,
12 temples, 12 Ashoorkha-
nas, 33 dargas, 7 graveyards
and 6 chillas in this stretch.
Through engineering solu-
tions like adjustment of cur-
vature, viaduct design and
heights, suitable alteration of
metro pillar locations, etc.,
other than four of all these
religious/sensitive struc-
tures have been saved. On
the instruction of MA&UD

ALIKE majority of the lakes
in the city which have been
buried under concrete struc-
tures or turned into toxic
water bodies, the Kapra
Lakehas also been turning
turbid. As a result, to protect
the lake from getting even
more murky, a few social ac-
tivists and locals take up the
initiative to clean the lake
every Sunday and urged the
authorities to de-silt the lake
at the earliest.

The lake which was origi-
nally spread over 113 acres

has shrunk to only 30 acres
due to encroachment. De-
spite last year’s heavy down-
pour, 70 percent of the lake
is dry and barren, leading
to the depilation of ground-
water levels around the lake.
Bore wells will also soon go
dry if the sewage inflow is
not reconnected. However,
on humanitarian grounds,
few locals have taken up
Sharamdaan programmes to
clean the lake.

“Cleaning up the lake is
not a permanent solution,
we have started the Shara-
mdaan (cleanness drive) in
April this year, every Sunday
we organised this drive, we
started the process of clean-
ing with 10 members and

slowly the number has now
gone up to 150. Everyone
have voluntarily come for-
ward to clean the lake to re-
vive it. But this is not the so-
lution, last year we had good
rains, then also hardly there
is water in the lake, where
the water is going, why water
is not been de-silted, there
are many government bod-
ies that including GHMC,
Irrigation Department and
few more) who are supposed
to work together for saving
the lake but no one is doing
anything. Basically, we want
to save the lake, we are doing
it symbolically as we want
state government attention,”
said Manognya Reddy, a
resident of Sainikpuri.
