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Islamabad HC finds fault in sessions court’s verdict

PTI W ISLAMABAD

The Islamabad High Court
(IHC) on Friday observed
that the trial court, which
convicted Imran Khan in the
Toshakahna corruption case,
“did wrong” as it adjourned
until Monday the hearing on
jailed former prime minister’s
appeal against his conviction
and sentence.

On August 5, a sessions
court in Islamabad convicted
Khan, 70, in the case filed by
the Election Commission of
Pakistan (ECP) and sentenced
him to three years in prison.
The verdict meant he was
disqualified from contesting
general elections for five years.

Two-member THC bench
comprising Chief Justice (CJ)
Aamer Farooq and Justice
Tariq Mehmood Jahangiri
heard the plea seeking suspen-
sion of Khan’s conviction by

the trial court’s Additional
District and Sessions Judge
(ADS]) Humayun Dilawar.
During the hearing,
Advocate Amjad Pervaiz, the
ECP’s lawyer, was expected to
conclude his arguments.
However, he failed to
appear due to being “extreme-
ly unwell” — as stated by a

member of his team.

His assistant advocate
asked the bench for an
adjournment saying: “For the
last eight months, we never
sought adjournment.”

He said that doctors had
suggested Parvaiz bed rest.

At this, Chief Justice
Farooq said: “The request for

suspension of sentence is now
at a critical stage” He added
that arguments would have
been completed in fifteen to
twenty minutes.

He further said: “We can
also do what the trial court
did, but we will not”

“Two wrongs don't make
a right. We will not do what
the trial court did” “We
adjourn the case till Monday
(August 28), and even if no
one comes, we will announce
our decision,” Justice Farooq
said, adding that what the trial
court had done was “wrong”

At this, Pakistan Tehreek-
e-Insaf (PTI) counsel Latif
Khosa remarked: “One person
has been in jail for twenty
days. Will [you] keep the PTI
chairman in jail for another
three days?

“We will not appear in
court, do what you have to
do,” he said. He requested the

bench to suspend the sentence
immediately.

“If you are satisfied with
their arguments on Monday,
then send them back to jail,
he requested.

Besides the sentence, the
additional district and ses-
sions judge also imposed a
fine of Rs100,000 after finding
Khan guilty of graft in the
Toshakhana case.

The Supreme Court (SC)
Wednesday also acknowl-
edged the “procedural defects”
in Khan’s conviction but opted
to wait for the IHC’s decision
on the former premier’s plea
seeking suspension of the
three-year sentence.

The PTI in a statement
confirmed that the hearing at
IHC was adjourned till
Monday, August 28, due to the
sickness of the counsel of the
ECP.

“Delaying tactics on the

go on the second day as yes-
terday. The same lawyer fili-
bustered for quite a while
reading old judgments in the
court,” the PTI said.

The IHC has been hearing
Khan’s appeal since August 22.

The court on Thursday
adjourned the hearing until
Friday. The defence team has
already completed the argu-
ments. The Toshakhana case
was filed by ruling party law-
makers in 2022 in the ECP,
alleging that Khan concealed
the proceeds from the sale of
state gifts.

The ECP first disqualified
him and then filed a case of
criminal proceedings in a ses-
sions court which convicted
him and subsequently, Khan
was sent to jail.

Khan is currently in
Attock Jail where he was
lodged after arrest following
his conviction. He has also

been disqualified for five
years.

The case alleges that Khan
had “deliberately concealed”
details of the gifts he retained
from the Toshaskhana - a
repository where presents
handed to government offi-
cials from foreign officials
are kept - during his time as
the prime minister from 2018
to 2022 and proceeds from
their reported sales.

According to Toshakhana
rules, gifts/presents and other
such materials received by
persons to whom these rules
apply shall be reported to the
Cabinet Division.

According to reports,
Khan received 58 gifts worth
more than Rs 140 million
from world leaders during
his three-and-a-half-year stint
and retained all of them either
by paying a negligible amount
or even without any payment.

Bushra Bibi urges SC
to take ‘notice’ of Khan's
deteriorating health

Islamabad (PTI): Pakistan’s
jailed prime minister Imran
Khan’s wife Bushra Bibi on
Friday urged the Supreme
Court to take “serious notice”
of her husband’s deteriorating
health, saying it posed a “seri-
ous danger to his life”

The 70-year-old Pakistan
Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) chair-
man is currently lodged in the
Attock District Jail in Punjab
province after his conviction in
the Toshakhana corruption
case earlier this month.

Bushra moved the apex
court following her meeting
with the cricketer-turned-
politician at the prison on
Tuesday.

Bushra through her coun-
sel Rifaqat Hussain Shah sub-
mitted an affidavit to the
Supreme Court, requesting it to
intervene for the sake of Khan's
health.

According to the affidavit,
Bushra “found a significant
decline in the petitioner’s

health” and that he “appears to
have lost weight substantially
during the course of his con-
finement, particularly loss of
muscles around his arms”.

“Such a decline in the
health of a person in his 70s can
be a serious danger to his
life...it is feared that the peti-
tioner’s life is seriously threat-
ened for which it is humbly
prayed that this honourable
court may kindly take serious
notice of the same,” it said.

The affidavit stated that
Bushra was allowed to meet
Khan after “unwarranted delays
and difficulties” on August 22
at the Attock jail.

This is not the first time
that Bushra has expressed fear
of her husbandss life in danger.
She has expressed similar con-
cerns in a letter to the Punjab
government last week.

In the letter, the former
first lady said she feared that
Khan could be “poisoned” in
jail.

Imran’s lawyer among 17
rescued from HC elevator

Asenior Pakistani lawyer
representing Imran Khan
and 16 others were rescued
after they were briefly trapped
in a malfunctioning elevator in
the Islamabad High Court on
Friday. Pakistan Tehreek-e-
Insaf (PTI) counsel Latif
Khosa hopped into the lift on
the third floor of the
Islamabad High Court (IHC)
after engaging in a heated
exchange with Chief Justice
Amer Farooq.

Farooq adjourned the
hearing on jailed former prime
minister Khan’s appeal against
his conviction and sentence in
the Toshakhana corruption
case until Monday as the rival
lawyer could not make it to the
court due to illness.

However, the elevator got
stuck due to an unknown
malfunction, creating fears for
the lives of all 17 people inside
it.

According to a video clip,
Khosa’s assistant lawyer,

Suzane Jahan, is seen saying,
“It has been more than 10
minutes. The lift has mal-
functioned, and no one from
the administration is coming.
Khosa sahib and his legal
lawyers — all are inside [the
elevator]...I have informed
the administration ten times.
Everyone here knows about
this [but] no one is taking
action, and my boss is inside,”
she said.

She went on to say, “Does
this mean that now you will
also kill lawyers by suffocating
them? You already put [Imran]
Khan behind bars, and you
will also kill lawyers now?”

On August 5, a sessions
court in Islamabad convicted
Khan, 70, in the case filed by
the Election Commission of
Pakistan (ECP) and sentenced
him to three years in prison.
The verdict meant he was dis-
qualified from contesting gen-
eral elections for five
years.Other video clips of the
incident show lawyers pressing
the elevator’s button with no

success while people gathered
on the scene called for help. A
person is also seen holding an
electric fan to enhance airflow
towards the elevator.

Finally, the sordid incident
ended after rescuers finally
managed to open the elevator’s
doors, and Khosa, along with
the others, came out sweating
but unscathed.It has only been
three months since the ITHC
moved into its new building,
according to The Express
Tribune newspaper.

Qureshi’s physical remand
extended by three days

Aspecial court in Pakistan
on Friday extended by
three days former foreign
minister Shah Mehmood
Qureshi’s remand in connec-
tion with the leakage of a con-
fidential diplomatic cable that
was allegedly misused for
political purposes by the pre-
vious Imran Khan-led govern-
ment. Qureshi, 67, a close
aide of jailed former prime
minister Khan and Pakistan
Tehreek-e-Insaf (PTI) party’s
Vice Chairman, was arrested

on August 19 under the
Official Secrets Act for violat-
ing the secrecy of the official
cable sent by the Pakistani
embassy in the US to the for-
eign office when he was the
foreign minister.He was later
remanded by the special court
in Federal Investigation
Agency’s custody for four days
till August 25.

Khan has for long men-
tioned the missing cable as
evidence of a “foreign conspir-
acy” to remove him as the
prime minister in April last

year.

‘Nawaz Sharif
likely to return
to Pak on
October 15

Islamabad (PTI): Former prime
minister Nawaz Sharif is likely to
return to Pakistan from London
on October 15, a media report
said on Friday, indicating a delay
in his plan as announced by his
brother and former premier
Shehbaz Sharif. Nawaz Sharif, 73,
has been living in self-imposed
exile in the UK since November
2019. He was convicted in the
Al-Azizia Mills and Avenfield
corruption cases in 2018.He was
serving a seven-year imprison-
ment at Lahore’s Kot Lakhpat jail
in the Al-Azizia Mills case before
he was allowed to proceed to
London in 2019 on “medical
grounds”. The Pakistan Muslim
League-Nawaz (PML-N) supre-
mo is expected to return to
Pakistan on October 15, accord-
ing to discussions within the
family, Geo News reported from
London, quoting sources.
According to the sources, the
mid-October date was decided
by Nawaz, Shehbaz, and close
family members in London.
Earlier this month, former prime
minister Shehbaz said that his
brother Nawaz would return to
Pakistan in September to face his
pending court cases and lead the
party’s campaign for the gener-
al election.

However, the plan was changed
in the last few days after the ECP
decided to conduct a fresh
delimitation of Constituencies on
the basis of the new census,
delaying the general elections,
which were scheduled to be
held within the 90-day constitu-
tional period since the dissolu-
tion of Parliament.

Lai accuses
China of using
trade curbs to
influence polls

Taiwan’s vice president and
frontrunner in the presiden-
tial elections has accused China
of using “unfair” trade practices
to influence the elections.
William Lai, in a meeting Friday
with foreign press in Taipei, said
China has targeted Taiwan’s
“agricultural products potential-
ly in an effort to undermine the
coming elections”His com-
ments come after China on
Monday announced it would
suspend mango imports from
Taiwan after import authorities
detected “pests” on the fruit. The
trade curb is largely believed to
be politically motivated.

Taiwan is due to hold pres-
idential elections in January
2024. Over the weekend, Beijing
launched war games around
Taiwan, a self-ruled democracy
that China claims as its own.
China and Taiwan split in 1949
following a civil war that ended
with the ruling Communist
Party taking control over the
mainland.Beijing has never
renounced the use of force as a
means of retaking Taiwan.
China’s political leadership sees
Lai and Taiwan’s incumbent
president, Tsai Ing-wen, as “sep-
aratists” and refuses to speak to
them.The military drills had fol-
lowed stopovers by Lai in New
York and San Francisco as part
of a state visit to Paraguay ear-
lier this month. Lai had decried
the exercises as another attempt
by Beijing to intimidate voters
and influence the January elec-
tions.The US Department of
State on Saturday called on
China “to cease its military,
diplomatic and economic pres-
sure against Taiwan and instead
engage in meaningful dialogue
with Taiwan”While the US
does not maintain official ties
with Taiwan, it is its biggest
source of weapons and has
pledged to help the island
defend itself in case of an inva-
sion.

“China will be hoping to
interfere in the elections with all
sorts of tactics, but if they suc-
ceed, it will be an undermining
of Taiwan's democracy; Lai said
at the Friday event.

AP B MANILA (PHILIPPINES)

Australian and Filipino forces,
backed by US Marines,
practiced retaking an island
seized by hostile forces in a large
military drill Friday on the
northwestern Philippine coast
facing the disputed South China
Sea. President Ferdinand Marcos
Jr and visiting Australian
Defence Minister Richard
Marles watched the mock beach
landings, assaults and helicopter
insertion of forces on a
Philippine navy base with 1,200
Australians, 560 Filipinos and
120 US Marines participating.
On Monday, Australian,
Filipino and American forces
conducted air assault maneuvers
in Rizal town in western
Palawan province, which also
faces the South China Sea.
The three countries are
among the most vocal critics of
China’s increasingly aggressive
and confrontational actions in
the disputed waters, but the
Philippine military said Beijing

S, Filipino forces practice
retaking an island in drill along SCS

was not the envisioned target of
the combat drills, the largest so
far between Australia and the
Philippines.

“It's an important aspect of
how we prepare for any eventu-
ality and considering that there
have been so many events that
attest to the volatility of the
region,” Marcos said in a news
conference after the drills.

Marles said in a separate
news conference with his
Philippine counterpart, Gilberto
Teodoro Jr., that the drills were
aimed at promoting the rule of
law and peace in the region.

“The message that we want
to convey to the region and to
the world from an exercise of
this kind is that we are two coun-
tries committed to the global
rules-based order;” Marles said.
“We are committed to an idea of
a world in which disputes are
determined by reference to
international law.”“Peace is
maintained through the protec-
tion of the global rules-based
order and its functionality

around the world and, in truth,
around the world today, we see
it under pressure;,” Marles said.

Marles and Teodoro said in
ajoint statement that they would
pursue plans for joint patrols in
the South China Sea, which the
Australian defense chief said
may be launched soon.

They reaffirmed support
for a 2016 ruling by an arbitra-
tion tribunal in The Hague
under the UN. Convention on
the Law of the Sea that largely
invalidated China’s claim to vir-
tually the entire South China Sea
and upheld the Philippines con-
trol over resources in a 200-nau-
tical mile exclusive economic
zone.

China refused to participate
in the arbitration and continues
to defy the ruling.

In the latest flare-ups in the
disputes, a Chinese coast guard
ship used a water cannon on
Aug. 5 to try to block a
Philippine supply run at Second
Thomas Shoal, where Filipino
troops are stationed.

Maui releases names of people
missing after deadly wildfire

Maui County released the
names of 388 people still
missing Thursday more than
two weeks after the deadliest
US wildfire in more than a
century, and officials asked
anyone who knows a person
on the list to be safe to contact
authorities.

The FBI compiled the list
of names. The number of con-
firmed dead after fires on
Maui that destroyed the his-
toric seaside community of
Lahaina stands at 115, a num-
ber the county said is expect-
ed to rise.

“We also know that once
those names come out, it can
and will cause pain for folks
whose loved ones are listed,”
Police Chief John Pelletier said
in a statement. “This is not an
easy thing to do, but we want
to make sure that we are doing
everything we can to make this
investigation as complete and
thorough as possible.” Names

on the list were deemed vali-
dated if officials had a person’s
first and last name and a ver-
ified contact for the person
who reported them missing,
officials said.

An additional 1,732 people
who had been reported miss-
ing have been found safe as of
Thursday afternoon, officials
said.

On Wednesday, officials
said 1,000 to 1,100 names
remained on the FBI’s tenta-
tive, unconfirmed list of peo-
ple unaccounted for, but DNA
had been collected from only
104 families, a figure far lower
than in previous major disas-

ters around the country.

Hawaii officials had
expressed concern that by
releasing a list of the missing,
they would also be identifying
some people who have died.

Pelletier said Tuesday that
his team faced difficulties in
compiling a solid list. In some
cases, people provided only
partial names, and in other
cases names might be duplicat-
ed.Maui County sued
Hawaiian Electric Co. on
Thursday, saying the utility
negligently failed to shut off
power despite exceptionally
high winds and dry conditions.

Witness accounts and
video indicated that sparks
from power lines ignited fires
as utility poles snapped in the
winds, which were driven by a
passing hurricane.

Hawaii Electric said in a
statement it is “very disap-
pointed that Maui County
chose this litigious path while
the investigation is still unfold-
ing”
