Discom consumers dread 
SWEETY ADIMULAM 

Mumbai 

Common man is not just suf- 
fering from Coronavirus in- 
duced pandemic but also 
grieving over the hefty elec- 
tricity bills they are receiv- 
ing from various distribu- 
tion companies (discoms) 
like Tata Power, MSEB, Tor- 
rent, BEST, Adani Electrici- 
ty etc in June. 
People who have received 

high power bills are stunned 
and believe they have been 
charged wrongly. Many also 
stated that despite lockdown 
their consumption has been 
similar to the previous 
month or what was earlier 
consumed in summer. Swa- 
gat Lakku, consumer of dis- 
com Torrent, a franchise of 
MSEB in Kalwa Mumbra, 
has received a power bill of 
Rs 13,000 for the last three 
months. 
He explained, "Electric 

consumption in my 2BHK is 
the same and lockdown need 
not be a reason for extra con- 
sumption as I do not work 
consistently on my laptop in 
my work-from-home routine.   

A bill of Rs 13,000 is a real 
electric shock for me, as I 
usually get a bill of Rs 
800/per month which fluctu- 
ates between Rs 1800 and Rs 
2,000 in summers. A collec- 
tive bill of Rs 7,000 is some- 
thing that I had anticipated, 
but Rs 138,000 is almost dou- 
ble and completely unfair.” 
Lakku asserted that he will 
reach out to the power sup- 
plier and ask them to check 
if there has been a metre 
tampering or re-evaluate the 
bill amount. 
Similar grievances were 

expressed by Deepali Kano- 
jia, an MSEB consumer and 
a resident of Kalyan, who 
said, "My usual bill of Rs 700 

was multiplied almost six 
times and charged Rs 4,600 
for three months. All my 
dues are cleared and the av- 
erage is not applicable to me, 
so they should ideally adjust 
the amount and charge me 
correctly.”

Due to Management 
decision, Revenue from IT enabled services" are much lower as compared to previous quarters. As a result of which "Other Income” 

exceeds "Revenue from Operations 

5 The Company adopted Indian Accounting Standards (Ind-AS) from April 1, 2017 and accordingly these financial results have been 
prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in the IND-AS 34 'Interim Financial Reporting’ 

prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 read with the relevant rules issued thereunder and other accounting 

principles generally accepted in India. Financial for the quarter have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and 
measurement principles of Ind-AS 34. 

6 The Financials Results(Standalone and Consolidated) have been prepared in accordance with principles of Indian Accouting 
Statndard (IndAS) as specified by ICAI & section 133 of The Companies Act 2013. 

7 PCS Technology USA Inc, one of the wholly owned subsidiary of the company stands dissolved and its existence comes to an end 
onthe 18th December 2019 as per the certificate of Dissolution issued by the autorities of the State of New Jersey (USA). In view of 
this , the consolidated Statement of Profit and Loss Account of the Company has been prepared excluding the financials figures of 
the dissolved entity. 

8 The Company, in the past has invested funds in Bonds. The Market value/Resale value of some of the bonds have declined. On the 
ground of this extemal factor , the excess of carrying value over realisable value amounting to Rs.124.44 Lakhs for the current 
quarter and Rs.479.79 Lakhs for the year is accounted for as “Exceptional Item’. Exceptional item for the year ended 31st March 
2019 include loss of Rs. 200 Lakhs on inter corporate deposits on the basis of management assesssment , Exceptional items for the 
year ended 31st March 2020 also includes amount of Rs 167.58 lacs which has been paid for in availing Sabka Vishwas (Legacy 
Disputes Resolution) 2019 to central goverment in complete resolution of past disputed Service tax liability. 

9 The Statutory Auditors of the Company have carried out the audit and have issued their unmodified opinion on the financial 
statements. 

The COVID -19 pandemic is rapidly spreading throughout the world. The operations of the Company were impacted, due to 
shutdown of offices following nationwide lockdown by the Government of India. The Company shall resume operations in a phased 

manner as per directives from the Government of India. The Company has evaluated impact of this pandemic on its business 
operations and financial position and based on its review of current indicators of future economic conditions, there is no significant 

impact on its financial results as at 31st March 2020. However, the impact assessment of COVID-19 is a continuing process given 

the uncertainties associated with its nature and duration and accordingly the impact may be different from that estimated as at the 
date of approval of these financial results. The Company will continue to monitor any material changes fo future economic 
conditions. 

11 Figures of the previous periods have been regrouped/ rearranged wherever necessary to make them comparable with current 
period's classification.
