For those establishing family offices, at least
S$50 million must be deployed and maintained in four gov-
ernment-designated investment categories.

SpaceX launched four astronauts to the International Space Sta-
tion for NASA on Thursday, including the first person from the
Arab world going up for an extended monthslong stay. The Fal-
conrocket bolted from Kennedy Space Center shortly after mid-
night, illuminating the night sky as it headed up the East
Coast.Nearly 80 spectators from the United Arab Emirates
watched from the launch site as astronaut Sultan al-Neyadi —
only the second Emirati to fly to space — blasted off on his six-
month mission. Halfa world away in Dubai and elsewhere across
the UAE, schools and offices broadcast the launch live. AP

in India, their first in-person
meeting since Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine a year ago.

The top US diplomat pressed Foreign
Minister Sergei Lavrov to move toward a
peace deal with Ukraine and advocated for
US citizens detained by Moscow, a Biden
administration official said on Thursday.

Russia’s Foreign Ministry played down
the interaction, saying the two conversed
briefly at Blinken’s request on the side-
lines of the G-20 session, underlining that
the contact didn’t qualify as “talks or a
meeting,” according to Interfax.

Blinken told Lavrov that the US and
other international partners would con-
tinue to support Ukraine for as long as it
takes, a senior State Department official
told reportersin a phone briefing, speak-
ing on condition of anonymity.

The conversation lasted about 10 min-
utes, they said, adding that the US side did
not leave the meeting expecting any near
term changes in Russian policy.

Blinken urged Lavrov to implement the
New START nuclear weapons treaty and
also pressed for the release of detained US
citizen Paul Whelan, the official said.

Although Blinken and Lavrov have
both attended international summits
since the war, including the G-20 foreign
ministers meeting last summer and at the
United Nations General Assembly in Sep-
tember, the two men have not formally
met since Russialaunched its invasion of
Ukraine.

Blinken has avoided meetings with
Lavrov, arguing that they wouldn’t be pro-
ductive while President Vladimir Putin
showed no signs of engaging in real dis-
cussions to end the war.

G20 fails to agree on
terming Ukraine war

he foreign ministers of the
T Group of 20 could not
reach agreement on the
language to describe Russia’s war
in Ukraine, India’s Foreign Min-
ister Subrahmanyam Jaishankar
told reporters after a meeting of
the grouping.
The two-day meeting of G-20
top diplomats will issue an out-

mal joint statement, Jaishankar
added.

A similar meeting of G-20
finance ministers and central
bank heads over the weekend
failed toreach a consensus on the
language to describe Russia’s
aggressions in Ukraine, forcing
host India toissue a chair’s sum-
mary instead of a traditional joint
communiqué. Russia and China
had deviated from the Bali for-
mula, objecting to the use of the

fostering international coopera-
tion, Prime Minister Narendra Modi told
foreign ministers of the world’s most pow-
erful nations on Thursday.

“Wemust all acknowledge that multilat-
eralismisin crisistoday. The architecture
of global governance, created after the Sec-
ond World War, wasto serve two functions.
First, to prevent future wars by balancing
competing interests. Second, to foster
international cooperation on issues of
common interests. The experience of the
last few years - financial crisis, climate
change, pandemic, terrorism, and wars —
clearly shows that global governance has
failed in both itsmandates,” Modi said at a
meeting of G20 foreign ministers in New
Delhi. Modi said the impact of multilateral-
ism’s failure would be felt most keenly in
the Global South where unsustainable debt
levelsand uncertain food and energy sup-
plies have taken their toll.

“Wemust also admit that the tragic con-
sequences of this failure are being faced
most of all by the developing countries.
Afteryearsof progress, we are atrisk today
of moving back on the Sustainable Devel-
opment Goals,” he warned.

Finding solutions to these challenges
will not be easy. During the recent G20
finance ministers’ meeting in Bengaluru,
Beijing and Moscow refused to endorse a

akistan’s central bank
P raised its benchmark

interest rate to 20% to
rein in the fastest inflation
since the 1960’s and as the
government seeks toresume a
$6.5 billion bailout from the
International Monetary Fund.

State Bank of Pakistan’s
monetary policy committee
increased the target rate by
300 basis points from 17%, the
central bank said in a state-
ment on its website. The move
was seen by 6 of 38 econo-
mists, with most expecting an
increase of 200 basis points.

“The MPC noted that the
recent fiscal adjustments and
exchange rate depreciation
have led to asignificant deteri-
orationinthe nearterminfla-
tion outlook and a further
upward drift in inflation
expectations,” the central
bank said in a statement on its
website. The average inflation
thisyearisnow expected in the
range of 27%- 29% against the
previous projection of 21%-
23%,itsaid. The latest tighten-
ing comes after the central
bank advanced its scheduled
rate meeting by two weeks and
asthe nation tries to secure the
IMF bailout to avert a debt
default, unlock more funding
and stave off severe supply
shortages.

To get the IMF loan that
remains in limbo, the South
Asian nation has increased
taxes, raised energy prices and
allowed the currency to depre-
ciate — all of which risk feed-
ing into inflation, complicat-
ing the situation for the mone-
tary authority. Price gains
quickened for a third month in
February to 31.55%, the most
