Wednesday approved

n amendment to the

Mines and Minerals (Develop-

ment and Regulation) Act, 1957

(MMDR Act), paving the way for

explorationof criticaland strate-

gic minerals such as lithium in
the country.

“Cabinet has given its go-ahead
totheamendment bill” agovern-
ment official told ET.

The latest set of amendments
are aimed at incentivising priva-
tesector participation inall sphe-
res of mineral exploration witha
focus on precious and critical
ones. This is thefifth amendment
to the MMDR Act since 2014 with
earlierchanges mandatinge-auc-
tion for mineral resources, andal-
lowing extension of mining lea-
ses which were expiring. “It isex-
pected that this amendment will
be introduced in the coming mon-
soon session of parliament,” the
official said. - Twesh Mishra
