The collection target was cut despite the

The annual GST numbers given in the
Budget include the Centre’s share (central GST,
or CGST), the integrated GST, when goods
move from one state to another, and compen-
sation cess, but excludes the state’s share. The
monthly collection figures, however, include
the state GST.

Realisation from CGST, which is the main
portion of the GST collections in the Budget,
was lowered by almost 13 per cent at 35.26
trillion in the final Budget, compared to

February’s interim Budget.

The projections were reduced since the
government could not collect the amount for
2018-19 (FY19) that was estimated in the inter-
im Budget. Against %6.10 trillion CGST col-
lections that were estimated, only ¥4.57 tril-
lion could be collected in FY19.

This has pulled down the overall GST
collections in the Union government’s
account to35.79 trillion in FY19, against 37.61
trillion in the Revised Estimates for the year
in the interim Budget.

Keeping the original target for FY20 would
have meant a 31.4 per cent rise in tax collec-
tions against the actual collections. Realising
it is an insurmountable target, Sitharaman
opted for 14.5 per cent growth.

The government, meanwhile, came out
with a scheme for faster resolution of disputes
to collect money from pre-GST-era litigation.

“Soon realising that the GST targets
announced in the Budget were high, the

finance minster acted pragmatically by not
only reducing the GST target but also
announcing measures to cover the deficit by
announcing a dispute resolution scheme to
collect past dues,” said Abhishek Rastogi,
partner at Khaitan & Co.

The finance minister cautioned that the

GST numbers should be interpreted realis-
tically. “GST rates have been reduced sig-
nificantly, where relief of about 392,000
crore per year has been given. We should
not lose sight of this fact while judging the
performance of GST,” she said.

Almost all the rates, however, were cut

before the interim Budget of February and :

tax targets

While income tax rates
remained unchanged for the
middle class, several measures
were introduced to improve tax
administration.

Under the new income tax
rules, PAN cards and Aadhaar
cards will be made inter-
changeable soon. This means
that taxpayers will need either
Aadhaar card or PAN card to
file their income tax returns. At
present, they need to have both
to file returns. A tax subsidy of
1.5 lakh was announced for
taxpayers taking loans to buy
electric vehicles, and an addi-
tional 1.5 lakh deduction has
been proposed on interest paid
for affordable housing loans of
up to 45 lakh availed before
March 2020.

The Union Budget featured
promises of simplified proce-
dures for the GST, perhaps
prompted by ashortfallin GST
revenue of about 16 per cent
over 2018-19. Sitharaman pro-
posed an electronic invoice sys-
tem and bill payment platform
that would render the e-way bill
redundant and reduce compli-
ance costs. Duplication in the
system was to be cut down on.
Similar measures were prom-
ised forincome tax, including a
pre-filled form for smaller tax-
payers. The promised reduc-
tion in corporate taxes was
extended to another set of com-
panies — now only companies
with a turnover over 3400 crore
will not have access to the low-
er 25 per cent rate.

MSMEs were not forgotten
— GST registered MSMEs were
promised a two percentage
point interest Subvention on
fresh or incremental borrow-
ing, although only %350 crore
was set aside for this scheme.
Start-ups burdened by the
“angel tax” were promised min-
imised scrutiny, and addition-
al measures to allow them to
raise money more simply were

proposed.

In what will increase petrol
and diesel prices in the country,
the Budget has proposed an
additional excise duty and road
and infrastructure cess of32 on
every litre of petrol and diesel
sold in the country.

On the external front and
the openness of the Indian
economy, there was good and
bad news. The FM promised
that onerous local sourcing
conditions for single-brand
retail would be relaxed.
Meanwhile foreign direct
investment in insurance and
aviation sectors might be
opened up. Some constraints
on foreign portfolio investment
in individual companies were
also eased.

However, the last section of
the Budget speech included a
lengthy list of increased tariffs
or withdrawn exemptions that
furthered a recent tendency to
view “Make in India” as a pro-
tectionist policy. Goods from
cashews to air conditioning
units were rendered more
expensive. Duty on gold and
crude oil was also raised.

After fumble
comes finesse

That too came from the
Trinamool Congress whose MP
Saugata Roy commented loud-
ly that the government would
“put everything up for sale”,
when Sitharaman announced
disinvestment targets. MPs
from the Congress just sat qui-
etly, apparently too crushed to
say anything.

On the other hand,
Sitharaman had Opposition
MPs from her home state,
Tamil Nadu, thumping the
table when she quoted from an
ancient Sangam age Tamil text.
Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam’s
(DMK’s) Dayanidhi Maran
made no secret of his apprecia-
tion as Sitharaman explained
through a Tamil parable that
the government would never
be like a marauding elephant to

taxpayers. For Karnataka, the
state she is elected from, she
quoted from Basaveshwara, the

rebel poet who questioned
caste and social hierarchy in
the 12th century and laid the

intellectual foundations for the
Bhakti movement that spread
all over India.

Her party bucked her up as
she stumbled through tongue-
twisting Hindi sentences and

she got extensive applause for :

her Urdu couplet. The whole
house erupted,
women, when she referred to
women as ‘Narayani’. Her
mother smiled widely.

It was only after she had
completed her presentation
that the new power equations
in the government really hit

people. Harsimrat Badal and
women MPs from her party
were the first to surge towards
her to congratulate her. Prime !

Minister Narendra Modi fol-

lowed and cracked a joke at
which everyone around her
laughed uproariously. The
minister for housing and :
urban development with ;
additional charge of trade and

civil aviation, Hardeep Puri,

scribbled right through the

Budget, nodding apprecia-
tively several times, especial-
ly when she mentioned the

launch of a new television

channel for start-ups.

Unlike her predecessors

Arun Jaitley and Piyush Goyal,

Sitharaman had no band of
cheerleaders. It was mostly

backbenchers who came up to

thank her. She herself did not -

refer to any of her predecessors
-- neither Goyal, who presented
the interim Budget, nor Jaitley,
one of her political mentors.
The colour of this Budget?
Pink, definitely. Sitharaman
herself wore fuchsia pink,

Harsimrat Badal was clad in
dusky rose, Mala Rajyalaxmi !

Shah wore brilliant pink,
Dushyant Singh was in pale
pink. Even the Opposition was
clad in baby-pink (Preneet
Kaur) and pink-and-white
(Supriya Sule).
