Russia’'s Moon craft
crashes, 2 days to
go for Chandrayaan

India on course
to be the first on
lunar south pole

RUSSIA'S LUNA-25 HAS
crashed on the Moon’s surface,
the country’s space agency said
on Sunday, in a disappointing
end toits first lunar mission 47
years after the last landing by
the former Soviet Union.

This leaves India’s Chan-
drayaan-3 on course to become
the first spacecraft to land near
the lunar south pole.

On Sunday morning, the
Chandrayaan-3 Lander Module
moved intoits pre-landing orbit
of 25 km x 134 km from the
lunarsurface,in preparation for
its scheduled landing Wednes-
day. It is from this orbit it will
begin its descent around 1745
IST Wednesday. Touchdown is
expected after 15 minutes.

The Indian Space Research
Organisation (Isro) said Chan-
drayaan-3 was functioningnor-
mally and getting ready for its
scheduled descent Wednesday,
at the beginning of the lunar
day-time that extends to about
14 days on Earth. “The module
would undergo internal checks
and await the sunriseatthedes-
ignated landing site (on the
moon). The powered descent is
expected to commence on
August 23,2023,around 1745
hoursIST, Isro said.

The Luna-25 was scheduled
to make a soft landing on the
lunar surface on August 21,two
daysahead of the Chandrayaan-
3.Bothweresupposed tolandin
the region around the Moon’s
south pole.

BANK OFBARODA hasissueda
notice to actor Sunny Deol to
auction his property in Mum-
bai’s Juhu, citing non-payment
of dues amounting to nearly
X56 crore.

In a notice published in a
national newspaper on Sunday,
the bank said the e-auction for
the property will take place on
September 25. The last day for
submission of bids is 5 pm on
September 22.

The bank, which has

attached the property, Sunny
Villa, located on Gandhigram

Road in Juhu, has fixed the

reserve price for the auction at
¥51.43 crore and an earnest

money deposit of X5.14 crore.

As per the notice, Deol is the
borrower and guarantor of the
loan. His father, actor Dhar-
mendra Singh Deol, is also a
guarantor to the loan.

The 599.44 square metre
property also houses Sunny
Sounds, which is owned by the
Deols,and is the corporate guar-
antor to theloan.

According to Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) norms, a loan
becomes non-performing if
there is no repayment of inter-
est and principal for 90 days.
Typically, banks need to set
aside money to cover likely
losses from suchloans and they
typically auction such proper-
ties to recover the amount.

The development comes
when the latest Sunny Deol
starrer ‘Gadar 2’ has crossed
X300 crore at the domestic box
office on August 19.

Russian space agency
Roscosmos said “an emergency
situation” had arisen in the
spacecraft because of which the
orbit-reduction manoeuvre
could not be completed.

On Sunday afternoon,
Roscosmos announced that
Luna-25 had crash-landed on
the Moon’s surface.

“The measures taken on
August 19 (Saturday) and 20
(Sunday) to search for Luna-25
and get in touch with it did not
produceanyresults,”Roscosmos
saidin a statement.

“According to the results of
the preliminary analysis,due to
the deviation of theactual para-
meters of the impulse from the
calculated ones, the automatic
station switched to an off-
design orbit and ceased to exist
asaresult of a collision with the
lunarsurface,’it said.

Luna-25 was modern Rus-
sia’s first Moon mission. The
erstwhile Soviet Union’s last

lunar mission was way back in
1976,witha successful landing
by Luna-24.Infact,thatwasthe
last spacecraft to land on the
Moon, until China’s Chang’e-3
reached there 37 years later in
2013. Chang’e-4 in January
2019 and Chang’e-5,a sample
return mission in December
2020, are the only other space-
craft to have landed on the
Moonssince then.

In the last four years, India,
Israel, Japan and now Russia
have attempted a soft-landing
on the lunar surface but have
not been successful. Each of
these spacecraft failed in the
final stages, and crash-landed
on the Moon.

While Chandrayaan-3 could
correct thatrecord for India this
Wednesday, Japan is also set to
make another attempt - its
SLIM spacecraft is slated for
launch later this month.

Had Luna-25 succeeded, it
would have become the first
spacecraft to land near the
Moon’s south pole. All other
landings so far have happened
in the equatorial region.

Now, this feat could belong
to Chandrayaan-3.
