Officers deployed tear gas
early Monday in an effort to
disperse hundreds of peo-
ple who took to the streets
following a police shooting
in Kenosha that also drew a
harsh rebuke from the gov-
ernor after a video posted
on social media appeared to
show officers shoot at a
Black man's back seven
times as he leaned into a ve-
hicle.

A person was hospitalised
in serious condition follow-
ing a shooting by officers
about 5 pm Sunday as offi-
cers were responding to a
"domestic incident," the
Kenosha Police Depart-
ment said in a news release.

Police did not provide de-
tails about what led to the
shooting, but said the per-
son was transported to a
hospital in Milwaukee for
treatment.

By late Sunday, fires had
broken out along some
streets, appearing to dam-
age large trucks, as crowds
faced off with law enforce-
ment. Officers in riot gear
stood in lines and SWAT ve-

Gov. Tony Evers on Sun-
day night released a state-
ment condemning the
shooting of the man whom
he identified as Jacob
Blake, saying that "while
we do not have all of the de-
tails yet, what we know for
certain is that he is not the
first Black man or person to
have been shot or injured
or mercilessly Kkilled at the
hands of individuals in law

enforcement in our state or
our country" The Wiscon-
sin Department of Justice,
which is investigating the
shooting, did not release
any details about the in-
volved officers except to say
they have been placed on
administrative leave.

Following the shooting,
social media posts showed
neighbours gathering in
the surrounding streets
and hurling comments at
police. Some could be heard
chanting "no justice, no
peace" while others ap-
peared to throw objects at
officers and damage police
vehicles.

Meanwhile, A police
precinct was set on fire dur-
ing a protest in Portland,
Oregon, prompting author-
ities to declare ariot and de-
ploy tear gas to disperse the
demonstrators.

The fire burned an
awning at the north
precinct late Sunday, news
outlets reported. Police or-
dered demonstrators to
clear the area, saying that
rocks and glass bottles had
been thrown at officers, as
well as lasers pointed their
direction.

"YOU KILLED YOUR OWN
HUMANITY": FAMILIES GONFRONT
NZ MOSQUE SHOOTER

Families and survivors had
their first chance to con-
front Brenton Harrison Tar-
rant, the white supremacist
who slaughtered 51 wor-
shippers in a mass shooting
at two New Zealand
mosques as his four-day sen-
tencing hearing began Mon-
day.

Tarrant had plans to tar-

et a third mosque and had

lanned to burn down the
puildings after his killing
Spree, it was revealed at his
sentencing hearing on
Monday.

"You Kkilled your own hu-
manity, and I don't think the
world will forgive you for
wyour horrible crime," said a
tearful Maysoon Salama,
the mother of 33-year-old
Atta Elayyan, who was
Kkilled in March 2019 attacks.

The gunman, 29-year-old
Australian Brenton Harri-
son Tarrant, pleaded guilty
in March to 51 counts of
murder, 40 counts of at-
tempted murder and one

count of terrorism - the
first terrorism conviction
in New Zealand's history.

He could become the
first person in New
Zealand to be sentenced to
life imprisonment without
the possibility of parole.

Crown Prosecutor Barna-
by Hawes told the court that
the gunman had began for-
mulating a plan years earli-
er, and his goal was to "in-
flict as many fatalities as
possible".

He gathered information
about mosques in New
Zealand, studying floor
plans, locations and further
details, with the aim of tar-
geting them at the time they
would be busiest.

In the months before the
attack, he travelled to
Christchurch and flew a
drone over the Al Noor
mosque, his primary target.

He also planned to target
the Ashburton Mosque in
addition to the Al Noor
mosque and Linwood Is-
lamic Centre, but was de-
tained while on his way.

Three massive wildfires
chewed through parched
Northern California land-

Indian-origin man gets life sentence
in UK for murdering family

An Indian-origin man
found guilty of the double
murder of his mother and
stepfather has been sen-
tenced to life imprisonment
with a minimum 36 years
behind bars before being
considered for parole by a
UK court.

Anmol Chana, described
as "fanatical" about knives,
stabbed his mother Jasbir
Kaur, 52, and her husband
Rupinder Singh Bassan, 51,
multiple times at their
home in Oldbury in the
West Midlands region of
England earlier this year.

The 26-year-old was con-
victed of the two murders
after a nine-day trial at
Birmingham Crown Court
and sentenced on Friday.

"You claimed to the jury
that you had killed them in
self-defence. The truth was
very different," said Justice
Mark Wall.

The British Sikh couple
were found dead at their
home in February, after
West Midlands Police offi-
cers forced their way into
their home following con-
cerns being raised for their
welfare.

'Chana carried out a des-
picable crime against his
family in their own home
which should have been a
place of safety. Our investi-
gation revealed that Chana
was fanatical about knives
and had previously ex-
pressed a desire to kill his
mother;" said Detective In-
spector Hannah White-
house, from the West Mid-

lands Police homicide team.

"Sadly we do not know
what led him to carry out
such a vicious and sicken-
ing attack. My thoughts re-
main with the couple's
wider family and friends. I
can't imagine how they are
feeling; the shock and pain
that his actions have caused
will stay with them forever.
I hope the guilty verdict pro-
vides them with some com-
fort. Knife crime is devas-
tating and this case has
been a harsh reminder of
the tragic consequences,"
she said.

Kaur's daughter had been
trying to reach her mother
and sent a number of mes-
sages and even dropped by at
their home but noticed Bas-
san's car was not there and
assumed they were out.
