AS THE Maharashtra Assembly
passed the Rs 6,12,293 crore
Budget for 2024-25 Tuesday,
Finance Minister Ajit Pawar pre-
sented supplementary demands
worth Rs 94,889.06 crore.

The state Budget, which was
presented by Pawar on June 28,
had projected a revenue deficit
of Rs 20,051 crore and fiscal
deficit of Rs 1.10 lakh crore.

Opposition NCP (SP) leader
Jayant Patil said that with Rs
94,000 crore supplementary de-
mands, the state is set to be
thrown into “financial indisci-
pline”. However, Pawar said the
government is “prioritising nec-
essary things” in the budget and
is following financial discipline.

The government has ear-
marked highest share of Rs 26,273
crore to the women and child wel-
fare department, Rs 14,595.13
crore to urban development de-
partment, Rs 10,724.85 crore to
agriculture and animal husbandry
department, Rs 6,055.50 crore to
skill development, Rs 4,638.82
crore to PWD, Rs4,395.38 crore to
industry, energy, labour and min-
ing department, Rs4,316.92 crore
to social justice department, Rs
4,185.34 crore to public health
department, Rs 33,74,08 crore to
home department, Rs 3,003.07
crore to cooperation department
and Rs 2,885.09 crore to OBCwel-
fare department.

Among the populist schemes
announced in the Budget are
Mukhamantri Ladki Bahin
Yojana (Rs 46,000 crore), free
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higher education for girls (Rs
2,000 crore), Mukhyamantri
Yuva Karyaprashikshan Yojana
(Rs 10,000 crore), free electricity
to farmers for agricultural
pumps up to 7.5 horse power ca-
pacity (Rs 14,761 crore).

As per the Mukhyamantri
Ladki Bahin Yojana, financial aid
of Rs 1,500 will be provided to
underprivileged women with an
annual income below Rs 2.5 lakh.
The government on Tuesday ear-
marked Rs 25,000 crore in the
supplementary demands for it.

The government has ear-
marked Rs 6,000 crore towards
special grants to putin place ba-
sic amenities in municipal and
rural areas and special works in
municipal council limits, Rs 5,555
crore for Mukhyamantri Yuva
Karyaparikshan Yojana and state
level Namo Maharojgar camps,
Rs 5,060 crore for Namo Shetkari
Mahasanman Nidhi Yojana, Rs
4,194.68 crore for financial assis-
tance to farmers for the damage
caused to soybean and cotton
due to natural calamities.

Further, the government has
earmarked Rs 3,615.94 crore for
Shravan Bal Sevasadan Rajya
Nivruttivetan and Sanjay Gandhi
Niradhara Anudan Yojana, Rs
3,526 crore for Amrut 2.0.

MLC polls: SP MLA seeks
Muslim representation

STATING THAT the first time in
the history of the Legislative
Council, there is no Muslim legis-
lator in the upper house of the
state legislature, Samajwadi Party
MLA Rais Shaikh has urged the
Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) to en-
sure adequate representation of
Muslims in the upcoming elec-
tions to the legislative council.

On Tuesday, Shaikh wrote a
letter to MVA leaders Shiv Sena
(UBT) chief Uddhav Thackeray,
Congress Maharashtra president
Nana Patole and NCP (SP) state
president Jayant Patil.

Shaikh said despite Muslims
comprising around 12 per cent of
the state's population, they are
notbeing represented in the elec-
tions. "NCP's Babajani Durrani
and Congress' Wajahat Mirza are
retiring on July 27. Despite 11.56%
Muslim population in the state,
there will be no Muslim repre-
sentation in the Legislative
Council," said Shaikh.

Shaikh highlighted that the
state has had a bicameral system
since 1937. "Since then there has
been Muslim representation in
the upper house except for today's
scenario. It is concerning to have
no Muslim representation in the
upper house of a progressive state
like Maharashtra," added Shaikh.

On Sunday, he personally
welcomed Sant Tukaram
Maharaj Palkhi, part of the
Pandharpur pilgrimage, to his
hometown of Baramati.

Keeping his word in the
Assembly that he would be
walking along with the pilgrims
or 'warkaris' when they pass
through Baramati, the Deputy
Chief Minister joined them in
traditional attire, accompanied
by wife Sunetra. Along the way,
he played the traditional musi-
cal instruments that the devo-
tees carry.

Ajit Pawar and other NCP leaders visit the Siddhivinayak
temple in Mumbai on Tuesday. Express

Party insiders admit that
these public displays of piety
from Ajit, a veteran politician
who has long worked on the
ground in these parts, are rare.

Even the Budget that he pre-
sented in the Assembly as
Finance Minister last week had
a gift for the warkaris - Rs 20,000
for every "dindi' (or group of
them) participating in the Sant

Megha Engg’s fine waived
over poll bonds, says Opp

OPPOSITION  NATIONALIST
Congress Party (SP) on Tuesday
alleged that the Maharashtra
government waived fine of Rs
105 crore slapped on Megha
Enginnering and Infra Corp Pvt
Ltd, the company which has paid
Rs 584 crore in electoral bonds
to Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP).
During a discussion on
budget allocation, NCP (SP)
MLA Jayant Patil said, “The com-
pany has been given a work of
Satara-Pandharpur road for Rs
932 crore. The company was
given permission for mining of
5,000 brass minerals in Khatav
tehsil of Satara. However, it
mined 2.45 lakh brass minerals.
A fine of Rs 105 crore was

slapped by the tehsildar and
confirmed by official above him.
Despite the issue being with ad-
ditional district collector, Satara
collector took matters in his
own hand and waived the fine.
What are the vested interests in
it,” he alleged.

Patil asked whether the
Satara collector has any vested
interestin it. “An inquiry should
be held. The company has paid a
generous amount to the ruling
party through electoral bonds. Is
this the reason why it has been
given more works,” he said.

Jayant Patil further said that
the company which has led the
state to revenue losses has been
given the work worth Rs 2,661
crore of Pune ring road and Rs
14,400 crore worth work of
double tunnel between Thane
and Borivli.

V-P Dhankhar
to address state
legislature
tomorrow

Mumbai: Vice-President and
Rajya Sabha Chairman Jagdeep
Dhankhar will address the
Maharashtra Legislature on
Thursday.

According to official sources,
the Vice-President has accepted
the invitation extended by
Maharashtra Legislative
Assembly Speaker Rahul
Narvekar and Deputy Chairman,
Maharashtra Legislative Council,
Dr Neelam Gorhe, to address
members of both the houses.

He will speak on the en-
hancement of democratic values
and ethics in the country. ENS

In the Legislative Council
polls coming up for 11 seats on
July 12, the NCP has two nomi-
nees in the fray. The opposition
Maha Vikas Aghadi (MVA) coali-
tion has forced a contest by nom-
inating three names. With 66
MLAs, the MVA has the numbers
to elect two, but will need to
break away MLAs from the
Mahayuti coalition to ensure a
win for a third.

The candidates fielded by the
MVA include Pradnya Satav
(Congress), Jayant Patil (Peasants
and Workers Party) and Milind
Narvekar (Sena UBT)."

Of the parties in Mahayuti,
Ajit's NCP is the most vulnera-
ble, after the Lok Sabha poll
performance. While it won just
one seat out of the four it con-
tested, the NCP (Sharadchandra
Pawar) bagged eight out of its
share of 10, stealing a march in
the political tussle between the
two factions.

Denying any worries regard-
ing cross-voting, NCP spokesper-
son Umesh Patil said: “Our MLAs
went to Siddhivinayak to seek
Lord Ganesha's blessings, which
is nothing unusual.” Asserting
that not one MLA of the Ajit fac-

tion would leave the party, Patil
added: "The Sharad Pawar-led
party does not have enough can-
didates to contest the Assembly
elections (due at the end of the
year). And that is why they are
making such desperate noises.”

Speaking to reporters after
his temple visit, Ajit said: “Inthe
coming days, I will start cam-
paigning for the Assembly elec-
tions. Before that, I decided to
take the blessings of Lord
Ganesh.”

The NCP has also denied
herding its MLAs ahead of the
July 12 elections. "We don't need
to keep our MLAs in a five-star
hotel. We trust our MLAs,” NCP
state president Sunil Tatkare said
Monday, adding that the
Mahayuti had “devised a strat-
egy to ensure the victory of all
our nine candidates”.

Patil also said that the NCP’s
Lok Sabha poll performance
would have no bearing on the
Assembly elections. The party
is particularly banking on the
monetary payout announced
for women in the state Budget
by Ajit.

Among those who have
claimed that the Ajit faction’s

MLAs are ready to cross-vote is
Rohit Pawar of the NCP
(Shardchandra Pawar).
According to him, more than 15
MLA:s of the faction are in touch
with them. "We will take only
those who have not been critical
of our party's national president
(Sharad Pawar). The final deci-
sion will be his," Rohit said.

He also claimed that Ajithad
hired a PR firm for a huge sumas
part of the image makeover.

Dismissing this, Umesh Patil
said: “Ajit Pawar is a name in
himself and does not need any
rebranding. He is the most pop-
ular leader in Maharashtra.”

NCP (SP) spokesperson
Mahesh Tapase said, "It is clear
that Ajit Pawar is worried about
his people staying together,
which has made him turn to
God. He knows if cross-voting
happens, his stock will plummet
to a new low."

Shiv Sena (UBT) leader
Sanjay Raut said Ajit is worried
that “atleast three-to-four MLAs
might cross-vote in favour of
MVA candidates”. “That is why
he is resorting to such tactics," he
said, adding, "The Lord does not
help sinners.”

THE Tamil Nadu Real Estate
Regulatory Authority (TNRE-
RA) has fined Jain Housing %5
lakh for failing to register the
‘Jains Pebble Brook’ project
with TNRERA under section 3
of the Real Estate Regulation
Act.

Disposing a complaint by S
Lakshmi Narasimhan seeking
refund with interest on the
amount paid to Jain Housing
towards purchase of a flat in
Jains Pebble Brook at Okkiyam
Thoraipakkam, over alleged
structural instability, Sunil Ku-
mar, single member of TNRE-
RA, recently directed CMDA
and Chennai Corporation to as-
sess the safety and security of
the building and take further
action as deemed fit.

Narasimhan submitted be-

fore TNRERA that his block
along with 12 other blocks got
partial completion certificate
in December 2014 from CMDA
with a disclaimer regarding
structural stability of the build-
ing. Narasimhan alleged that
the final completion certificate
was obtained only on March 19,
2021, and the developer’s liabil-
ity with regards to structural
defect gets extended as per the
provisions of RERA act.

Mom has kids kidnapped
from school: two arrested

THE Chengalpattu police have
arrested two men in connection
with the kidnapping of two sib-
lings from a school on Monday.
The police said the suspects
— Gokul and Saravan -
had taken the children,
who had been living
with their father, to
their mother as she had
asked them. Later that
night, the children were
traced near Ranipet with
their mother. “The parents of
the children aged 11 and 7 years
got separated a few years ago.
They were staying with their
father. On Monday afternoon,
during the lunch break, an uni-

dentified duo kidnapped the
siblings and took them in a car.
In the evening, when their fa-
ther came to pick them up, they
were missing,” police said.
Following the father’s com-
plaint, four special teams
were formed and the chil-
dren were traced to Ba-
navaram village in Ra-
nipet. Preliminary
investigation suggested
the alleged involvement
of the mother’s friend,
who had accompanied the
suspects and made the kids talk
to their mom before taking
them in the car. The kids were
taken to Chengalpattu to be pro-
duced before the crime against
women and children wing.

Narasimhan also contended
that the structural defects were
not rectified by the developer,
which resulted in him hiring an
expert to study the stability of
the building. The expert has
suggested that not only the
walls required repairs, but also
the beams/columns and slabs.

However, Jain Housing con-
tended that the project fell out-
side the ambit of RERA as the
project was partially completed
before the RERA Act came into
force. They claimed that there
were few cracks which devel-
oped on the wall and repairs
were carried out between De-
cember 2017 and January 2018.

Kumar said that since the
blocks 1 to 13 were partially
completed by 2014, they would
not be covered within Section 3
of RERA Act and hence the
complaint would not lie within

the jurisdiction of the bench.
However, he observed that
blocks 16, 21 and 22 would come
under the ambit of TNRERA as
the completion certificate was
awarded on March 19, 2021, and
ordered the developer to regis-
ter them with TNRERA.

Last year, the National Green
Tribunal had directed Jain
Housing to pay 22.19 crore pen-
alty imposed by the pollution
control board for violating envi-
ronmental laws while expand-
ing ‘Pebble Brook’ project. Jain
Housing is also facing legal is-
sues over structural issues at
the Jain Westminster apart-
ment complex, which has four
blocks and is occupied by 500
families. After residents began
occupying the flats in 2016, it
was alleged that after a couple
of years, the building started
developing leaks.

Not enough vehicles to clear waste
from Visweshapuram dump yard

PRAVEENA S A @ Chennai

ONLY two months after a large-
scale clean-up initiative at the
Visweshapuram dump yard
near Thiruneermalai in Tam-
baram, the ground is again
overflowing as waste is spilling
on the road. The reason - Tam-
baram corporation has decided
to use the ground for dumping
solid waste from zones 1 and 2.
Earlier, 40 vehicles transferred
the waste daily from the dump
yard to a legacy waste landfill
in Appur village daily, however,
now only 12 vehicles are being
operated, resulting in the spill
over.

Previously, zone 1 used Viswe-
shapuram as a dump yard,
while another one on the 200ft
Radial Road was designated for
zone 2. However, the Radial
Road dump yard was cleared
and shifted to Srinivasapuram,
a kilometre from Viswe-

the construction of a clothing
store. After residents near Srin-
ivasapuram raised concerns,
waste from zone 2 has been
dumped at Visweshapuram
since the last six months.

“The merging of solid waste
dumping for zones 1 and 2 is
temporary. Efforts are under-
way to find a designated space
for zone 2 to resolve the issue.
Earlier 40 vehicles transferred
waste daily, now only 12 vehi-
cles do so. On July 15, a tender
will be issued to clear the dump
yard by transferring waste to
Appur landfill. Once the tender

is issued, waste removal will
increase significantly, ensuring
effective clearing,” Tambaram
Corporation city health officer
told TNIE.

In zone 1, around 72 waste
collection vehicles operate dai-
ly. After partially segregating
and sending biodegradable and
non-biodegradable waste to the
respective solid waste manage-
ment units, the inert waste is
brought to Visweshapuram.

The working hours for sani-
tary workers at the dump yard
have also extended, as the
number of unloading vehicles
has doubled. Vehicles also visit
intermittently to transfer waste
to Appur. “Earlier, when only
zone 1 used this dump yard, we
were able to finish our work by
3-4 pm as there were fewer vehi-
cles to unload. Nowadays, we
have to wait here till 6pm,” said
a 26-year-old sanitary worker at
Thiruneermalai.
