Opinion 

1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Orient Paper & Industries Limited ("the
Company"), which comprise the balance sheet as at March 31, 2020, the statement of Profit and Loss

The inventory count for the year ended March 31, 
2020 was performed post the year end i.e. in May 
2020 owing to lockdown due to outbreak of the 
COVID - 19 pandemic. The management has 
performed a detailed roll back procedure by 
taking the cut-off date of May 31, 2020 and by 
taking into account all the receipts, issues to arrive 
at the March 31, 2020 inventory position and 
noted no material differences. 

We considered this as a key audit matter basis 
above facts focusing on the appropriate 
measurement of raw material inventory at paper 
unit.

Amount of Rs. 112,522 lacs (including interest and •
penalty of Rs 111,095 lacs) and Rs 2,407 lacs has 
been disclosed as 'contingent liability' in the 
financial statements which represents excess •
water consumption charges and demand towards 
unauthorized use of Power levied by regulatory 
authorities (period up to April 2009) and (period 
from April 2012 to June 2012) respectively against 
the Company. The Company is contesting the said 
demand and had filed writ petition in the High 
Court of Madhya Pradesh and obtained interim 
stay. 

Based on the above procedures, management's 
assessment with regard to litigation in respect of levy 
of tax on excess usage of water and demand towards 
unauthorised use of power under contingent 
liabilities is considered reasonable. 

The Company has obtained external legal 
opinions to support their assessment around the 
outcome of the above litigations which have led to

The risk of not detecting a material
misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve
collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

13. From the matters communicated with those charged with governance, we determine those matters that
were of most significance in the audit of the financial statements of the current period and are therefore
the key audit matters. We describe these matters in our auditor's report unless law or regulation precludes
public disclosure about the matter or when, in extremely rare circumstances, we determine that a matter
should not be communicated in our report because the adverse consequences of doing so would reasonably
be expected to outweigh the public interest benefits of such communication.

Report on other legal and regulatory requirements

iii. There has been no delay in transferring amounts, required to be transferred, to the Investor
Education and Protection Fund by the Company.

iv. The reporting on disclosures relating to Specified Bank Notes is not applicable to the Company for
the year ended March 31, 2020.

16. The Company has paid/ provided for managerial remuneration in accordance with the requisite approvals
mandated by the provisions of Section 197 read with Schedule V to the Act.
