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Record Allocation of Rs. 8332 crore for Gujarat, Rs. 13539 
crore for Maharashtra & Rs. 13607 crore for Madhya Pradesh 
Ahmedabad, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw, Hon'ble Minister of 

Railways, Communications and Electronics & Information 
Technology, held a press conference today in context to the 
provisions made for railways in Budget presented on 01/02/ 
2023. Shri Vaishnaw informed that a budget provision of Rs 
2.40 lakh crore has been made for the railways, which is the 
highest ever and 9 times more than the budget of 2013-14. 
Shri Vaishnaw said that at present, work of 4500 km of new 
lines, gauge conversion and doubling is being done every year 
which will be increased to 7000 km. For providing better 
connectivity for the villages, towns and cities on either sides of 
the railway lines, 1000 Fly Overs, Foot Over Bridges and 
subways will be constructed. Subways will be designed in a 
way, to prevent water logging. He also informed that work 
plan has been made for development of 1275 station, out of 
which work on 48 stations has been already started. Jan 
Suvidha Kendras will be opened at 2000 stations for products 
of daily needs. He said that the capacity of ticketing system 
will be upgraded from existing 25,000 tickets per minute to 
2,25,000 per minute and from 4,00,000 enquires per minute 
to 40,00,000 per minute. In addition to this, Shri Ashwini 
Vaishnaw also informed about One Station One Product, Vande 
Metro trains for short distance travel and Hydrogen trains. 

Total Gross Outlay of Rs 16182 Cr has been made for Western 
Railway, which is an increase of 76.87 %o as compared to 2022- 
23.

AHMEDABAD: A public 
interest litigation is seeking 
Gujarat high court directions to 
the authorities concerned in 
Junagadh district for proper 
sanitization and disposal of 
waste from the area around 
temples on Girnar hill. 

The petitioner advocate, 
Amit Panchal, filed the PIL 
complaining that the areas 
around the Ambika and 
Dattatreya temples at the hilltop 
have waste dumped 
everywhere. Unchecked 
littering of plastic waste will 
lead to environmental 
degradation and waste heaps 
may also lead to the spread of 
infections and diseases among 
pilgrims and visitors. Panchal 
urged the HC to direct the 
authorities to take immediate 
remedial action required by 
coercive steps to ensure proper 

sanitization of the place. He 
contends that the precautionary 
principle makes it mandatory for 
the state government to 

anticipate, prevent and attack 
the causes of degradation of the 
environment and human health. 
Article 48-A of the Constitution 
puts the onus on the 
government to ensure proper 

protection and improvement of 
the environment, and it is also 
a positive obligation under 
Article 21 of the Constitution. 

The PIL wants dustbins 
placed so that pilgrims and 
visitors do not litter, and waming 
boards at conspicuous places. 
The HC is likely to hear this PIL 
on Thursday.
