b) Amalgamation of CCPL and HPPL, wholly owned subsidiaries, using ' the pooling of interest method', as if the amalgamation had occurred on 1st April, 2021 or from the date on which the Company 
acquired control over these subsidiaries, whichever is later, in line with Appendix-C of Ind-AS 103. 
Subsequently, the Company received approval on October 19, 2022 for listing application filed with Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI), BSE Limited (BSE) and National Stock Exchange of 
India Limited (NSE).

In accordance with the Ind AS 103 "Business combination" the company on acquisition has 
ascribed a fair value to the inventory being the price at which the company sold the inventory. Consequently, the margins had been impacted on sale of the said products. 

9 A Dividend of Rs. 0.11 per equity share (face value of Rs. 10/- each) has been recommended by the Board of Directors which is subject to approval of Shareholders. 

10 The Company operates in only one segment and hence segment disclosure is not applicable.
