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My ODI numbers are poor, no
shame in accepting that: Suryakumar
PROVIDENCE (GUY-
ANA), AUG 9 (PTI)

 With the ODI World 
Cup on the horizon, the 
Indian team management 
has asked swashbuckler 
Suryakumar Yadav to play 
at least 45-50 balls in the last 
15-18 overs, in the format 
in which his numbers are 
ordinary and he has "no 
shame in accepting that".

After guiding India to a 
seven-wicket victory over the 
West Indies with his brutal 
knock of 83 off 44 balls in the 
third T20 International, which 
kept the five-match series 
alive, the batter was candid 
in his assessment of his poor 
record in the 50-over game.

"My ODI numbers 
are very poor and there 
is no shame in accepting 
that. Being honest is very 
important because everyone 
knows that, because we 
all talk about honesty.

"So it is very important 
to stay honest about your 
performance. But what is more 
important is how to improve 
that," Suryakumar said at the 
post-match press conference.

Captain Rohit Sharma 
and coach Rahul Dravid 

have advised him to 
play this format more.

"Rohit and Rahul sir 
have told me that this is 
the format that I don't play 
much so you have to play 
it more and think about it.

"If you are batting in the 
last 10-15 overs, think what 
you can do for the team. 
All we want from you is to 
play 45-50 ball if you are 
getting to bat in the 15-18 
overs, play your own game. 
It's in my hand now how to 
change the responsibility 
into an opportunity," he said.

In the ODI series against 
the Windies, he could not 
make his presence felt, 
managing scores of 19, 24 
and 35 in the three matches.

So far, he has played 26 
ODIs and scored 511 runs at 
an average of 24.33, a far cry 
from his T20I average of 45.6.

In 2023, Suryakumar 

played 10 ODIs and scored 
an average of just 14 runs.

"We have played a lot 
of T20Is, so it has become 
a habit. We play T20 
regularly, and all we need 
to do is express ourselves. 
But we do not play a lot of 
one-dayers, and ODI is the 
most challenging format.

"This is because you have 
to bat as per the situation. 
For example, if wickets 
fall early, then you need to 
spend time in the middle 
(play like Test cricket), then 
in the middle play run a ball 
and then towards the end 
approach it like a T20 game.

"Now what the team 
management has told me 
about that format, I am just 
trying to apply that in ODIs. 
Take some time, do as per 
the team's requirement and 
play my game towards 
the end. I will just look to 
live up to the expectations 
of the team management 
and repay their faith.

"But the T20 format you 
are talking about, we play 
it regularly, we know the 
situation, we just have to go 
out and express ourselves."

Before the ODI World 

Cup, Suryakumar said the 
team has good number of 
matches lined up to help them 
prepare in the best possible 
way for the showpiece, 
which India is hosting.

"We have 7-8 games 
before the ODI World Cup. 
It's enough for a team to 
prepare. We also have a 
camp before that where all 
the players will gather. It's 
important to spend time 
together, understand strengths 
and weaknesses. We will try 
to win hopefully," he said.

Reflecting on his knock 
on Tuesday, he said, "I think 
I didn't do anything different, 
I have been batting the same 
way in the last two years. 
Today was also the same day, 
I just had to go out and express 
myself the way I have been 
doing in the last few years. 
And everything kept falling 
in place the way I batted.

"I am never thinking 
about milestones in my 
mind. Because you have 
seen my innings, even 
when I'm batting on 47, or 
98, I play as per the team's 
requirement and achieve a 
milestone with a boundary 
or a six. If it happens, good 

but I look to play according 
to the team's requirement."

When asked about Tilak 
Varma, who impressed once 
again with his unbeaten 49-
run knock, Suryakumar said 
the youngster has shown 
a lot of maturity for his 
age and called him a star.

"I feel Tilak Varma, 
for his age, he is showing 
amazing maturity. We have 
played together in the IPL.

"He has done it in the 
IPL and here too, in that 
situation and in only his third 
international game, the kind 
of maturity he has shown I 
think all credit goes to him, 
his hard work. I hope he 
continues in the same vein, 
but yes, Tilak Varma is a star.

"I think he is very clear 
in his mind, most importantly 
he knows his game very 
well, what he want to do 
when he comes on to bat.

"Today also, he was 
very clear what he wanted to 
do, and he is mentally very 
strong, the most important 
thing you need when you 
come into the dressing room, 
when you play at this level 
that is the most important 
thing. He has come strong."

India not playing structural hockey, 
says Pakistan head coach Saqlain

CHENNAI, AUG 9 (PTI) 
Pakistan head coach 

Muhammad Saqlain on 
Tuesday said India are not 
playing 'structural hockey' as 
the two arch rivals prepared for 
their clash in the ongoing Asian 
Champions Trophy hockey.

India and Pakistan will 
face-off here on Wednesday 
at the Mayor Radhakrishnan 
Hockey Stadium.

While India have 
qualified for the semifinals, 
Pakistan are yet to book 
their berth in the final four.

"India is not playing 
structural hockey, but Pakistan 
is. India is simply playing over 
fitness," Saqlain said during 
pre-match media conference.

"Structural hockey is 
played by Korea and Japan. 
India has been playing 
behind the ball mostly and 
relying mainly on counter-
attacking," he added.

The Pakistan coach 
admitted it will be a tough 
task for his young side 
to get the better of India.

"It's been quite some 
time since Pakistan beat 
India in a competitive hockey 
game. This is a young side 
consisting of 14 players 
who have never faced 
India before," Saqlain said.

Saqlain said that while 
Pakistan have played an 
attacking game, finishing 
is still an area of concern.

"Finishing has been an 
area of concern for us. We 
have explained to the boys 

about their positioning during 
the missed chances. Our centre 
forward will have an important 
role to play tomorrow," he said.

Saqlain, appointed as the 
head coach of the Pakistan side 
for this tournament, admitted 
they need more time to work on 
the aspect of physical fitness.

"Our team has been 
playing in an attacking 
manner after quite a long time. 
We have been working with 
the side for two months now. 
Physical fitness has been the 
most important task. While 
other teams have spent over a 
month on fitness, we haven't 
had the time yet," he said.

The Pakistan coach 
observed some patterns and 
said he would like his team to 
implement them against India.

"There are still some 
drawbacks in Indian hockey 
team as they drew against 
Japan. Although they played 
emphatically against Malaysia, 
South Korea did not allow 
them to play freely. We will try 
our best to stop them," he said.

"I feel India is following 
Australia's pattern of hockey 
in this tournament begin 
strongly and finish the game 
early. The first quarter would 
be crucial. We will need to 
be patient," he remarked.

While conceding that 
India will enjoy an upper 
hand, Saqlain said Pakistan 
can surprise their opponents.

"There is win or loss 
in every game. While we 
have a young team, India 

has a far better squad and 
have the upper hand. India's 
penalty corner is their biggest 
advantage, which is the 
best in the world," he said.

"If we can defend 
similarly and somehow block 
India from scoring in the 
opening quarter, we have a 
good chance of beating them. 
We can definitely surprise 
India," Saqlain added.

Pakistan skipper 
Umar Bhutta admitted his 
side lacked experience.

"India-Pakistan matches 
are generally aggressive. 
The team which will control 
its aggression better, will 
perform the best. Despite 
having a young side who lack 
enough experience, they are 
excited for this tie and will 
give their best," Bhutta said.

"I have been asking 
them to control their nerves 
during this match, thanks 
to my experience of having 
played India before."

Bhutta said it will be 
crucial to minimise errors.

"The importance of this 
match is to minimise the 
same mistakes as we have 
done before. It's the final 
round-robin contest for us. 
Either we play the semis 
or the playoffs from here.

"You cannot underestimate 
any game as the situation 
changes drastically in the pool 
games. Unfortunately, we have 
to play our most crucial match 
at this time," Bhutta said.

India's performance in WUG will
make every Indian proud: PM Modi
NEW DELHI, AUG 9

Prime Minister Narendra 
Modi on Tuesday hailed 
India's improved show at the 
World University Games, 
saying it is a performance 
which will make every Indian 
proud.India ended their 
World University Games 
(WUG) campaign with 
their best-ever performance, 
winning a record haul of 26 
medals, including 11 gold, in 
Chengdu, China.

Modi tweeted, "A 
sporting performance that 
will make every Indian 
proud!... A salute to our 
incredible athletes who have 
brought glory to the nation 
and inspired upcoming 

sportspersons."
He noted that at the 31st 

World University Games, 
Indian athletes returned with 
a record-breaking haul of 26 
medals.

"Our best performance 
ever, it includes 11 Golds, 5 
Silvers, and 10 Bronzes," he 
said.India finished at seventh 
spot with 11 gold, 5 silver 
and 10 bronze, the best ever 
standing in the medal tally.
This edition's haul is even 
more than the combined total 
of all the past WUG medals 
won by the country. India 
had won just 21 medals (6 
gold, 6 silver and 9 bronze) 
before the 2023 World 
University Games.

Pak PM Sharif to formally 
tender advice to President Alvi 
to dissolveNational Assembly
ISLAMABAD, AUG 9 
(PTI) 

Pakistan Prime Minister 
Shehbaz Sharif was poised 
on Wednesday to formally 
recommend the dissolution 
of the National Assembly to 
President Arif Alvi to pave 
the way for the next general 
elections in the country.

The five-year tenure of 
the 342-member lower house 
of Parliament was scheduled 
to expire on August 12.

"On the completion of 
the incumbent government's 
term, I would send a summary 
to the President of Pakistan 
for dissolution of the National 
Assembly by Wednesday 
and then an interim 
government will take over," 
Shehbaz said on Tuesday 
addressing a ceremony.

President Alvi can either 
issue a notification forthwith 
to dissolve the assembly or can 
delay it for 48 hours and after 
that, it will stand dissolved.

It is for the second 
time President Alvi is 
dissolving the assembly. 

First, in April of the 
previous year, then-Prime 
Minister Imran Khan advised 

its dissolution, which he 
followed but the move was 
subsequently overturned 
by the Supreme Court.

A final meeting of the 
federal Cabinet would also 
be held, where the premier 
will give a round-up of his 
government's performance 
since April last year, 
Dawn newspaper reported.

A farewell session of 
the National Assembly will 
be held at 2 pm and during 
which the prime minister 
will address the assembly, 
the Express Tribune reported.

After the Cabinet meeting 
and the farewell session, the 
prime minister expected to 
move the recommendation 
for the dissolution.

 He is also expected to 
meet opposition leader Raja 
Riaz for the final round of 
talks for the appointment of 
the caretaker prime minister.

The 15th National 
Assembly came into existence 
following the election held 
on July 25, 2018, and its 
first session was inaugurated 
on August 13. The National 
Assembly is being dissolved 
earlier to get more time 
for holding elections.

The Express Tribune 
reported that the current 
National Assembly's journey 
has been tumultuous. 

It weathered an early 
dissolution attempt and 
notably, it etched its name in 
history by becoming the first 
National Assembly to depose 
a prime minister through a 
successful no-confidence vote.

Over the course of 
its tenure, the assembly 
witnessed the election of 
one president, two prime 
ministers, two speakers, 
and two deputy speakers. 

Despite these changes 
in leadership, a significant 
portion of its seats remained 
unoccupied for nearly 14 
months, reported the paper.

Former US snowboard coach Peter 
Foley suspended for sexual misconduct
DENVER, AUG 9 (AP) 

Longtime snowboard 
coach Peter Foley was 
suspended by the U.S. 
Center for SafeSport 
for sexual misconduct 
and violating policies at 
U.S. Ski and Snowboard.

Foley's suspension on 
Tuesday came after a near 
18-month investigation that 
stemmed from an Instagram 
post by a former team member 
during last year's Winter 
Olympics. That post led to 
allegations by others that 
Foley had molested them, 

coerced them into taking 
naked pictures, crawled into 
bed with them and nurtured an 
atmosphere in which women 
were treated as sex objects.

A former member of U.S. 
Ski & Snowboard's board of 
directors, Lisa Kosglow, also 
was suspended for "abuse of 
process" and "failure to report."

"U.S. Ski & Snowboard 
strongly believes that there 
is no place in sport for abuse 
and misconduct, and we 
support the Center's mission 
to end abuse on behalf of 
athletes everywhere," the 
federation said in a statement.

A person familiar with 
the case who requested not to 
be named because the length 
of the penalties had not been 
publicly released, told The 
Associated Press that Foley's 
suspension was 10 years with 
five years' probation tacked 
onto the end, as first reported 
by ESPN. The person said 

Kosglow was suspended 
for three years with two 
years' additional probation.

U.S. Ski & Snowboard 
fired Foley in March 2022, 
citing results of a workplace 
investigation it conducted 
while the center which had 
temporarily suspended Foley 
completed its own case.

Foley had been head 
coach of the U.S. snowboard 
team since 1994 and took 
the team to seven Olympics.

But during the Beijing 
Games in February 2022, 
former Olympic snowboarder 

Callan Chythlook-Sifsof 
went to Instagram accusing 
Foley of inappropriate 
behavior with his athletes.

Later, ESPN reported 
that Foley had sexually 
assaulted a former U.S. team 
member and an employee.

Foley's attorney, Howard 
Jacobs, did not immediately 
respond to an email sent by the 
AP. He had previously stated 
that any allegations of sexual 
misconduct against Foley 
were false. Both suspensions 
are not considered final, since 
they are subject to appeal.

War in Ukraine would be among top 
topics at G20 Summit in India: US

The ongoing war in 
Ukraine would be one of 
the top topics of discussion 
during the G-20 Summit in 
New Delhi next month, a 
senior official of the US has 
said.

Leaders of G-20 nations, 
including US President 
Joe Biden, are scheduled 
to attend the G-20 summit 
hosted by India in New 
Delhi from September 9 to 
10.

"In all of our 
conversations with allies 
and partners around the 
world, we continue to 
discuss the war in Ukraine. 

It is always one of the 
top topics that come up in 
all of our conversations, 
and I have no doubt that'll 
be true at the G20," State 
Department Spokesperson 
Matthew Miller told 
reporters at his daily news 
conference on Tuesday.

On February 24, 2022, 

Russia invaded Ukraine, 
leaving thousands dead 
and millions homeless. 

The war has led to 
a spike in commodity 
and energy prices, which 
exacerbated food shortages 
and stoked inflation across 
the world.

While the West has 
been critical of the war 
and has imposed economic 
sanctions on Russia. 

India has been 
maintaining that the Ukraine 
crisis must be resolved 
through diplomacy and 
dialogue.

The G20 or Group of 
20 is an intergovernmental 
forum of the world's major 
developed and developing 
economies.

The members represent 
around 85 per cent of the 
global GDP, over 75 per 
cent of the global trade, 
and about two-thirds of the 
world population.
