By 2050, two million deaths are projected to occur
in India alone due to antimicrobial resistance

wo million deaths are projected to
I occurinIndiaalonedueto
antimicrobial resistance (AMR) by
2050; globally this number can touch 10
million. AMR occurs when bacteria,
viruses, fungi and parasites nolonger
respond to antimicrobial medicines.

Antimicrobials, including antibiotics,
antivirals, antifungals, and
antiparasitics, are medicines used to
prevent and treatinfectious diseasesin
humans, animals and plants.

AMR contributed to4.95 million
deathsinthe world in2019 and was
directly responsible foraround 1.27
million of those deaths. In 2019, there
were 297,000 deaths attributable to AMR
inIndia,and10,42,500 deaths associated
with AMR. Onein five of those deaths
occurred among children under five
years of age. Nowonder state
governments and even pharmaceutical
companies are fightingagainst AMR and
tryingto increase awareness aswell as
reduce misuse of antimicrobials.

Infact, industry sourcesin Kerala
claimed that there hasbeen a 30 per cent
declineinsalesof antimicrobialsin the
state following steps taken by the
government. Kerala health department
created astate-level coordination
committee dedicated to this mission.

“Adistrict-level coordinatorwas
appointed in each district after that, with
somedistricts havingan AMR squad too,
roping in stakeholders. Then a campaign
was launched targeting retail shops, as
theyarerisk pointsin the perspective of
AMR,"said Shaji Varghese, state AMR
coordinator for Kerala Drug Control
Department.

Thereare around 27,000 retail outlets
inKeralaand those tradersand
pharmacists were taken into confidence
bythegovernment first. After that, a
statutory warning was showcased ineach
shop, stating that selling such medicines
without prescription is unlawful.

InJanuary 2024, the state drug
control department launched Operation
Amrith (AMRITH — Antimicrobial
Resistance Intervention For Total
Health) to prevent the overuse of
antibioticsin Kerala. This operation was
aimed at conductingsurprise raidsin
retail medical shops for
detecting over-the-counter
saleof antibiotics, and a toll-
free number was also provided
forthe publictolodge
complaints against medical
shops. Following this, strict
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“There hasbeen a31,000 crore decline
insalesof antibiotics after the state
became stringent with over-the-counter
sales of the medication. But the problem
hereisthat Kerala gets most of its
vegetable supplies from Tamil Nadu, and
alsothereissignificant migration from
that state, exposing Keralitesto
antibiotic-resistant pathogens anyway,”
Ghafursaid,addingthat he haswrittento
the state government, urging themto
follow a morejudicious model. “We need
tostop over-the-counter sale of second-
and third-line antibiotics, but allow the
sale of first-line ones as there are many
partsof Indiawhere people don’t have
easyaccesstodoctors,” headded.

However, overall sales of anti-
infective drugs have not gone down as
such, datafrom market research firm
Pharmarackshows.

Sheetal Sapale, vice-president
(commercial) at Pharmarack, said that
demand for anti-infectives remains
strong, especially because the monsoons
this year have been good, and the wet
season coincides with infections of the
respiratory tract and gastrointestinal
tract. Sales of anti-infectives stood at
325,928 crore forthe 12 monthsending
July 2024, which is 10 per cent more than
323,559 crorein the 12-month period
ending July2023.

Thereason behind the vigilanceisthat as
aresultof drugresistance, antibioticsand
otherantimicrobial medicines become
ineffective and infections become
difficult orimpossible totreat, increasing
therisk of disease spread, severeillness,
disability and death. Annually, more
than 50,000 newborns are
estimated to die from sepsis
duetopathogensresistant to
first-line antibiotics, claimed a
study titled “Antimicrobial
Resistance: Progressinthe

“With free availability of such medicines
reduced, peopleare also gettingeducated
by shops, giving the reasons for not giving
such medicines. We are taking traders
into confidence, givinga chanceto
improve. We are planning to use digital
toolsto monitorthat,” Varghese added.

Meanwhile, some experts feel that
first-line antibiotics should continue to
remain available at chemists, and major
restrictions on dispensation should be on
second-and third-line antibiotics.

Dr Abdul Ghafur, consultant,
Infectious Diseases, at Apollo Cancer
Institute, Chennai, and alsothe
managing trustee of AMR Declaration
Trusttold Business Standard that Kerala
hasahighershare of antibiotic sales
when compared to the national average.
InKerala, almost 30 per cent of the overall
drugsales come from antibiotics,
whereas the national average is

AMR isanatural process that happens
over time through genetic changesin
pathogens. The World Health
Organisation (WHO) saysthat AMR’s
emergence and spread isaccelerated by
human activity, mainly the misuse and
overuse of antimicrobials to treat,
preventor control infectionsin humans,
animalsand plants.

Vegetables, poultry, and dairy contain
antibiotic residues, which enter human
bloodstream when one consumes them,
further aggravating the exposure.

Pharmafirmstoo workingon
stewardship programmes

Leading pharma companieslike Cipla are
working on stewardship programmesto
raise awareness levelsamong medical
practitioners as well as the general public.
Jaideep Gogtay, head, medical
services, Cipla, told Business Standard
thattheylaunched a programme called
Oasis essentially for the medical
professionals wherein they cover things
related to how antibiotics should be used
“appropriately”. “While, on one hand, we
know that antibiotics should be used only
inthe case of bacterial infections, it'salso
important that the right antibioticisused
attherighttime, in the right patient for

therightduration and in the right dose,”
hesaid, adding that in the Oasis
programme, they covered alarge number
of healthcare professionals, people in
hospitals, and doctors in the community
aswell. Ciplaisalsoworkingwith the
Indian Academy of Paediatricstotalk
aboutrational use of antibiotics.

“Very often we have patients or kids’
parents asking for antibiotics or they go
andbuyitoff theshelfwithouta
prescription. So, we have tried to create
awareness by saying that you shouldn't
buyan antibiotic without a certified
doctor's prescription. Don't self-
medicate. Don't be a Google doctor. If
you're given antibiotics, make sure you
takeittocomplete the course of
treatment. Don't keep switching
antibiotics,” Gogtay said.

Why are pharma companies, who
stand to gain from sale of antibiotics,
gettinginto AMR stewardship?

Thereasonissimple. As Gogtay points
out, “Everybody wants their antibiotics
toalsolastlong. Ifthey get overused, then
theylose their efficacy, and they will stop
working. So, if we market them
responsibly, these drugs can actually last
the company for alonger period of time.”
Lastyear, Ciplahad awebinar for all its
employeesin the salesand marketing
teamstoeducate them on antibiotics.

Another company Venus Remedies
hasbeen actively involved in antibiotic
stewardship for overadecade now.
Saransh Chaudhary, president of Global
Critical Care at Venus Remedies, said:
“Our flagship programme ‘Preserving
Life of Existing Antibiotics (PLEA)’ leads
multiple activities throughout the year,
with significant efforts during the World
AMR Awareness Week (WAAW) in
November last. Our focus for WAAW this
year will be more on public awareness
than antibiotic stewardship activitiesin
hospitals,” hesaid.

Venus Remediesisalsoconducting
publicawareness eventsthrough rallies
and publicevents; collaborating with
healthcare professionals, including
doctorsand nurses, to promote hygiene
practices and infection-control practices
in hospitals; and public awareness
campaigns like the “Antibiotic Police”
initiative, where participants are
encouraged totake anonline pledge to
self-regulate antibiotic usein their role as
antibiotic stewards.

Similarly, Orchid Pharmaistryingto
expand itsreach to 200 hospitals, where it
isworking on antibiotic stewardship. Dr
Prabhu Vinayagam, medical advisor,
Orchid AMS, adivision of Orchid
Pharma, said: “We intend to cover12
hospitalsin Phase-Iand then extend to
about 200 hospitalsacrossthe country.”

“Therearealotof discussionsat
industry level. The government has
issued anational action plantocurbthe
menace. Various specialist associations
are forming antibiotic guidelines.
Specific state-level interventions are
beingundertaken, with Keralaleading
the way followed by Tamil Nadu and
Gujarat. However, more effort is needed
by the pharmaindustry, including the
manufacturers and the chemists,”
Vinayagam said.

Industrybodieslay stresson
responsible marketing of antibiotics.
Sudarshan Jain, secretary general of the
Indian Pharmaceutical Alliance (IPA),
said that rampant misuse of antibiotics
canbe controlled with restrictions at
the chemist level. “Pharmaceutical
companies are aware of the danger and
support responsible marketing practices
foranti-infectives,” headded.
