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Further, Corporate Insolvency Resolution Process (‘CIRP’) has been initiated for the Company
under the provisions of Section 7 of the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, 2016 (‘IBC’) by the
National Company Law Tribunal vide Order no. CP(IB)No. 375/7/HDB/2019 (‘order’) with
effect from 02.02.2019. Further, vide the aforesaid NCLT order and pursuant to Section 17 of
the IBC, the powers of the Board of Directors of the Company stood suspended, and such
powers are vested with the Interim Resolution Professional, Mr. Chinnam Poorna Chandra Rao
(IP Registration No.IBBI/IPA-003/IPA-000119-18/2017-2018/11298). His appointment was
subsequently confirmed by the Committee of Creditors (‘COC’) as the Resolution Professional
(the ‘RP’). Accordingly, Mr. Chinnam Poorna Chandra Rao in his capacity as RP took control
and custody of the management and operations of the Company from 02" December, 2019.
Consequently, all actions that are deemed to be taken by the Board of Directors have been be
given effect to by the RP during the continuance of the CIRP as per the provisions of the IBC.
