C lose on the heels of its long-antic-
ipated 4G service launch sched-
uled for next month, state-run
telecom firm BSNL may begin advance
testing of its 5G network equipment by
February 2024, people privy to the devel-
opment said. According to sources, the
Centre for Development of Telematics
(CDOT) is working to ensure BSNL
launches commercial 5G services by June
2024. The CDOT, the autonomous body
under the Department of
Telecommunications (DoT), is currently
fine-tuning the standalone (SA) stack that
it has indigenously developed for BSNL.

“CDOT is ensuring that not only is the
technology developed quickly but teething
troubles are caught as soon as possible. As
aresult, the SA 5G technology is expected
to be shared with BSNL in the next four
months (February) so that they can begin
and advance testing and share feedback,”
said one of the sources.

Adedicated team of 200 researchers at
CDOT, working on a budget 0f 3400 crore,
has already supplied a non-standalone
(NSA) 5G core and radio access network
(RAN) technology for BSNL.

‘While that has already been installed
at BSNL premises in Chandigarh, the
development of the SA core, which is con-
sidered to be a technological step up on
the NSA core, was set to finish by October,
officials said. The core is the heart of a
mobile network, handling a wide variety
of essential functions, such as connectivity
and mobility authentication
and authorisation, and subscriber data
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The NSA core technology leverages
existing networking infrastructure, while
SA core modernises network infrastruc-
ture to suit the myriad needs of enterpris-
es. The RAN allows the disaggregation of
network  equipment components,
enabling a telecom company to source
hardware and software from different ven-
dors for network building.

BSNL's plans to launch 4G services
have been repeatedly delayed. The three
private telecom service providers —
Reliance Jio, Bharti Airtel and Vodafone
Idea — have rolled out their 4G networks
already, while Jio and Airtel have started

BSNL officials said the latest deadline
of December can be met as operational
challenges are being quickly cleared. As
part of the pilot for 4G, it has deployed 200
sites in three districts of Punjab.
