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The above standalane financial results have been approved by the Board of Directors al its meeting held en Oclober 19, 2024, The financial resuits for the quarter and half year
ended September 30, 2024 have been subjected lo a *Limited Review” by the joint statutory auditors of the Bank viz, Price Waterhouse LLP, Chartered Accountants and Balliboi
& Purchit, Charlered Accountants, The previous period results were reviewed / audiled by the Bank's joint statutory auditors - M M Nissim & Co LLP, Charlered Accountants and
Price Waterhcuse LLP, Charlered Accountants.

These financial resuils have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles faid down in Accounting Standards specified under Section 133 of the
Companies Act, 2013, the relevant provisions of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the circulars, guidelines and directions issued by the Reserve Bank of India ("the RBI") from
time lo tme and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, and are in compliance with the presentation and disclosure requirements of the Regulation 33 and
Regulation 52 read with Regulation 63 (2) of the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 ("SEBI
Regulations”) as amended including relevant circulars issued by the SEBI from time to time.

The RBI, vide s masier direction dated Seplember 12, 2023, issued revised norms for the classification, valuation and operatien of investment portfolio of banks, which became
applicable from April 01, 2024, While hitherto, the invesiment portfolic was classified under the held fo maturity {HTM), available for sale (AFS} and held for trading (HFT)
categories, the revised norms brng in a principle-based classification of investment portfolio and a symmedric treatment of fair value gains and losses. In accordance with the
revised norms and the Bank’s beard approved policy, Ihe Bank has classified ils investment portfolio as on April 01, 2024 under the calegories of held to maturity (HTM), available
for sale (AFS), subsidiaries, associates and joint ventures and fair value through profit and loss (FVTPL) with held for frading (HFT) as a sub-category of FVTPL, and frem that
date, measures and values the investment portfolio under the revised framework. Cn transition fo the framework on April 01, 2024, the Bank has recognised a net gain of ¥ 482,87
crore (net of tax of T 127.00 crore) which has been credited to general reserve, in accordance wilh the said norms. The impact of the revised framework for the period subsequent
to the {ransition is not ascertainable and as such the income / profit or foss from investments for the quarter and half-year ended September 30, 2024 is not comparable with that
of the previous period/s. Except for the faregoing, the Bank has applied its significant accounting policies in the preparation cf these financial resuiis consistent with those followad
in the annua! financial statements for the year ended March 31, 2024, Any circular / direction issued by RBI is implemented prospectively when it becomes applicable, unless
specifically required under that circular / direction.

The Soard of Directors at its meeling held on Aprl 04, 2022, approved a composite Scheme of amalgamation ("Scheme”), for the amalgamation of: (i erstwhie HDFC
investments Limited {"eHDFC Investments®) and erstwhile HDFC Holdings Limited ("eHDFC Holdings™), with and inta erstwhile Housing Development Finance Corposation Limited
{"eHDFC Limited”); and thereafter (i) eHDFC Limited into HDFC Bank Limited {"Bank”), and their respective sharehelders and creditors, under Sections 230 {o 232 of the
Companies Act, 2013 and other applicable laws including the niles and reguiations. The Scheme was approved by the shareholders at the National Company Law Tribunal
["NGLT") convened meeting of the shareholders of the Rank held on November 25, 2022. The NCLT, in accordance with Secticns 230 ‘o 232 of the Companies Act, 2013 and
rules thereunder, vide its crder dated March 17, 2023 sanctioned the Scheme. Upon receipt of all requisite approvals, the Bank filed form INC 28 with Registrar of Companies on
July 01, 2023 and accordingly, the scheme became effective on July 01, 2023. As per the Scheme, the appointed daie for the amalgamation of eHDFC Limited with and into the
Bank is the same as effective date of the Scheme i.e. July 01, 2023, The resulis for the half year ended September 30, 2024 include the operations of the eHDFC Limiled which
amalgamated with and into HDFG Bank on July 91, 2023 and hence are nol comparable wilh resulls of the half year ended September 30, 2023,

0On Oclober 07, 2024, the Board of Directors of the Bank approved the sale of 100.00% stake in BDFC Education and Development Services Private Lid ("HEADS"), a subsidiary
of eHDFG Limited that became a subsidiary of the Bank upen the Scheme becoming effective, for a censideration of T 192.0C crore, in order to comply with the condition imposed
by the RB! in relation to the Scheme. On October 18, 2024, the Bank divested 91.00% stake in READS.

The Bank has been allotted 16,13,178 eguity shares of HDFC Securities Limited ("HSL”) on April 15, 2024, subscribed through a rights issue for a consideration of ¥ 953.23 crore.
The Bank's shareholding in HSL stood at 94.89% as at September 30, 2024,

The Bank has been allotted 44,20,059 equity shares of HDFC Ergo General Insurance Limited ("HDFC Erge") on August 31, 2024, subscrived through a rights issue for a
consideration of ¥ 289.07 crore. The Bank's shareholding in HDFC Ergo stood at 50.48% as at September 30, 2024.

During 1he quarler ended September 3¢, 2024, the Bank has acquired 69,330 equily shares in HDFC Capital Advisors Limited {"HCAL") for consideration of T 67.47 crore. Post
this acquisition, ihe Bank's shareholding in HCAL was 89.34 % as at September 30, 2024,

During the quarter and half year ended Seplember 30, 2024, the Bank allotted 2,26,58,007 and 3,38,67,647 equily shares pursuant to the exercise of options / units under the
approved employee stock oplion schemeas / employee stock incentive master scheme.

Pursuant to clarification received from the RBI regarding provisioning requirement towards Investiments in Allemate lavesiment Fuads (AIFs), the Bank has reassessed ihe
provision thereon. Accordingly, during the quarter ended September 30, 2024 , the Bank has reversed provision of ¥ 879.52 crore in respect of the invesiments in AIFs and holds
provision thereagainst of T 354,97 crore as at September 3G, 2024,

(the “Bank”) for the quarter and half year ended September 30, 2024, which are included in the
accompanying Unaudited Standalone Financial Results for the quarter and half year ended September
30, 2024, the Statement of Assets and Liabilities as on that date and the Statement of Cash Flow for the
half-year ended on that date (together, the “Statement”) being submitted by the Bank pursuant to the
requirements of Regulation 33 and Regulation 52 read with Regulation 63(2) of the SEBI (Listing
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended (the “Listing Regulations,
2015”). We have initialed the Statement for identification purposes only.

The Statement, which is the responsibility of the Bank’s Management and approved by the Bank’s Board
of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid
down in Accounting Standard 25 “Interim Financial Reporting” ("AS 25”), prescribed under Section
133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”), the relevant provisions of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949,
the circulars, guidelines and directions issued by the Réserve Bank of India (“RBI”) from time to time
(“RBI Guidelines”) and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, and is in compliance
with the presentation and disclosure requirements of Regulation 33 and Regulation 52 read with
Regulation 63(2) of the Listing Regulations, 2015 including relevant circulars issued by the SEBI from
time to time. Our responsibility is to issue a report on the Statement based on our review.

We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review Engagements
(SRE) 2410, ‘Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the
Entity’, issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India, This Standard requires that we plan
and perform the review o obtain moderate assurance as to whether the Statement is free of material
misstatement. A review is limited primarily to inquiries of the Bank's personnel and analytical
procedures applied to financial data and thus provides less assurance than an audit. Accordingly, we do
not express an audit opinion.

Based on our review conducted as above, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe
that the accompanying Statement has not been prepared in accordance with recognition and
measurement principleslaid down in AS 25, prescribed under Section 133 of the Act, the RBI Guidelines
and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and has not disclosed the information
required to be disclosed in accordance with the requirements of Regulation 33 and Regulation 52 read
with Regulation 63(2) of the Listing Regulations, 2015, including the manner in which it is to be
disclosed, or that it contains any material misstatement, or that it has not been prepared in accordance
with the relevant prudential norms issued by the RBI in respect of Income recognition, asset
classification, provisioning and other related matters.

The standalone financial results of the Bank for the year ended March 31, 2024 was jointly audited by
M M Nissim & Co LLP and Price Waterhouse LLP, who vide their report dated April 20, 2024, expressed
an unmodified opinion on those standalone financial results. The standalone financial results of the
Bank for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 and for the quarter and half year ended September 30, 2023
were jointly reviewed by M M Nissim & Co LLP and Price Waterhouse LLP, who vide their reports dated
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July 20, 2024 and October 16, 2023, respectively, expressed unmodified conclusion on those
standalone financial results. Accordingly, Batliboi & Purchit do not express any conclusion/opinion on
the figures reported for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 and quarter and half year ended September
30, 2023 and for the year ended March 31, 2024 in the Statement. Our conclusion is not medified in
respect of these matters.

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3 The above financial results represent the consolidated financial results of HDFC Bank Limited, its subsidiaries (together referred to as the ‘Group’) and
HDB Employee Welfare Trust ("EWT"). These financial results have been approved by the Board of Directors at its meeting held on October 19, 2024.
The financial results for the quarter and half year ended Septernber 30, 2024 have been subjected to a “Limited Review" by the joint statutory auditors
of the Bank viz. Price Waterhouse LLP, Chartered Accountants and Batliboi & Purohil, Charlered Accountants. The previous period results were
reviewed / audited by the Bank's joint statutory auditors - M M Nissim & Co LLP, Chartered Accountants and Price Waterhouse LLP, Chartered
Accountants.

4 These financial results have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid down in Accounting Standards
specified under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013, the relevant provisions of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the circutars, guidelines and
directions issued by the Reserve Bank of India ('the RBI') from time to time, the Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority of India {'the IRDAT)
(Preparation of Financial Statements and Auditors Report of Insurance companies) Regulations, 2002 ("IRDAI Guidelines") to the extent applicable for
insurance entities and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and these financial resulis are in compliance with the presentation and
disclosuzre requirements of the Regulation 33 of the Securities and Exchange Board of India (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements)
Regulations, 2015 (“*SEB! Regulations") as amended including relevant circulars issued by the SEBI {rom time to time.

5 The RBI, vide its master direction dated September 12, 2023, issued revised norms for the classification, valuation and operation of investment
portiolic of banks, which became applicable from April 1, 2024. While hitherto, the investment porifolio was classified under the held to maturity (HTM),
available for sale (AFS) and held for trading (HFT) categories, the revised norms bring in a principle-based classification of investment portfelio and a
symmetric treatment of fair value gains and losses. In accordance with the revised nomms and the Bank's board approved policy, the Bank has
classified its investment portfolio as en April 1, 2024 under the categories of held to maturity (HTM), available for sale (AFS), subsidiaries, associates
and joint ventures and fair value through profit and loss (FVTPL) with held for trading (HFT) as a sub-category of FVTPL, and from ihat date,
measures and values the investment porifolio under the revised framework. For the purpose of consolidation, all the subsidiaries of the Bank and the
EWT have followed the revised framework of the Bank except for HDFC Life insurance Company Limited ("MDFC Life") and HDFC Ergo General
Insurance Company Limited ("HDFC Ergo"), (the subsidiaries regulated by IRDAI), which continue to follow IRDAI guidelines. On transition to the
revised framewark on April 01, 2024, the group has recognised a net gain of T 1,113.78 crore {net of tax of T 405.86 crore and minority interest of ¥
914.25 crore} which has been credited to general reserve, in accordance with the said norms. The impact of the revised framewark for the period
subsequent to the transition is not ascerainable and as such the income / profit or loss from investments for the quarter and half year ended
September 30, 2024 are not comparable with that of the previous period/s. Except for the foregoing, the Group has applied significant accounting
policies in preparation of these consoclidated financial results consistent with those followed in the annual consolidated financial staternents for the year
ended March 31, 2024. Any refevant circular / direction issued by the RBI and other regulator(s} is implemented prospectively when it becomes
applicable, unless specifically required under that circular / direction.

6 The Board of Directors at its meeting held on April 04, 2022, approved a composite Scheme of amalgamation (“Scheme™, for the amalgamation of: (§)
erstwhile HDFC Investments Limited {"eHDFC Investments") and erstwhile HDFC Holdings Limited ("eHDFC Heldings"), with and into erstwhile
Heusing Development Finance Corporation Limited ("eHDFC Limited”); and thereafter (i) eHDFC Limited intc MDFC Bank Limited (“Bank”), and their
respective shareholders and creditors, under Sections 230 to 232 of the Companies Act, 2013 and other applicable laws including the rules and
regulations. The Scheme was approved by the shareholders at the National Company Law Tribunal ("NCLT") convened meeting of the shareholders
of the Bank held on November 25, 2022. The NCLT, in accordance with Sections 230 1o 282 of the Companies Act, 2013 and rules thereunder, vide
its order dated March 17, 2023 sanctioned the Scheme. Upon raceipt of all requisite approvals, the Bank filed form INC 2B with Regisirar of
Companies on July 0%, 2023 and accordingly, the scheme became effective on July 01, 2023. As per the Scheme, the appointed date for the
amalgamation of eHDFC Limited with and into the Bank is the same as effective date of the Scheme i.e. July 01, 2023. The results for the half year
ended September 30, 2024 include the operations of eHDFC Limited and its subsidiaries (which became subsidiaries of the Bank on amalgamation)
effective from July 01, 2023 and hence are not comparable with results for the hali year ended September 30, 2023.

7 On October 07, 2024, the Board of Directors of the Bank approved the sale of 100.00% stake in HDFC Education and Development Services Private
Ltd ("HEADS"), a subsidiary of eHDFC Limited that became a subsidiary of the Bank upon the Scheme becoming effective, for a consideration of ¥
192.00 crore, in order to comply with the condition imposed by the RBI in relation to the Scheme. The Bank has not consolidated HEADS in the above
results, as its control is intended to be temporary. On Qctober 18, 2024, the Bank divested 81.00% stake in HEADS.

8 The Bank has been allofted 16,13,176 equity shares of HDFC Securities Limited ("HSL") on April 15, 2024, subscribed through a rights issue for a
consideration of ¥ 953.23 crore. The Bank's sharehoelding in HSL. stood at 94.89% as at September 30, 2024,

9 The Bank has been allotted 44,20,059 equity shares of HDFC Ergo on Augusi 31, 2024, subscribed through a rights issue for a consideration of ¥
289.07 crore. The Bank's shareholding in HDFC Ergo stood at 50.48% as at September 30, 2024,

10 During the quarer ended September 30, 2024, the Bank has acquired 62,330 equily shares In HDFC Capital Advisars Limited ("HCAL") for
consideration of ¥ 67.47 crore. Post this acquisiticn, the Bank's shareholding in HCAL was 89.34% as at September 3@, 2024.

The Board of Directors of the Bank at its meeting held on July 20, 2024 provided an in-principle approval to initiate the process of listing equity shares
of its subsidiary HDB Financial Services Limited ("HDBFS"). The Board of Direciors of HDBFS at its meeting held on September 20, 2024 approved an
initial public offering of the equity shares of face value of ¥ 10 each {'Equity Shares'} comprising of a fresh issue of Equity Shares aggregating up to ¥
2,500.00 crore and an offer for sale of Equity Shares by existing and eligible shareholders of the HDBFS who may offer to tender their Equity Shares
which is subject to approval of the shareholders of the HDBFS, market conditions, receipt of applicable approvals, regufatory clearances, and ather
considerations.

1. We have reviewed the accompanying unaudited consolidated financial results of HDFC Bank Limited
(hereinafter referred to as the "Parent" or the "Bank") and its subsidiaries (the Parent and its
subsidiaries together referred to as “the Group”) and the Employee Welfare Trust, for the quarter and
half year ended September 30, 2024, which are included in the accompanying "Unaudited Consolidated
Financial Results for the quarter and half year ended September 30, 2024’, the Consolidated Statement
of Assets and Liabilities as on that date and Consolidated Statement of Cash Flow for the half year ended
as on that date (together, the "Statement™) being submitted by the Bank pursuant to the requirements
of Regulation 33 of the SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements} Regulations, 2015, as
amended (the “Listing Regulations, 2015”), including relevant circulars issued by the SEBI from time
to time, except for the disclosures relating to consolidated Pillar 3 disclosure as at September 30, 2024,
including leverage ratio, liquidity coverage ratio and net stable funding ratio under Basel 111 Capital
Regulations would be available on the Bank's website and in respect of which a link has been provided
in the Statement and have not been reviewed by us. We have initialed the Statement for identification
purposes only.

2. The Statement, which is the responsibility of the Parent’s Management and approved by the Parent’s
Board of Directors, has been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles
laid down in Accounting Standard 25 “Interim Financial Reporting” (“AS 257), prescribed under
Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”), the relevant provisions of the Banking Regulation
Act, 1049, the circulars, guidelines and directions issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) from time
to time (“RBI Guidelines”) and other accounting principles generally accepted in India, and is in
compliance with the presentation and disclosure requirements of Regulation 33 of the Listing
Regulations, 2015 including relevant circulars issued by the SEBI from time to time. Our responsihility
is to express a conelusion on the Statement based on our review.

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on Review Engagements
(SRE} 2410, Review of Interim Financial Information Performed by the Independent Auditor of the
Entity, issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. A review of interim financial
information consists of making inquiries, primarily of persons responsible for financial and accounting
matters, and applying analytical and other review procedures. A review is substantially less in scope
than an audit conducted in accordance with Standards on Auditing and consequently does not enable
us to obtain assurance that we would become aware of all significant matters that might be identified
in an audit. Accordingly, we do not express an audit opinion.

We also performed procedures in accordance with the circular issued by the SEBI under Regulation 33
(8) of the Listing Regulations, 2015, to the extent applicable.
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The Statement includes the financial resulis of the entities referred in Annexure I.

Based on our review conducted and procedures performed as stated in paragraph 3 above and based
on the consideration of the review reports of the other auditors referred to in paragraph 6 below,
nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the accompanying Statement has not
been prepared in accordance with recognition and measurement principles laid down in AS 25,
prescribed under Section 133 of the Act, the RBI Guidelines and other accounting principles generally
aceepted in India, and has not disclosed the information required to be disclosed in terms of Regulation
33 of the Listing Regulations, 2015, as amended, including the manner in which it is to be disclosed, or
that it contains any material misstatement, or that it has not been prepared in accordance with the
relevant prudential norms issued by the RBI in respect of Income recognition, asset classification,
provisioning and other related matters except for the disclosures relating to Pillar 3 disclosure as at
September 30, 2024, including leverage ratio, liquidity coverage ratio and net stable funding ratio
under Basel III Capital Regulations would be available on the Bank's website and in respect of which a
link has been provided in the Statement and have not been reviewed by us.

The Standalone/Consolidated unaudited financial information of 10 subsidiaries reflect total assets of
Rs. 497,327.35 crores and net assets of Rs. 46,674.29 crores as at September 30, 2024 and total
revenues of Rs. 38,440.42 crores and Rs. 74,602.04 crores and total net profit after tax of Rs. 2,106.60
crores and Rs. 4,133.00 crores for the quarter and half year ended September 30, 2024, respectively,
and net cash inflows of Rs. 1,027.79 crores for the half year ended September 30, 2024, as considered
in the Statement. These Standalone/Consolidated unaundited finaneial information have been reviewed
by other auditors and their reports, vide which they have issued an unmodified conclusion on those
Standalone/Consolidated unaudited financial information, have been furnished to us by the
Management and our conclusion on the Statement, in so far as it relates to the amounts and disclosures
included in respect of these subsidiaries, is based on the reports of the other auditors and the
procedures performed by us as stated in paragraph 3 above.

7. The Statement includes the unaudited financial information of an Employee Welfare Trust which has
not been reviewed by their auditors, whose unaundited financial information reflects total assets of Rs.
045.97 crores and net assets of Rs. 834.82 crores as at September 30, 2024 and revenue of Rs. 142.08
crores and Rs. 263.17 erores and net profit after tax of Rs. 173.53 crores and Rs. 265.88 crores for the
quarter and half year ended September 30, 2024, respectively, and net cash outflows of Rs. 2.24 crores
for the half year ended September 30, 2024 as considered in the Statement. According to the
information and explanations given to us by the Management, this unaudited financial information of
the Employee Welfare Trust is not material to the Group.

8. The following other matter paragraph has been included in the review report on the consolidated special
purpose financial information of HDFC Life Insurance Company Limited (the ‘Parent’ or the ‘Holding
Company’ referred to in its report), a subsidiary of the Bank, issued by their auditors, vide their report
dated October 16, 2024:

“The actuarial valuation of liabilities for life policies in-force and for policies in respect of which
premium has been discontinued but labilities exists is the responsibility of the Parent’s Appointed
Actuary (the "Appointed Actuary"). The actuarial valuation of these liabilities for life policies in force
and for policies in respect of which premiuim has been discontinued but exists as at 30 September 2024
has been duly certified by the Appointed Actuary and in her opinion, the assumptions for such valuation
are in accordance with the guidelines and norms issued by the Insurance Regulatory and Development
Authority of India ("TRDAI") and the Institute of Actuaries of India in concurrence with the Authority.
We have relied upon the Appointed Actuary's certificate in this regard for forming our opinion on the
valuation of liabilities for life policies in foree and for policies in respect of which premium has been

discontinued but liability exists, as contained in the Special Purpose Financial Information. Our
conclusion is not modified in respect of this matter.”

The following other matter paragraph has been included in the review report on the special purpose
financial information of HDFC ERGO General Insurance Company Limited (the ‘Company’ as referred
to in its report), a subsidiary of the Bank, issued by their auditors, vide their report dated October 11,
2024:

“The valuation of Incurred but Not Reported ("IBNR") and Incurred but Not Enough Reported
("IBNER") liabilities for non-life policies is the responsibility of the Company's Appointed Actuary (the
"Appointed Actuary"). The outstanding claims reserves that are estimated using statistical methods,
Premium Deficiency Reserve (the "PDR™), IBNR and IBNER reserve as at 30 September 2024 have
been certified by the Appointed Actuary and in his opinion, the assumptions for such valuation are in
accordance with the guidelines and norms issued by the Insurance Regulatory and Development
Authority of India (the "Authority") and the Institute of Actuaries of India in concurrence with the
Authority. We have relied upon the Appointed Actuary's certificate in this regard during our review of
the valuation of labilities for outstanding claims reserve that are estimated using statistical methods,
PDR, IBNR and IBNER Reserve, as contained in the Statemnent. Our conclusion is not modified in
respect of this matter.”

The consolidated financial results of the Bank for the year ended March 31, 2024 was jointly audited by
M M Nissim & Co LLP and Price Waterhouse LLP, who vide their report dated April 20, 2024, expressed
an unmodified opinion on those consolidated financial results. The consolidated financial results of the
Bank for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 and for the quarter and half year ended September 20, 2023
were jointly reviewed by M M Nissim & Co LLP and Price Waterhouse LLP, who vide their reports dated
July 20, 2024 and Cctober 16, 2023, respectively expressed unmodified conclusion on those
consolidated financial results. Accordingly, Batliboi & Purohit do not express any conclusion/opinion
on the figures reported for the quarter ended June 30, 2024 and quarter and half year ended September
30, 2023 and for the year ended March 31, 2024 in the consolidated financial results.

Our conclusion on the Staternent is not modified in respect of the matters mentioned in paragraphs 6
to 10 above.

FINANCIAL RESULTS (INDIAN GAAP) FOR THE QUARTER AND HALF YEAR

The Board of Directors of HDFC Bank Limited approved the Bank’s (Indian GAAP) results
for the quarter and half year ended September 30, 2024, at its meeting held in Mumbai
on Saturday, October 19, 2024. The accounts have been subjected to a 'Limited Review'

by the statutory auditors of the Bank.

CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL RESULTS:

The Bank's consolidated net revenue grew by 14.7% to  760.4 billion for the quarter
ended September 30, 2024 from ¥ 663.2 billion for the quarter ended September 30, .
2023. The consolidated profit after tax for the quarter ended September 30, 2024 was X
178.3 billion. The consolidated PAT adjusted for trading & mark to market gains and tax
credits in the prior year, grew by 17.4% over the quarter ended September 30, 2023. The
cqnsolidated PAT for the half year ended September 30, 2024 was ¥ 343.0 billion.
Earnings per share for the quarter ended September 30, 2024 was ¥ 23.4 and book value
per share as of September 30, 2024 was X 631.4.

STANDALONE FINANCIAL RESULTS:

Profit & Loss Account: Quarter ended September 30, 2024

The Bank’s net revenue grew by 9.2% to  416.0 billion for the quarter ended September
30, 2024 from ¥ 380.9 billion for the quarter ended September 30, 2023,

Net interest income (interest earned less interest expended) for the quarter ended
September 30, 2024 grew by 10.0% to ¥ 301.1 billion from ¥ 273.9 billion for the quarter
ended September 30, 2023. Core net interest margin was at 3.468% on total assets, and

3.65% based on inferest earning assets.

Other income (non-interest revenue) for the quarter ended September 30, 2024 was g
114.8 billion as against  107.1 billion in the corresponding quarter ended September 30,
2023. The four components of other income for the quarter ended September 30, 2024

were fees & commissions of Z 81.4 billion (% 69.4 billion in the corresponding guarter of

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the previous year), foreigh exchange & derivatives revenue of ¥ 14.6 billion (T 12.2 billion
in the corresponding quarter of the previous year), net trading and mark to market gain
of ¥ 2.9 billion (gain of ¥ 10.4 billion in the corresponding quarter of the previous year)
and miscellaneous income, including recoveries and dividend of ¥ 15.9 billion (£ 15.1

billion in the corresponding quarter of the previous year).

Operating expenses for the quarter ended September 30, 2024 were ¥ 168.9 billion, an
increase of 9.7% over T 154.0 billion during the corresponding quarter of the previous

year. The cost-to-income ratio for the quarter was at 40.6%.

Provisions and contingencies for the quarter ended September 30, 2024 were % 27.0
billion as against ¥ 29.0 billion for the quarter ended September 30, 2023.

The total credit cost ratio was at 0.43%, as compared to 0.49% for the quarter ending
September 30, 2023.

Profit before tax (PBT) for the quarter ended September 30, 2024 was at T 220.1 billion.
Profit after tax (PAT) for the quarter was at T 168.2 billion. PAT, adjusted for trading &
mark to market gains and tax credits in the prior year, grew by 17.0% over the quarter
ended Septembe.r 30, 2023.

Balance Sheet: As of September 30, 2024

Total balance sheet size as of September 30, 2024 was ¥ 36,881 billion as against Z
34,163 billion as of September 30, 2023.

Total Deposits were at ¥ 25,001 billion as of September 30, 2024, an increase of 15.1%
over September 30, 2023. CASA deposits grew by 8.1% with savings account deposits
at ¥ 6,081 billion and current account deposits at ¥ 2,754 billion. Time deposits were at
¥ 16,165 billion, an increase of 19.3% over the corresponding quarter of the previous
year, resulting in CASA deposits comprising 35.3% of total deposits as of September 30,
2024,

The Bank’s average deposits were ¥ 23,540 billion for the September 2024 quarter, a
growth of 15.5% over % 20,385 billion for the September 2023 quarter, and 3.1% over 2
22,831 billion for the June 2024 quarter.
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The Bank’s average CASA deposits were ¥ 8,084 billion for the September 2024 quarter,
a growth of 7.3% over ¥ 7,535 billion for the September 2023 quarter, and were lower by
0.3% over ¥ 8,106 bhillion for the June 2024 quarter.

Gross advances were at # 25,190 billion as of September 30, 2024, an increase of 7.0%
over September 30, 2023. Grossing up for transfers through inter-bank participation
certificates, bills rediscounted and securitisation / assignment, advances under
management grew by 8.0% over September 30, 2023. Retail loans grew by 11.3%,
commercial and rural banking loans grew by 17.4% and corporate and other wholesale

loans were lower by 12.0%. Overseas advances constituted 1.7% of total advances.

The Bank's advances under management, on an average basis, were ¥ 25,639 billion for
the September 2024 quarter, a growth of 10.2% over ¥ 23,266 billion for the September
2023 quarter, and a growth of 1.2% over 25,327 billion for the June 2024 quarter.

Half Year ended September 30, 2024

For the half year ended September 30, 2024, the Bank earned a total income of ¥ 1,692
billion as against ¥ 1,362 billion in the corresponding period of the previous year. Net
revenues (net interest income plus other income) for the half year ended September 30,
2024 were T 821 billion, as against ¥ 709 billion for the half year ended September 30,
2023. Profit after tax for the half year ended September 30, 2024 was ¥ 330 billion, up
by 18.1% over the corresponding half year ended September 30, 2023.

Cap‘ital Adequacy:

The Bank’s total Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) as per Basel lil guidelines was at 19.8%
as on September 30, 2024 (19.5% as on September 30, 2023) as against a regulatory
requirement of 11.7%. Tier 1 CAR was at 17.8% and Commeon Equity Tier 1 Capital ratio
was at 17.3% as of September 30, 2024.

HDFC Life Insurance Company Ltd (HDFC Life), in which the Bank holds a 50.3%
stake, is a leading life insurance solutions providér. Profit after tax for the quarter ended
September 30, 2024 was ¥ 4.3 hillion compared to ¥ 3.8 billion for the quarter ended
September 30, 2023, a growth of 14.9%. Profit after tax for the half year ended
September 30, 2024 was ¥ 9.1 billion.

HDFC ERGO General Insurance Company Ltd (HDFC ERGO), in which the Bank
holds a 50.5% stake, offers a range of general insurance products.

Profit after tax for the quarter ended September 30, 2024
was ¥ 5.8 billion compared to ¥ 4.4 billion for the quarter ended September 30, 2023, a
growth of 31.8%. Profit after tax for the half year ended September 30, 2024 was ¥ 11.8

billion.
