The Ministry of Corporate Affairs (“MCA”) vide its circular dated May 5, 2020 read with circulars dated May 5, 2022 and
December 28, 2022 (“MCA Circulars”) and SEBI vide its circulars dated May 12, 2020, January 15, 2021, May 13, 2022
and January 5, 2023 (“SEBI Circulars”) permitted the holding of the 71st Annual General Meeting (“AGM”) through Video
Conferencing (VC) / Other Audio Visual Means (OAVM), without the physical presence of the Members at a common venue.

STATEMENT OF COMPANY AFFAIRS

Trading, Leasing Income and Dividends are the major revenue sources. The Trading picked up during the year resulting in improved
revenues. Income from leasing was flat due to contracted rentals. Dividend income was marginally higher than the previous year.
During the year, the company sold its 100% stake in Cravatex Brands Limited, a loss making subsidiary. The one time loss arising
from the sale is recognised in the Profit and Loss account as an exceptional item.

PANDEMIC COVID-19

Various measures implemented across the country has helped reduce the trailing impact of Covid-19. There has been an overall
improvement in movement of goods and people. The company has taken adequate precautions in protecting its employees.
Movement of employees were reduced on account of flexibility of options to work from home. However, the company is sensitive
to the Covid discipline to be followed as a precautionary measure. Although with fading of Covid-19 the business is back to normal,
the company is alert and in readiness to overcome any similar eventuality in the near future.

DIVIDEND

The Directors are pleased to recommend dividend of Rs.0.40 (4%) per share of Rs.10/- each on 4% Non-Convertible Cumulative
Redeemable Preference Shares basis on pro-rata basis for the financial year 2022-23, subject to tax deduction at source. The
total outflow on this dividend account will be Rs.19.26 lacs.

The Directors are also pleased to recommend final dividend of Rs.1.50 (15%) per equity share of Rs.10/- each for the financial
year 2022-23, subject to tax deduction at source. The total outflow on this dividend account will be Rs.38.76 lacs.

Accordingly, your Company had
completed the transfer of CBL to MBL on December 1, 2022. Therefore, CBL ceased to be the subsidiary of the Company with
effect from December 1, 2022. Necessary disclosures and explanatory statement has been uploaded on BSE and Company website
as mandated.

Other than CBL none of the Company have become or ceased to be any Subsidiary, Joint Venture or Associate Company during
the financial year ended March 31, 2023. The Company has the following Subsidiary:

() BB (UK) Limited (BBUK)
BB (UK) Limited (BBUK) is a 100% subsidiary of the Company incorporated in United Kingdom. The principal activity of BB(UK)
is designing, sourcing and marketing of the Fila and Sergio Tacchini brand.

Post Brexit and Covid-19, the continuing impact of supply chain issues had its effect on the business in terms of margin and
extended lead-times. Interest rates in UK have also risen sharply increasing the cost of doing business. The pressure on margins
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for retailers in general has led to closure of many independent stores. High inflation leading to a cost of living crisis has impacted
demand significantly. However, despite these disturbances and the consequential sales and supply chain impacts, the business
during this year has delivered a reasonable performance. The consolidated turnover of BBUK for the year was marginally lower
by around 7% vis a vis the previous year with a profit after tax at GBP 903 Lacs versus 1398 lacs in the previous year. The
business environment is expected to remain competitive and challenging due to the impacts of the global factors, Brexit and
economic uncertainty. However the company is adequately equipped to overcome the situation by taking various counter measures
and deliver a reasonable performance in the near term.

While making the risk
assessment, internal and external, domestic and global factors are examined for mitigation. The company has taken adequate
steps to mitigate the risk as much as possible.

Improvements are
implemented from time to time.

Discussion on financial performance with respect to operational performance

With receding Covid restrictions leading to improvement in overall market activities, the trading picked up resulting in improved
earnings over previous year. Although the lease income was flat due to contracted rentals, Dividend income was marginally
higher than last year. During the year, the company sold its 100% stake in Cravatex Brands Limited, a wholly-owned loss
making subsidiary. The one time loss arising from the sale adversely impacted the net profits. However, with this development,
the company is relieved of the pressure on financial commitment for supporting the subsidiary in coming years. The overall
operations and business of the company were conducted in a normal environment.

Material developments in Human Resources/Industrial Relations front, including number of people employed

There are no material development in Human resource/Industrial Relations front. The company promotes employee friendly
HR policy. Flexible options for work from home are given to the employees as a part of safety and comfort. The overall industrial
relation had been satisfactory.

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NOTES FORMING PART OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

NOTE 1 — CORPORATE INFORMATION

Cravatex Limited (“the Company”) was incorporated on 22nd June, 1951 under the Companies Act, 1913 (“the Act”) domiciled
in India and headquartered in Mumbai. The Company had two subsidiaries viz. BB (UK) London (BBUK) and Cravatex Brands Ltd
Mumbai (CBL). During the year on 30.11.2022 the company sold it's 100% stake in CBL. The Company along with its subsidiaries
was engaged in the business of Branded sports goods, wellness and fitness equipment with servicing.

NOTE 2 — SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES:

a) Statement of Compliance:

These Ind AS financial statements of the Company have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement
principles laid down in Indian Accounting Standards (herein referred to as ‘Ind AS’) notified under the Companies (Indian Accounting
Standards) Rules, 2015 as amended from time to time, the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 (the Act) and guidelines
issued by the Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI), as applicable.

b) Basis of preparation and presentation:

Statement of compliance with Ind AS:

These financial statements are prepared on going concern basis in accordance with Indian Accounting Standards (Ind AS) under
the historical cost convention on accrual basis except for certain financial instruments which are measured at fair value and the
provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 (‘Act’). The Ind AS are prescribed under Section 133 of the Act read with Rule 3 of the
Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Rules, 2015 and Companies (Indian Accounting Standards) Amendment Rules, 2016.

Historic cost convention:

The financial statements have been prepared on historic cost basis except for certain financial liabilities that are measured at fair
value.

Functional and Presentation Currency:

The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees (INR), which is the functional currency of the Company. All amounts have
been rounded off to the nearest lacs. Amount below the rounded off norms have been reflected as “0” in the relevant notes.

Classification of Assets and Liabilities into Current/Non-Current:

The Company has ascertained its operating cycle as twelve months for the purpose of Current/ Non-Current classification of its
Assets and Liabilities.

For the purpose of Balance Sheet, an asset is classified as current if:
i. It is expected to be realised, or is intended to be sold or consumed, in the normal operating cycle; or
ii. Itis held primarily for the purpose of trading; or
ii. It is expected to realise the asset within twelve months after the reporting period; or

iv. The asset is a cash or cash equivalent unless it is restricted from being exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least
twelve months after the reporting period.

All other assets are classified as non-current.
Similarly, a liability is classified as current if:
i. It is expected to be settled in the normal operating cycle; or
i. Itis held primarily for the purpose of trading; or
ii. Itis due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period; or

iv. The Company does not have an unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after
the reporting period. Terms of a liability that could result in its settlement by the issue of equity instruments at the option
of the counterparty does not affect this classification.

All other liabilities are classified as non-current.

c) Property, Plant and Equipment (PPE):

The initial cost of PPE comprises of its purchase price, including import duties and non-refundable purchase taxes, and any directly
attributable costs of bringing an asset to working condition and location for its intended use, including relevant borrowing costs
and any expected costs of decommissioning, less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

Subsequent expenditure relating to PPE are capitalised only when it is probable that future economic associated with these will
flow to the Company and cost of the item can be measured reliably. Repairs and maintenance cost are charged to the Statement
of Profit and Loss in the period in which the costs are incurred.

If significant parts of an item of PPE have different useful lives, then they are accounted for as separate items (major components)
of PPE.

Material items such as spare parts, stand-by equipment and service equipment are classified as PPE when they meet the definition
of PPE as specified in Ind AS 16 — Property, Plant and Equipment.

d) Investment Property:

Investment properties are properties (land or a building-or part of a building-or both) held to earn rentals and/or for capital
appreciation (including property under construction for such purposes). Investment properties are measured initially at cost including
purchase price, borrowing costs. Subsequent to initial recognition, investment properties are measured at cost less accumulated
depreciation and impairment, if any.

An investment property is derecognised upon disposal or when the investment property is permanently withdrawn from use and
no future economic benefits are expected from the disposal.

Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the property is included in the statement of profit and loss in the period in which the
property is derecognised.

e) Depreciation:

The depreciable amount of an item of PPE is allocated on a systematic basis over its useful life. The Company provides depreciation
on the straight line method over the useful lives as prescribed under Schedule Il of the Act as per technical assessment. The
Company believes that straight line method reflects the pattern in which the asset’s future economic benefits are expected to be
consumed by the Company. The residual values, useful lives and method of depreciation are reviewed at least at each financial
year-end and adjusted prospectively, if appropriate.

Depreciation on additions/ (disposals) are provided on a pro-rata basis i.e. from/ (up to) the date on which the asset is ready to
use/ (disposed off).

f) Intangible Assets and Amortization:

Intangible assets with finite useful life that are acquired separately are stated at acquisition cost less accumulated amortization
and impairment losses, if any. The Company determines the useful life as the period over which the future economic benefits will
flow to the Company after taking into account all relevant facts and circumstances. The estimated useful life and amortization method
is reviewed periodically, with the effect of any changes in estimate being accounted for on a prospective basis.

g) Impairment of Non-Financial Assets:

The Company’s non-financial assets are reviewed at each reporting date to determine whether there is any indication of impairment.
If any such indication exists, then the asset’s recoverable amount is estimated. An impairment loss is recognised if the carrying
amount of an asset exceeds its estimated recoverable amount. Impairment losses are recognised in the statement of profit and
loss.

The recoverable amount is the higher of its value in use and its fair value less costs to sell. Value in use is based on the estimated
future cash flows, discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of
the time value of money and the risks specific to the asset.

In respect of the assets for which impairment loss has been recognised in prior periods, the Company reviews at each reporting
date whether there is any indication that the loss has decreased or no longer exists. When there is indication that an impairment
loss recognised for an asset (other than a revalued asset) in earlier accounting periods which no longer exists or may have
decreased, impairment loss is reversed to the extent the amount was previously charged to the statement of profit and loss. In
case of revalued assets, such reversal is not recognised.

h) Inventories:

Inventories comprise of stock-in-trade which are carried at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined on moving
weighted average basis.

Cost of stock-in-trade comprises of all costs of purchase, duties, taxes (other than those subsequently recoverable from tax
authorities) and all other costs incurred in bringing the inventory to their present location and condition.

Net realizable value is the estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less the estimated costs necessary to make
sale.

i) Borrowing Costs:

Borrowing costs are interest and other costs incurred by the Company in connection with the borrowing of funds. Borrowing costs
directly attributable to acquisition or construction of those property, plant and equipment which necessarily take a substantial period
of time to get ready for their intended use are capitalised. Other borrowing costs are recognised as an expense in the Statement
of Profit and Loss of the period in which they are incurred.

j) Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets:

Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present obligation (legal or constructive) as a result of a past event, it is
probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate
can be made of the amount of the obligation.

If the effect of the time value of money is material, provisions are discounted using a current pre-tax rate that reflects current
market assessment of time value of money and, where appropriate, the risks specific to the liability. Unwinding of the discount
is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss as a finance cost. Provisions are reviewed at each reporting date and are adjusted
to reflect the current best estimate.

A present obligation that arises from past events where it is either not probable that an outflow of resources will be required to
settle or a reliable estimate of the amount cannot be made, is disclosed as a contingent liability. Contingent liabilities are also
disclosed when there is a possible obligation arising from past events, the existence of which will be confirmed only by the
occurrence or non -occurrence of one or more uncertain future events not wholly within the control of the Company.

Claims against the Company where the possibility of any outflow of resources in settlement is remote, are not disclosed as
contingent liabilities.

Contingent assets are not recognised in financial statements since this may result in the recognition of income that may never
be realised. However, when the realization of income is virtually certain, then the related asset is not a contingent asset and is
recognised.

k) Revenue Recognition:

Effective April 1, 2018, the Company has applied Ind AS 115: Revenue from Contracts with Customers which establishes a
comprehensive framework for determining whether, how much and when revenue is to be recognised. Ind AS 115 replaces Ind
AS 18 Revenue. The impact of the adoption of the standard on the financial statements of the Company is insignificant.

a. Revenue from sale of goods is recognised when control of the goods are transferred to the customer at an amount that reflects
the consideration to which the Company expects to be entitled in exchange for those goods. The Company assesses promises
in the contract that are separate performance obligations to which a portion of transaction price is allocated.

b. Revenue is measured at fair value of the consideration received or receivable, after deduction of any trade discounts,
allowances and any taxes or duties collected on behalf of the government such as goods and services tax, etc. Accumulated
experience is used to estimate the provision for discounts, probable saleable and non-saleable return of goods from the
customers. Revenue is only recognised to the extent that it is highly probable a significant reversal will not occur.

c. Income from services rendered is recognised based on agreements/arrangements with the customers as the service is
performed and there are no unfulfilled obligations.

d. Interest income is recognised using the effective interest rate (EIR) method.

1) Lease:

Leases are classified as finance leases whenever the terms of the lease transfer substantially all the risks and rewards of
ownership to the lessee. All other leases are classified as Operating Leases.
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NOTES FORMING PART OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

Operating Lease:

Lease rentals are charged or recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss on a straight-line basis over the lease term, except
where the payments are structured to increase in line with expected general inflation to compensate for the expected inflationary
cost increase.

m) Employee Benefit Expense:

i) Short-term Employee Benefits:

Short-term employee benefit obligations are measured on an undiscounted basis and are expensed as the related service is
provided. A liability is recognised for the amount expected to be paid e.g., under short-term cash bonus, if the Company has a
present legal or constructive obligation to pay this amount as a result of past service provided by the employee, and the amount
of obligation can be estimated reliably.

ii) Post-employment benefits:

Defined contribution plans

A defined contribution plan is a post-employment benefit plan under which an entity pays fixed contributions into a separate entity
and will have no legal or constructive obligation to pay further amounts. The eligible employees of the Company are entitled to
receive post-employment benefits in respect of provident, in which both the employees and the Company make monthly
contributions at a specified percentage of the employees’ eligible salary (currently 12% of employees’ eligible salary). The
contributions are made to the Regional Provident Fund Commissioner (RPFC) which are charged to the Statement of Profit and
Loss as incurred.

Defined benefit plans

A defined benefit plan is a post-employment benefit plan other than a defined contribution plan. The Company’s net obligation in
respect of defined benefit plans is calculated by estimating the amount of future benefit that employees have earned in the current
and prior periods, discounting that amount and deducting the fair value of any plan assets.

The calculation of defined benefit obligation is performed annually by a qualified actuary using the projected unit credit method.
When the calculation results in a potential asset for the Company, the recognised asset is limited to the present value of economic
benefits available in the form of any future refunds from the plan or reductions in future contributions to the plan (‘the asset ceiling’).
In order to calculate the present value of economic benefits, consideration is given to any minimum funding requirements.

Remeasurements of the net defined benefit liability, which comprise actuarial gains and losses, the return on plan assets (excluding
interest) and the effect of the asset ceiling (if any, excluding interest), are recognised in Other Comprehensive Income. The
Company determines the net interest expense (income) on the net defined benefit liability (asset) for the period by applying the
discount rate used to measure the defined benefit obligation at the beginning of the annual period to the then-net defined benefit
liability (asset), taking into account any changes in the net defined benefit liability (asset) during the period as a result of contributions
and benefit payments. Net interest expense and other expenses related to defined benefit plans are recognised in Statement of
Profit and Loss.

Gratuity

The Company has an obligation towards gratuity, a defined benefit retirement plan covering eligible employees. The plan provides
a lump sum payment to vested employees at retirement, death while in employment or on termination of employment of an amount
equivalent to 15 days salary payable for each completed year of service or part thereof in excess of six months. Vesting occurs
upon completion of five years of service. The Company has obtained insurance policies with the Life Insurance Corporation of
India (LIC) and makes an annual contribution to LIC for amounts notified by LIC. The Company accounts for gratuity benefits payable
in future based on an independent external actuarial valuation carried out at the end of the year using the projected unit credit
method. Actuarial gains and losses are recognised as Other Comprehensive Income.

iii) Other Long-term employee benefits — Compensated Absences:

The Company provides for encashment of leave or leave with pay subject to certain rules. The employees are entitled to accumulate
leave subject to certain limits for future encashment / availment. The Company makes provision for compensated absences based
on an independent actuarial valuation carried out at the end of the year. Actuarial gains and losses are recognised in the Statement
of Profit and Loss.

n) Income Taxes:

Income tax comprises of current and deferred tax. It is recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss except to the extent that it
relates to a business combination or to an item recognised directly in Equity or in Other Comprehensive Income.
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Current tax

Current tax comprises expected tax payable or receivable on the taxable income or loss for the year and any adjustment to the
tax payable or receivable in respect of previous years. The amount of current tax reflects the best estimate of the tax amount
expected to be paid or received after considering the uncertainty, if any, related to income taxes. It is measured using tax rates
(and tax laws) enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting date.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of temporary differences between the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities for financial
reporting purposes and the corresponding amounts used for taxation purposes. Deferred tax is also recognised in respect of carried
forward tax losses and tax credits.

Deferred tax is not recognised for:

i. temporary differences arising on the initial recognition of assets or liabilities in a transaction that is not a business combination
and that affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss at the time of the transaction;

ii. taxable temporary differences arising on the initial recognition of goodwill.

Deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profits will be available against which they
can be used. The existence of unused tax losses is strong evidence that future taxable profit may not be available. Therefore,
in case of a history of recent losses, the Company recognises a deferred tax asset only to the extent that it has sufficient taxable
temporary differences or there is convincing other evidence that sufficient taxable profit will be available against which such deferred
tax asset can be realised. Deferred tax assets — unrecognised or recognised, are reviewed at each reporting date and are
recognised/ reduced to the extent that it is probable / no longer probable respectively that the related tax benefit will be realised.

Deferred tax is measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply to the period when the asset is realised or the liability is
settled, based on the laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting date.

The measurement of deferred tax reflects the tax consequences that would follow from the manner in which the Company expects,
at the reporting date, to recover or settle the carrying amount of its assets and liabilities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset if there is a legally enforceable right to offset current tax liabilities and assets, and
they relate to income taxes levied by the same tax authority on the same taxable entity, or on different tax entities, but they intend
to settle current tax liabilities and assets on a net basis or their tax assets and liabilities will be realised simultaneously.

o) Foreign Currency Transactions:

Foreign currency transactions are recorded at exchange rate prevailing on the date of the transaction. Foreign currency
denominated monetary assets and liabilities are restated into the functional currency using exchange rates prevailing on the Balance
sheet date. Gains and losses arising on settlement and restatement of foreign currency denominated monetary assets and liabilities
are recognised in the statement of profit and loss. Non- monetary items carried at fair value that are denominated in foreign
currencies are translated at the rates prevailing at the date when the fair value was determined.

Non-Monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are translated using exchange rate as
at the date of initial transactions.

p) Earnings Per Share:
The Company calculates earnings per share amounts for profit or loss attributable to ordinary equity shareholders.

The basic Earnings Per Share (“EPS”) is computed by dividing the net profit / (loss) after tax for the year attributable to the equity
shareholders by the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the year.

For the purpose of calculating diluted earnings per share, net profit/(loss) after tax for the year attributable to the equity shareholders
and the weighted average number of equity shares outstanding during the year are adjusted for the effects of all dilutive potential
equity shares.

q) Financial Instruments:

i) Recognition and Initial Measurement

Trade receivables and debt securities issued are initially recognised when they are originated. All other financial assets and financial
liabilities are initially recognised when the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.
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A financial asset or financial liability is initially measured at fair value plus, for an item not at Fair Value through Profit and Loss
(FVTPL), transaction costs that are directly attributable to its acquisition or issue.

ii) Classification and Subsequent Measurement

Financial assets

On initial recognition, a financial asset is classified as measured at

— Amortised cost;

— Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income (FVOCI) — debt investment;
— Fair Value through Other Comprehensive Income — equity investment; or

— FVTPL

Financial assets are not reclassified subsequent to their initial recognition, except if and in the period the Company changes its
business model for managing financial assets.

A financial asset is measured at amortised cost if it meets both of the following conditions and is not designated as at FVTPL:
— the asset is held within a business model whose objective is to hold assets to collect contractual cash flows; and

— the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal
and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

A debt investment is measured at FVOCI if it meets both of the following conditions and is not designated as at FVTPL:

— the asset is held within a business model whose objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling
financial assets; and

— the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal
and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

On initial recognition of an equity investment that is not held for trading, the Company may irrevocably elect to present subsequent
changes in the investment’s fair value in OCI (designated as FVOCI — equity investment). This election is made on an investment-
by-investment basis.

All financial assets not classified as measured at amortised cost or FVOCI as described above are measured at FVTPL. This
includes all derivative financial assets. On initial recognition, the Company may irrevocably designate a financial asset that otherwise
meets the requirements to be measured at amortised cost or at FVOCI as at FVTPL if doing so eliminates or significantly reduces
an accounting mismatch that would otherwise arise.

Financial assets: subsequent measurement and gains and losses —

Financial assets at FVTPL These assets are subsequently measured at fair value. Net gains and losses, including
any interest or dividend income, are recognised in profit or loss.

Financial assets at amortised cost These assets are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest
method. The amortised cost is reduced by impairment losses. Interest income, foreign
exchange gains and losses and impairment are recognised in profit or loss. Any gain
or loss on derecognition is recognised in profit or loss.

Debt investments at FVOCI These assets are subsequently measured at fair value. Interest income under the
effective interest method, foreign exchange gains and losses and impairment are
recognised in profit or loss. Other net gains and losses are recognised in OCIl. On
derecognition, gains and losses accumulated in OCI are reclassified to profit or loss.

Equity investments at FVOCI These assets are subsequently measured at fair value. Dividends are recognised as
income in profit or loss unless the dividend clearly represents a recovery of part of the
cost of the investment. Other net gains and losses are recognised in OCl and are not
reclassified to profit or loss.
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Financial liabilities: Classification, subsequent measurement and gains and losses

Financial liabilities are classified as measured at amortised cost or FVTPL. A financial liability is classified as at FVTPL if it is
classified as held for trading, or it is a derivative or it is designated as such on initial recognition. Financial liabilities at FVTPL are
measured at fair value and net gains and losses, including any interest expense, are recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss.
Other financial liabilities are subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method. Interest expense and
foreign exchange gains and losses are recognised in Standalone Statement of Profit and Loss. Any gain or loss on derecognition
is also recognised in Statement of Profit and Loss.

iii) De-recognition
Financial assets

The Company derecognizes a financial asset when the contractual rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expire, or it
transfers the rights to receive the contractual cash flows in a transaction in which substantially all of the risks and rewards of
ownership of the financial asset are transferred or in which the Company neither transfers not retains substantially all of the risks
and rewards of ownership but does not retain control of the financial asset.

If the Company enters into transactions whereby it transfers assets recognized on its balance sheet, but retains either all or
substantially all of the risks and rewards of the transferred assets, the transferred assets are not derecognized.

Financial liabilities
The Company derecognises a financial liability when its contractual obligations are discharged or cancelled, or expired.

The Company also derecognises a financial liability when it terms are modified and the cash flow under the modified terms are
substantially different. In this case, a new financial liability based on the modified terms is recognised at fair value. The difference
between the carrying amount of the financial liability extinguished and the new financial liability with modified terms is recognised
in profit or loss.

iv) Off setting

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount presented in the balance sheet when, and only when, the
Company currently has a legally enforceable right to set off the amounts and it intends either to settle them on a net basis or
to realise the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Equity Instrument

Equity instruments issued by the Company are classified according to the substance of the contractual arrangements entered into
and the definitions of an equity instrument. An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the assets
of the Company after deducting all of its liabilities and includes no obligation to deliver cash or other financial assets.

Measurement of fair values

The Company’s accounting policies and disclosures require the measurement of fair values, for both financial and non-financial
assets and liabilities.

The Company has an established control framework with respect to the measurement of fair values. The Company regularly reviews
significant unobservable inputs and valuation adjustments. If third party information, such as broker quotes or pricing services,
is used to measure fair values, then the Company assesses the evidence obtained from the third parties to support the conclusion
that these valuations meet the requirements of Ind AS, including the level in the fair value hierarchy in which the valuations should
be classified.

Fair values are categorised into different levels in a fair value hierarchy based on the inputs used in the valuation techniques as
follows:

Level 1: quoted prices (unadjusted) in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

Level 2: inputs other than quoted prices included in Level 1 that are observable for the asset or liability, either directly (i.e. as prices)
or indirectly (i.e. derived from prices).

Level 3: inputs for asset or liability that are not based on observable market data (unobservable inputs).
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When measuring the fair value of an asset or a liability, the Company uses observable market data as far as possible. If the inputs
used to measure the fair value of an asset or a liability fall into different levels of the fair value hierarchy, then the fair value
measurement is categorised in its entirety in the same level of the fair value hierarchy as the lowest level input that is significant
to the entire measurement.

The Company recognises transfers between levels of the fair value hierarchy at the end of the reporting period during which the
change has occurred.

r) Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents in the Balance Sheet comprise cash at bank and in hand that are readily convertible into cash which
are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value and are held for the purpose of meeting short-term cash commitments.

s) Segment Reporting — Identification of Segments:

An operating segment is a component of the Company that engages in business activities from which it may earn revenues and
incur expenses, whose operating results are regularly reviewed by the company’s management to make decisions for which
discrete financial information is available.

Based on the management approach as defined in Ind AS 108, the management evaluates the Company’s performance and
allocates resources based on an analysis of various performance indicators by business segments and geographic segments.

Demands for Wealth Tax for the assessment years 1997-98 & 1998-99 amounting to Rs.51,25,378 was raised by the Tax
authorities in earlier years which had been disputed by the Company and appeals filed with the Hon. High Court, Mumbai.
The Company however deposited the demanded amounts in full with the tax authorities.

2. For the assessment years 2000-2001, 2002-2003 and 2003-2004 the Income-tax Appellate Tribunal had given relief of
Rs.8,74,254 which had been accounted for in an earlier year. The tax authorities had subsequently filed an appeal with the
Hon. High Court, Mumbai against the relief of Rs.8,74,254. The matter was set aside by Hon. High Court, in an earlier year
and the matter was restored to the Tribunal for disposal. The matter is still pending with the tax authorities.

3. The tax authorities had raised a demand for the assessment year 2013-14 u/s 143 (3) for Rs.16,43,120. The company has
disputed this demand and has filed an appeal with the Commissioner (Appeals) of Income- tax Mumbai against this demand.

4. Demand of Rs.13,50,000 raised in an earlier year by the customs authorities for goods imported had been disputed by the
Company against which the full amount had been deposited under protest. The matter is still pending with the Customs
authorities.

5. Bond for Rs.1.20 crore executed with the Customs authorities for demand raised by the authorities in an earlier year which
had been disputed and challenged by the Company. This Bond is to remain in force till finalisation of the value by the Customs
authorities of the goods imported by the Company.

6. The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India (“SC”) by their order dated February 28, 2019, in the case of Surya Roshni Limited &
others v/self, set out the principles based on which allowances paid to the employees should be identified for inclusion in basic
wages for the purposes of computation of Provident Fund contribution. Subsequently, a review petition against this decision
has been filed and is pending before the SC for disposal.“In view of the management, the liability for the period from date
of the SC order to 31 March 2019 is not significant. Further, pending decision on the subject review petition and directions
from the EPFO, the impact for the past period, if any, is not ascertainable and consequently no effect has been given in the
accounts.

The main purpose of these financial liabilities is to finance and
support the Company’s operations. The Company’s principal financial assets include Investments, Loans and Other receivables,
Cash and Cash Equivalents, Other Bank Balances that directly derive from its operations.

The Company is exposed to Market Risk, Credit Risk and Liquidity Risk. The Company’s senior management oversees the
management of these risks. The Company’s senior management ensures that the Company’s financial risk activities are governed
by appropriate policies and procedures and that financial risks are identified, measured and managed in accordance with the
Company’s policies and risk objectives.

(A) Market Risk:
Market risk is the risk of loss of future earnings, fair values or future cash flows that may result from a change in the price of
a financial instrument.

The value of a financial instrument may change as a result of changes in the interest rates, foreign currency exchange rates,
equity prices and other market changes that affect market risk sensitive instruments. Market risk is attributable to all market risk
sensitive financial instruments including investments and deposits, foreign currency receivables, payables and borrowings.

(1) Foreign Currency Risk:

Foreign currency risk is the risk of impact related to fair value or future cash flows of an exposure in foreign currency, which
fluctuate due to changes in foreign exchange rates.

(2) Interest Rate Risk:

Interest rate risk is the risk that the fair value or future cash flows of a financial instrument will fluctuate because of changes in
market interest rates. The Company’s exposure to the risk of changes in market interest rates relates primarily to the Company’s
short term borrowing with floating interest rates. The Company constantly monitors the credit markets and rebalances its financing
strategies to achieve an optimal maturity profile and financing cost.

(B) Credit Risk:

Credit risk is the risk that counterparty will not meet its obligations under a financial instrument or customer contract, leading to
a financial loss. The Company is exposed to credit risk from its operating (primarily Trade Receivables), investing and financing
activities including Bank Balance, Deposits with Bank, Security Deposits, Loans to Employees and other financial instruments.

Trade Receivables:

Trade receivables are consisting of a large number of customers. The Company has credit evaluation policy for each customer
and based on the evaluation credit limit of each customer is defined.

Trade receivables are typically unsecured and are derived from revenue earned from customers. Credit risk has always been
managed by the Company through credit approvals, establishing credit limits and continuously monitoring the credit worthiness
of customers to which the Company grants credit terms in the normal course of business. The company allows credit period ranging
from 30 days to 180 days, subject to reasonableness of the receivable. There is no concentration of customers and receivable
amount.

Investments, Cash and Cash Equivalent and Bank Deposit:

Credit Risk on cash and cash equivalent is generally low, as the said deposits have been made with the banks/financial institutions
who have been assigned high credit rating by international and domestic rating agencies.

Investments of surplus funds are made only based on Investment Policy of the Company. Investments consists of Investments
in Subsidiaries & Investment in Short Term liquid Mutual Funds.

(C) Liquidity Risk:

Liquidity risk is defined as the risk that the Company will not be able to settle or meet its obligations on time or at reasonable
price. Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and marketable securities and the availability of funding
through an adequate amount of credit facilities to meet obligations when due. The Company’s treasury team is responsible for
liquidity, funding as well as settlement management. In addition, processes and policies related to such risks are overseen by senior
management. Management monitors the Company’s liquidity position through rolling forecasts on the basis of expected cash flows.

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NOTES TO CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENT

NOTE 1 — COMPANY OVERVIEW

Cravatex Limited (“the Company”) incorporated on 22nd June, 1951 under the Companies Act, 1913 (“the Act”) is a public limited
BSE listed Company, incorporated and domiciled in India. The Company is a subsidiary of holding company, R.B. Fitness and Trading
Private Limited incorporated and domiciled in India. Cravatex Limited is the Holding Company of two subsidiaries viz. BB (UK) London
(BBUK) and Cravatex Brands Ltd Mumbai (CBL) (till 30.11.2022) and one fellow subsidiary viz BB Europe Gmbh. The Company
along with its subsidiaries is engaged in the business of Branded sports goods, wellness and fitness equipment with servicing.

NOTE 2(A): Significant Accounting Policies

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except for the following assets and liabilities
which have been measured at fair value amount:

I. Certain financial assets and liabilities (including derivative instruments),
Il.  Defined benefit plan’s — plan assets and
IIl.  Equity settled share based payments

The consolidated financial statements of the Group have been prepared to comply with the Indian Accounting standards (‘Ind AS’),
including the rules notified under the relevant provisions of the Companies Act, 2013.

The figures for the previous period have been restated, regrouped and reclassified wherever required to comply with the
requirement of Ind AS and Schedule lll. The Company’s consolidated financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees in lakhs
up to two decimals.

NOTE 2(B): Principles of Consolidation
The consolidated financial statements relate to Cravatex Limited (‘the Company’) and its subsidiary companies. The consolidated
financial statements have been prepared on the following basis:
I.  The financial statements of the Company and its subsidiaries are combined on a line by line basis by adding together like
items

Il.  Profits or losses resulting from intra-group transactions that are recognised in assets, such as inventory and property, plant
& equipment, are eliminated in full.

. In case of foreign subsidiaries, revenue items are consolidated at the average rate prevailing during the year. All assets
and liabilities are converted at rates prevailing at the end of the year. Any exchange difference arising on consolidation is
recognised in the Foreign Currency Translation Reserve.

IV. Offset (eliminate) the carrying amount of the parent’s investment in each subsidiary and the parent’s portion of equity of each
subsidiary.

V. The difference between the proceeds from disposal of investment in subsidiaries and the carrying amount of its assets less

liabilities as on the date of disposal is recognised in the Consolidated Statement of Profit and Loss being the profit or loss
on disposal of investment in subsidiary.

VI.  Non-Controlling Interest’s share of profit / loss of consolidated subsidiaries for the year is identified and adjusted against
the income of the group in order to arrive at the net income attributable to shareholders of the Company.

1. Demands for Wealth Tax for the assessment years 1997-98 & 1998-99 amounting to Rs.51,25,378 was raised by the Tax
authorities in earlier years which had been disputed by the Company and appeals filed with the Hon. High Court, Mumbai.
The Company however deposited the demanded amounts in full with the tax authorities.

2. For the assessment years 2000-2001, 2002-2003 and 2003-2004 the Income-tax Appellate Tribunal had given relief of
Rs.8,74,254 which had been accounted for in an earlier year. The tax authorities had subsequently filed an appeal with the
Hon. High Court, Mumbai against the relief of Rs.8,74,254. The matter was set aside by Hon. High Court, in an earlier year
and the matter was restored to the Tribunal for disposal. The matter is still pending with the tax authorities.

3. The tax authorities had raised a demand for the assessment year 2013-14 u/s 143 (3) for Rs.16,43,120. The company has
disputed this demand and has filed an appeal with the Commissioner (Appeals) of Income- tax Mumbai against this demand.

4. Demand of Rs.13,50,000 raised in an earlier year by the customs authorities for goods imported had been disputed by the
Company against which the full amount had been deposited under protest. The matter is still pending with the Customs
authorities.

5. Bond for Rs.1.20 crore executed with the Customs authorities for demand raised by the authorities in an earlier year which
had been disputed and challenged by the Company. This Bond is to remain in force till finalisation of the value by the Customs
authorities of the goods imported by the Company.

6. The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India (“SC”) by their order dated February 28, 2019, in the case of Surya Roshni Limited &
others v/s EPFO, set out the principles based on which allowances paid to the employees should be identified for inclusion
in basic wages for the purposes of computation of Provident Fund contribution. Subsequently, a review petition against this
decision has been filed and is pending before the SC for disposal.

In view of the management, the liability for the period from date of the SC order to 31 March 2019 is not significant. Further,
pending decision on the subject review petition and directions from the EPFO, the impact for the past period, if any, is not
ascertainable and consequently no effect has been given in the accounts.

NOTE 41 — FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT OBJECTIVES AND POLICIES

The Group’s principal financial liabilities comprise of trade payables, borrowings and other payables. The main purpose of these
financial liabilities is to finance and support the Group’s operations. The Group’s principal financial assets include Investments, Loans,
Trade receivables and Other receivables, Cash and Cash Equivalents, Other Bank Balances that directly derive from its operations.

The Group’s activites are exposed to market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk. The Group’s senior management oversees the
management of these risks. The Group’s senior management ensures that the Group’s financial risk activities are governed by
appropriate policies and procedures and that financial risks are identified, measured and managed in accordance with the Group’s
policies and risk objectives.
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A) Market Risk:

Market risk is the risk of loss of future earnings, fair values or future cash flows that may result from a change in the price of
a financial instrument.

The value of a financial instrument may change as a result of changes in the interest rates, foreign currency exchange rates,
equity prices and other market changes that affect market risk sensitive instruments. Market risk is attributable to all market risk
sensitive financial instruments including investments and deposits, foreign currency receivables, payables and borrowings.

a) Foreign Currency Risk:

Foreign currency risk is the risk of impact related to fair value or future cash flows of an exposure in foreign currency, which
fluctuate due to changes in foreign exchange rates. The Group’s exposure to the risk of changes in foreign exchange rates relates
primarily to the import of fila and fitness and exports of FILA and fitness and exports of FILA.

When a derivative is entered into for the purpose of being a hedge, the Group negotiates the terms of those derivatives to match
the terms of the hedged exposure.

The Group evaluates exchange rate exposure arising from foreign currency transactions. The Group follows established risk
management policies and standard operating procedures.

B) Credit Risk

Credit risk is the risk that counterparty will not meet its obligations under a financial instrument or customer contract, leading to
a financial loss. The Group is exposed to credit risk from its operarting (primarily Trade Receivables), investing and financing
activities including Mutual Fund Investments, Investment in Debt Securities, Bank Balance, Deposits with Bank, Security Deposits,
Loans to Employees and other financial instruments.

Trade Receivables:

Trade receivables are consisting of a large number of customers. The Group has credit evaluation policy for each customer and
based on the evaluation credit limit of each customer is defined.

Trade receivables are typically unsecured and are derived from revenue earned from customers. Credit risk has always been
managed by the Group through credit approvals, establishing credit limits and continuously monitoring the credit worthiness of
customers to which the Group grants credit terms in the normal course of business. The Group allows credit period ranging from
60 days to 180 days, subject to reasonableness of the receivable. There is no concentration of cusotmers and receivable amount.

Investments, Cash and Cash Equivalent and Bank Deposit:

Credit Risk on cash and cash equivalent, deposits with the banks/financial institutions is generally low as the said deposits have
been made with the banks/financial institutions who have been assigned high credit rating by international and domestic rating
agencies.

Investments of surplus funds are made only based on Investment Policy of the Group. Investments primarily include investment
in units of mutual funds. These Mutual Funds and Counterparties have low credit risk.

C) Liquidity Risk:

Liquidity risk is defined as the risk that the Group will not be able to settle or meet its obligations on time or at reasonable price.
Prudent liquidity risk management implies maintaining sufficient cash and marketable securities and the availability of funding through
an adequate amount of credit facilities to meet obligations when due. The Group’s treasury team is responsible for liquidity, funding
as well as settlement management. In addition, processes and policies related to such risks are overseen by senior management.
Management monitors the Group’s liquidity position through rolling forecasts on the basis of expected cash flows.
