The third power exchange in
the country, Hindustan
Power Exchange (HPX)
backed by BSE and Power
Trading Corporation (PTC)
was launchedonWednesday,
after being floated in 2019.
PTC India and BSE
Investment hold 25 per cent
each in HPX, followed by 9.9
per cent held by ICICI Bank.

Other shareholders are
GreenkoEnergies (5per cent),
Jindal Power (2 per cent),
Meenakshi Power (5per cent)
and six others. HPX received
a nod from the Central
Electricity Regulatory
Commission (CERC) last
week.

The other two
exchanges in the
country are Indian
Energy Exchange
(IEX) and Power
Exchangeof India ltd
(PXIL), of which, IEX
holds a 98 per cent—
almost monopoly on
the total traded
power in the country.

Akhilesh Awasthy, chief
operatingofficer atHPX, told
Business Standard, “For 20
years or more, almost 90 per
cent of India’s electricity is
traded via bilateral contracts
between power generation
companies and stateutilities.
These contracts do not pro-
vide the flexibility to sector
participants to take advan-
tage of market conditions at
different times.The introduc-
tion of HPX will give a push
to the development and pro-

gress of spot trading in elec-
tricity.”

Awasthy said the new
exchange already has a het-
erogeneous mix of stake-
holders, including state-
owned private utilities,
generating companies and
consultants. Power distribu-
tion companies of Haryana
and West Bengal are already
on board to trade electricity;
so are the two discoms of RP
Sanjiv Goenka group –Noida
power and CESC.

Among equity partners
are Jindal Power, SJVN and
GreenkoandManikaranpart-
ners, a leading power trader
and Mercados Energy
Markets, which is
a consultingagency,Awasthy

said.
“This takes us

ahead of the two
exchanges already as
most of the equity is
controlled by power
companies. In terms
of technology, we are
offering all contracts
on a single platform.
Unlike others, our

technology platform was
auditedbyoneof thebig four
accounting firms and the
report was scrutinised by the
regulator,” Awasthy said.

He further said the mod-
ule of price discovery has
been designed on the lines of
Europeanpowermarkets and
their platform will ensure
minimal or no manual inter-
vention at all in the price dis-
covery. “We would be able to
challenge the monopoly of
existing platforms in no
time,” Awasthy said.

IndiaFirst’s IPOfollowsthe
public issue of Life Insurance
Corporation (LIC) in May this
year when the state-owned
firm raised more than Rs
20,000 crore from the capital
markets. LIC’s share price has
since tumbled due to market
volatility.

State-owned lender Bank
of Baroda owns 65 per cent
stake inIndiaFirstandCarmel
Point Investments India Pvt
Ltd, owned by Warburg
Pincus,holds26percent.Rest
of the stake is with state-
owned Union Bank of India.

GatiShakti portal may
be put in public domain

The Centre is considering releasing
the GatiShakti national master
plan in public domain, the com-

merce and industry ministry said on
Tuesday.

At themoment, only state and central
governmentministries and departments
can access the portal to execute infras-
tructureprojects inatime-boundmanner.

The government has already started
working on its guidelines before making
the portal public. Preparing protocols for
private user access is crucial, considering
data security concerns.

The deliberation was made during a
review meeting of the PM GatiShakti
chaired by commerce and industrymin-
ister PiyushGoyal onTuesday.

Launched in October 2021, the
GatiShakti national master plan is being
developedintoadigitalplatform.It is inte-
grating theexistingportal anddataofkey
infrastructure ministries, as well as state
governments. Ithasbeenprepareddepict-
ing the economic zones and the infras-
tructure linkagesneededtosupport them.

The review meeting discussed plans
for faster integration of data into the por-
tal.With over 900data layers updated by
centralministriesand316essential layers
bystatesandUnionTerritories, themeet-
ing took note of various ministries using
it toshare theirproposedprojects, anoffi-
cial statement said.

“Themeetingparticularlyemphasised
the role the National Master Plan could
play indecisionmaking for thesocial sec-
tor. Since its launch, the portal has been
able to reduce pendency, thus leading to
faster implementation of projects,” the
statement said.

According to industry department’s
special secretary, Amrit Lal Meena, with
portalsofcentralandstateministriesnow
fully functional, all essential data layers
havebeenuploaded. Itwill enable infras-
tructure ministries to extensively utilise
themasterplanforallpendingandfuture
projects.

He also added that government
departmentsstartedtomakeuseofPrime
MinisterGatiShakti-leddigital technology
initiative to reduce the execution time of
infrastructure projects

“The Taranga Hill-Ambaji-Abu Road
broad gauge new railway line had stalled
its pre-alignment for nearly six months
due to lackof khasradata, field surveyon
forest and wildlife sanctuary and no vis-
ibility of intersection with mining areas.
Itwas completed in just sevendays using
theNationalMaster Plan.

Senior official representing the mini-
stry of road transport and highways also
shared that the pre-alignment of five

greenfield corridors were fast-tracked
usingtheNationalMasterPlan,” thestate-
ment quotedMeena as saying.

Development of project alignment at
the pre-feasibility stage of an infrastruc-
ture project is a critical step towards the
preparation of a detailed project report
(DPR).

Developingprojectalignmentrequires
huge cost and time since survey teams
need to be present on the ground and
manually complete the process.

With the Centre’s push towards Gati
Shakti and the use of the digital portal,
the alignment can be drawn digitally in
less than a week. Normally, this task
wouldhave taken three-fourmonths.

Themeeting deliberated the progress
achievedsofarandsawparticipationfrom
various senior officials from railways,
highways ministry, steel ministry, coal
ministry and Bhaskaracharya National
Institute for SpaceApplications andGeo-
informatics, among others.

Bondyields slide 10bps
onfallingcrudeoilprices

Government bond prices
surged on Wednesday, with
yield on the 10-year bench-
mark paper dropping 10 basis
points (bps) as a slump in
crude oil prices amid
global growth concerns
strengthened hopes of the
Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
adoptinga lessaggressivepath
for rate hikes.

Yieldonthe10-yearbench-
mark6.54per cent 2032paper
settledat 7.29percent, against
7.39 per cent onTuesday.

Bond prices and yields
move inversely. A fall of 1 bps
in the yield on the 10-year
paper corresponds to a rise in
price of roughly 7 paise. Brent
crude oil futures fell 3.02 per
cent on Wednesday, trading
around $99.67 per barrel,
while West Texas
Intermediate Futures shed
3.25per cent to tradeat $96.27
per barrel.

The slide in international
fuel prices comes amid
strengthening fearsof aglobal
economic recession — and
consequently lower demand
for the commodity — amid
steep interest-ratehikesby the
US Federal Reserve.

For India, the implications

of falling oil prices are favou-
rable from the perspective of
inflation and current account
deficit, given the country’s
huge dependence on oil
imports.

With oil prices having
cooled off significantly from
the highs of nearly $140 per
barrel after the Ukraine war
broke out, treasury officials
now feel that the RBI may
execute a lower quantum of
rate hikes than was earlier
feared.

“The market was caught
short. Rather it is not long
enough, and that’swhyweare
seeing such a sharp fall in
yields.Nowpeople are feeling
under-invested. With more

andmore recession and slow-
down fears growing and com-
modity prices, including
crude, correcting sharply, the
comfort is there that we will
not see anynegative surprises
such as intra-meeting rate
hikes,” ICICI Securities
Primary Dealership’s Head of
TradingNaveen Singh said.

“The risk premium of the
curve is coming off. The mar-
ket now thinks the RBI could
hike by 35-40 bps in August,
against a sure-shot 50bpsear-
lier,” he said. Dealers pointed
out that the bondmarket had
alreadypriced in ahighquan-
tumof rate hikes and as such,
there was room for the yield
on the 10-year paper to head

towards the psychologically
significant 7.25 per cent mark
in coming days.

Yield on the 10-year paper
has shed a whopping 33 bps,
from an over three-year high
of 7.62 per cent touched on
June 16.

According to treasury offi-
cials, the frenetic pace at
which yields have declined
over the past couple of weeks
could also be attributed to
market positioning.

Longer-term investors
were said to have evinced a
reasonable demand for bonds
in the previous quarter, while
traders with a shorter-term
horizon were said to have
shunned government secu-
rities amid a rising yield envi-
ronment. Yield on the 10-year
paper rose61bps inApril-June
as the RBI commenced on a
rate-hike cycle. “There was
decent demand from longer-
termplayers suchas insurance
companies; in fact, quitea few
forward rate agreementswere
carried out between foreign
banks and insurance com-
panies in thepreviousquarter.
It was the traders who had
squared off positions. Now
with the rate view changing,
theyarecomingback,”a treas-
ury official at a foreign bank
said.

GovtreducesgapforCovid-19
precautiondosesto6months

TheUnionHealthMinistryonWednesday
reducedthegapfor takingaCovid-19pre-
caution shot or a booster shot after the
primary twodoses to sixmonths froman
earlier ninemonths.

In a letter to all states, Union Health
secretary Rajesh Bhushan said in view of
‘evolving scientific evidence and global
practices’ the Standing Technical Sub-
Committee (STSC) of the National
Technical Advisory Group on
Immunisation (NTAGI) has recom-
mended to reduce the gap between sec-
onddoseandprecautiondoseto6months
or 26-weeks from an earlier 9 months or
39 weeks. The NTAGI has endorsed the
same aswell.

“Therefore, it has been decided that
the precaution dose for all beneficiaries
from18-59yearswillbeadministeredafter
completion of six months, or 26
weeks from the date of administration of

the second dose at a private vaccination
centre,” the letter said.

Corresponding changes have been
made in the CoWIN system to facilitate
thenewdispensation.

“Instructions may be issued to all the
officials concerned and it might also be
publicisedwidely,” Bhushanwrote.

Meanwhile, in the wake of another
majormutation in the Sars-CoV-2 virus –
BA.2.75 – experts bat for heterologous
boosting or mixing vaccines for the
booster dose. Shahid Jameel, senior
research fellow at Green Templeton
CollegeatOxfordUniversity, toldBusiness

Standard that the BA.2.75 has several
mutations in the spike protein, of which
twoareuniquewhencomparedto itspar-
ent strain BA.2. These twomutations are
G446S andR493Q.

Thesenior researcher feels thatG446S
is one of the most potent sites of escape
fromantibodiesmadebycurrentvaccines
that still neutralise BA.2. “So it increases
chances of infection in people so far pro-
tected,” he says.

Besides advocating booster shots for
thevulnerable,Jameelalsosays that India
shoulduse science toupdateboosterpol-
icy. “Thecurrentpolicy isnotmaking the
bestuseofevidenceandavailablevaccine
choices,” he says, adding that recent data
from CMC, Vellore study on mixing
Covishield and Covaxin shows that
Covishield after Covaxin is a far superior
combination, but India continues to use
thirddoseCovaxin inpeoplewhogot two
doses. “Also global data shows protein
vaccinesarebetterafter2dosesofAZvac-
cine than a 3rddose,” Jameel says.
