Delhi court denies
Brij Bhushan’s plea
for additional probe

New Delhi, April 26

A DELHI COURT Friday re-
jected Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) MP and former Wrestling
Federation of India (WFI)
Chief Brij Bhushan Sharan
Singh’s plea seeking further
investigation of the allegations
of sexual harassment
levelled against him by six
women wrestlers.

The Court of Additional
Chief Metropolitan Magistrate
Priyanka Rajpoot is likely to
pronounce the order on fram-
ing of charges on May 7. Ear-
lier, the court had deferred
framing of charges against
Bhushan since his advocate
Rajeev Mohan sought further
investigation in the case, alleg-
ing through an application
that he was not in Delhi when
one of the six wrestlers was al-
legedly molested.

The Delhi Police in Junelast
year had filed a chargesheet
against Bhushan for alleged
sexual harassment, assault
and stalking of six women
wrestlers. In its 1,500-page
chargesheet, police had men-
tioned statements of at least
22 witnesses from across four
states, including wrestlers, a
referee, a coach and a physio-
therapist, who have corrobo-
rated the allegations of the six
women wrestlers against
Singh. Around 220 WFI
staffers,wrestlers, referees and
coaches, along with Singh and
his associates, were among
those examined in the case.

The police had also filed a
550-page report in the Patiala
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BJP MP and former
Werestling Federation of
India Chief Brij Bhushan

House Courts, requesting can-
cellation of the POCSO (Pro-
tection of Children Against
Sexual Offences) Act case
against Singh after a wrestler
who is a minor and her father,
the complainant, withdrew
theirallegations against Singh
in a fresh statement before a
magistrate. This was after she
gave two statements (before
the police and a magistrate)
against the WFI chief.

Additional Sessions Judge
Chhavi Kapoor had last Sep-
tember reserved October 6
as the date for deciding on the
POCSO cancellation report,
but the decision is still
awaited.

Will consider listing
Delhi's plea against
central law, says SC

THE SUPREME COURT on Fri-
day told the Delhi government
that it would consider listing its
plea challenging the central gov-
ernment's law establishing pre-
eminence of the lieutenant gov-
ernor over the elected
dispensation in controlling ser-
vices in the national capital.

A bench comprising Chief
Justice D Y Chandrachud and
justices JB Pardiwala and Manoj
Misra was urged by senior advo-
cate Abhishek Singhvi, appear-
ing forthe AAP government, that
the whole administration has
come to a standstill and the mat-
ter needed to be heard. The CJI
said presently a nine-judge
bench matter is going on and he
will consider the submission.

Presently, the nine-judge
bench headed by the CJIis hear-
ing petitions raising a vexed le-
gal question whether private

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properties can be considered
"material resources of the com-
munity" under Article 39(b) of
the Constitution,which is a part
of the Directive Principles of
State Policy.

Earlier on February 9, the
Delhi government had men-
tioned the plea for urgent listing
before the five-judge Constitu-
tion bench. On September 27
last year, the top court had or-
dered that a common compila-
tion of submissions be filed by
both the parties in the petition
by the Delhi government.

Prior to this, the CJI-led
bench had permitted the Delhi
government to amend its peti-
tion challenging the central gov-
ernment's ordinance establish-
ing pre-eminence of the
lieutenant governor over the
elected dispensation in control-
ling services. —PTI

Explosives stacked
inside boxes have also been
found,”a source had told PTI.

The owner of the house,
identified as Abu Taleb Mol-
lah, is a relative of Sheikh, the
sources had said and had
added that it was not clear
why such a huge cache of
arms and ammunition, and
explosives were stacked inside
the house.
