Harmonization of IRACP norms

In order to ensure uniformity in the implementation of IRACP norms
across all lending institutions, RBI has harmonized certain aspects of
the prevailing guidelines. Specifically, once an account turns NPA upon
running of lender's day-end process, it can be upgraded to "standard"
asset category only once the entire arrear of interest & principal is paid
by the borrower.

Extension of date & expansion of coverage under ECLGS

Government has extended the scheme till 31st March 2022 or till guarantees
for an amount up to Rs. 4.5 Tn are issued, whichever is earlier while
permitting the disbursements up to 30thJune 2022. The scheme has also
modified the conditions on borrowing limit caps & cut-off dates to provide
additional credit support for new as well as existing beneficiaries.
