Delhi Police chief warns
against use of political clout
to get desired post

Delhi Police commissioner
Rakesh Asthana has issued
directions making the use
of political or outside influ-
ence to seek a desired trans-
fer or posting by police per-
sonnel a punishable act that
can attract disciplinary

action after a departmental
enquiry.

The directions along
with the procedure to be
followed by the authorities
with regard to the violation
of the directives were
issued through a standing
order by the police commis-
sioner on January 27.

“A similar standing
order was issued in 2012 by
the then police commis-
sioner. After that, the inter-
vention of politicians and
other influential persons in
service related matter had
stopped for a while. But it
resumed again and the
present police chief had
been frequently receiving
requests from outsiders..,”

said a senior officer who
asked not to be named
According to the six-
point guidelines given in the
order, if any written request
or recommendation regard-
ing transfer or posting of
any police personnel is
received by police head-
quarters or any office, “a
copy of such letter should
| be placed on the police
personnel’s  personal
file”, and similar copies
forwarded to the discipli-
nary authority con-
cerned and his/her
reporting officer. A
show cause notice for
censure shall be issued
to the member concerned
by the disciplinary authori-
ty and suitable follow-up
action taken. If such letters
are received repeatedly, a
departmental enquiry for
major punishment may be
initiated” said the order.
According to the order,
it should also be mentioned
in the official’s annual con-
fidential reports (ACRs), a
document vital for career
advancement.

Delhi has already achieved 100% coverage for the first dose of vaccination.

Only about 0.1% of the people eligible
for the second dose of Covid-19 vacci-
nation have refused to take the shot,
citing reasons like severe side-effects
from the first dose and migration to
other states, a Delhi government
analysis has shown.

A senior health department offi-
cial said that this indicates there is
negligible vaccine hesitancy among
people in Delhi, unlike the situation in
other smaller states.

“A very small portion of the popu-
lation has refused second doses citing
reasons including severe side effects
from the first vaccination dose and
migration. When the vaccination pro-
gramme began, many people from the
NCR towns of Noida, Gurgram,
Faridabad etc, who were not finding
vaccination slots in their states, were
coming into Delhi to get their first
doses,” said the official

Covid-19: Home isolation
cases drop from 70K to
5.7K in 24 days in Delhi

NEW DELHI : (AGENCY)

From nearly 70,000 on January 15, the number of Covid-
19 patients in home isolation in the Capital has shrunk to
5,700 in just over three weeks, showed state govern-
ment data, highlighting the relatively faster pace of recov-
eries during the Omicron-fuelled fifth wave of infections.
On January 15 this year, 69,554 Covid-19 patients in
Delhi were recovering at home (the most at any point
during the pandemic), a number that fell to 5,715 by
Monday, showed data from the state health department’s
daily bulletin.

Daily infections peaked at 28,867 on January 13,
while the test positivity rate hit a fifth-wave high of
30.64% a day later. In comparison, during the city’s
fourth wave of infections between April and May last
year, the number of patients in home isolation took over
a month to fall from the peak to a number similar to
where Delhi stands in its Covid-19 fight right now.
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that have emerged in the
light of pandemic, but also
minimise conflict between
student groups and the
administration over various
issues.

Priyance Gautam, 22, a
final year MA political sci-
ence student at JNU, said
there were many expecta-
tions from the new VC par-
ticularly due to the disrup-
tion in learning caused by
the pandemic.

Farhat  Salim, a
research scholar at JNU,
said since the varsity has
not seen a lot of activity in
the past few years due to
the pandemic, one of the
key challenges before the
VC would be to ensure that
academic activity on cam-
pus picks up pace.
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
