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▪ A 5 years old child was referred to Rainbow banjara hills hospitals for life
threatening jaundice and worsening consciousness.

▪ The child was bleeding and suffering from kidney and liver failure

▪ The ICU care team along with all the Pediatric specialist (Pediatric
Nephrology, Pediatric Gastroenterology) team initiated plasmapheresis,
CRRT (dialysis) and urgent liver transplantation

▪ It is unusual to do liver transplant when the blood group of the donor and
recipient are different to prevent liver rejection. In this case recipient and
donor had different blood groups. The child was put on plasmapheresis and
special medications (Rituximab) was infused to prevent liver rejection.

▪ Gradually, the liver function were good and the renal failure started
improving and eventually dialysis was stopped. Child was in ICU for 20 days
and was discharged healthy after 6 weeks of hospital stay.

Acute Liver failure child saved because of rare liver transplantation
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Complicated Tracheo-Esophageal Fistula (TEF)

• Tracheo Esophageal Fistula (TEF) is an anomaly where there is an
abnormal communication between breathing pipe and food pipe. The
smaller the baby - more difficult it is to operate. When TEF is
accompanied with anomalies like Congenital heart disease it is even
more challenging to treat.

• 1.8 kg baby was referred with TEF and difficulty in breathing and less
oxygenation

• Rainbow’s neonatal team from its hub hospital at Chennai transported
baby from Kavali (>500 Kms to and fro) by our fully equipped
ambulance, with a Neonatologist and a NICU nurses.

• Baby had multiple cardiac anomalies with Pulmonary hypertension.
Baby was managed with appropriate ventilation strategies and was
stabilized and operated on Day 3 of life

• Baby is currently a month old weighing 2.5 kg and healthy
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• Full-term neonate, 2.2 kg , had a suspicion of pyloric stenosis
(narrowing of the exit of the stomach) in the antenatal scans.

• Ultrasound abdomen performed at outside hospital declared it as
normal

• Baby initially tolerated feeds, but later developed bilious vomiting
(when a baby vomit is green / yellow in colour) with feed escalation, so
upper GI contrast study which was suggestive of Partial Intestinal
Obstruction.

• Laparotomy showed annular pancreas with duodenal obstruction (a
rare congenital anomaly which consists of a ring of pancreatic tissue
partially or completely encircling the second part of the duodenum)
and Duodenoduodenostomy was done.

• Baby has currently reached birth weight and is thriving well.

Annular Pancreas With Duodenal Atresia “A Masquerader”
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• 14 years old child presented with bleeding disorder along with high
grade fever and progressive respiratory distress.

• Investigations were suggestive of complete occlusion of left pulmonary
artery (LPA) and CT angiogram confirmed Pulmonary
thromboembolism (PTE).

• The occlusion did not subside with heparin so special Thrombosuction
catheter system, Penumbra 8F and a balloon catheter assembly with a
device thrombus was pulled into the guiding system.

• Partial flow was established in Left pulmonary artery. Then heparin
infusion continued along with recombinant tissue plasminogen
activator (TPA)

• Gradually not only LPA thrombus but also DVT resolved child extubated
within 24 hours and discharged after a week. On 6 months follow up
there are no further thrombosis and LPA flow completely established.

Transcatheter management of Acute pulmonary thromboembolism
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• 16 years old adolescent child from Nairobi Kenya, underwent
sternotomy for LV aneurysmal repair at 10 years of age. Now presented
with increased precordial activity after a blunt injury while playing
football 6 months back

• The child needed closure of left ventricle aneurysm

• Our Cardiac team planned a unique way of closing the aneurysm
without sternotomy.

• Using a 12F delivery system LV aneurysm was closed using 24 mm
Lifetech muscular VSD device. Device was deployed across the mouth
of aneurysm and position was confirmed by both ECHO and angiogram.

• Complete closure of LV sub mitral aneurysm using 24 mm device was
attained. Immediately precordial activity reduced and child discharged
within 48 hours without any redo sternotomy.
