RESIDENTIAL RENTAL YIELDS
have goneupashighas4.5%in
cities such as Bengaluru—per-
haps the highest in five years—
as rents went through the roof.

BSA defines high-risk Al
systemsas those making con-
sequential decisionsaffecting
individuals’ eligibility and
outcomes related to housing,
employment, credit, educa-
tion, public accommodation,

| healthcare,orinsurance.

In addition to testing
high-risk systems,BSAoverall
recommended policy recom-
mendations for responsible
artificial intelligence use.

“BSA recommends that
the Government of India take
a whole-of-a-government
andrisk-based approach toAl
governance,whichwill enable
responsible innovation,” said
Venkatesh Krishnamoorthy,
country manager, India at
BSA.“BSA’s artificial intelli-
gence Policy Solutions pro-
vide actionable guidance to
achieve these goals,” Krish-
namoorthyadded.

Thealliance of Aland tech-

nology firms urged the gov-
ernment to consider imple-
menting risk management
programs with industry sup-
port,differentiate roleswithin
the Al ecosystem and accord-
ingly set rules and regula-
tions, promoting trans-
parency through methods
like watermarks or other dis-
closure mechanisms for Al-
generated content, pursuing
internationalinteroperability
todevelopashared risk-based
Al policy framework,and sup-
port Al training and educa-
tion initiatives.

"Obligations should be
placed on organisations
based on their role in the AI
ecosystem so that they can
appropriately address the
risks that fall within their
responsibilities,’ BSA said. It
added that countries should
work together to promote
multi-stakeholder dialogue
and develop a shared vision
for a risk-based policy
approach for addressing
common Al challenges.
