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Amid arecord surge in cases
for the past few days which
is set to push the Covid-19 tally
in India to over 36 lakh and the
fatalities beyond 63,000 by
Monday, the Government is
now a worried lot as it reviews
the availability of ventilators
and ICU bed facilities across
the States.

The Government fears that
if the Covid-19 positive cases
and non-Covid patients
increase, there will be a huge
burden on the existing critical
medical care system needing
oxygen cylinders and ICU
beds.

Though the Government
has been maintaining that
India has one of the lowest
global Covid fatality rates and
is working on the coronavirus

. - il -
vaccine development, officials
in the Union Health Ministry
admit that the rise in positive
cases does not bode well for the
existing medical infrastruc-
ture.

Though a lot of infected
people are recuperating in
home isolation as well as in
hospital, the demand for con-
sumption of oxygen by Covid
and non-covid patients is all set
to increase in the coming
months. Usually, 3 to 4 per cent
of the total Covid-19 cases are
serious and critical and mod-
erate.

For instance, with no let-
up in the cases, the Assam gov-
ernment is apprehending a
crisis of oxygen cylinders and
is trying to get it from neigh-
bouring West Bengal and
Jharkhand.

On the other hand, in
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salary, terminating facu
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The country’s top pharmacy
education regulator’s warn-

ing to pharma educational
institutions against cutting
salary and terminating facul-
ty during the Covid-19 pan-
demic seems to have fallen on
deaf ears.

The Pharmacy Council of
India (PCI) has now shot off
the third missive in a row to
the institutions/colleges stating
that stern action would be
taken against them for not
sticking to its orders.

In the third circular issued
on August 24, the PCI wanted
the college management to
stick to its instructions failing
which it warned of action
against such institutions.

Also, to ensure that the

advisory is implemented at
the ground level, the PCI has
sought details on statements
about salary payments to the
council every month. “Copy of
pay-rolls and salary slips from
January 2020 should be sent to
the Council and such data
should be shared with the
Council in future also. The
institutions should also post
the details on their websites,”
said the circular.

The PCI had issued circu-
lars on April 20 and then on
July 9 this year, insisting on
regular payments of salaries to
the teaching faculties of its
affiliated institutions across
the country.

The move followed sever-
al complaints from teachers
posted in the pharmacy col-
leges from all across the coun-

try.

“The Council has now
found that despite its directions
to institutions many of the col-
lege managements are not
complying with its orders.

“Besides there are orders
from central and State
Governments to all educa-
tional institutions that the
salary of teachers must be dis-
bursed every month and it
should not be cut or withheld
till normalcy is restored in the
education sector,” the Council
has reminded the colleges.

The PCI has further
noticed that certain institutions
have terminated some of their
teachers and the council has
taken the issue very seriously.

“Action will be taken if the
institutions do not pay heed to
even the advisory;, said the
sources.

Tripura, with a positivity rate
of 21 per cent, the Covid-19
situation is turning out alarm-
ing as in many other tier 2
cities .

Assam Health Minister
Himanta Biswa Sarma said
that consumption of oxygen by
Covid and non-covid patients

is gradually increasing in
Assam since last month and
currently per day oxygen
requirement is 33 MT against
the state’s production capacity
of 37.86 MT per day.

“As on Saturday, 433
patients are on oxygen support.
If the number of Covid and

non-covid patients increased,
it would be a serious challenge
for the health department to
manage the oxygen.

If we at all manage oxygen
from West Bengal and
Jharkhand, it would also be a
tough task to carry the oxygen
in time,” he told the media on

Pharma, med device manufacturers allowed to
invest ‘philanthropic doles’ in Covid research

To boost research and activ-
ities for vaccine develop-
ment to combat Covid-19, the
Government has expanded the
ambit of the Corporate Social
Responsibility (CSR) umbrel-
la, allowing the pharma and
medical device manufactur-
ers to invest the ‘philanthrop-
ic doles’ in researches related to
the pandemic for the next
three years.

The Government has
amended the Companies
(Corporate Social
Responsibility Policy) Rules,
2014 in this regard.

A senior official from the
Union Ministry of Corporate
Affairs said that a provision in
Companies (Corporate Social
Responsibility Policy) Rules,
2014 has been “inserted
through amendment that
would allow pharmaceutical,
vaccine and medical device
firms engaged in R&D activi-

ties of new vaccine, drugs and
medical devices in their normal
course of business to claim
CSR benefits for undertaking
R&D activity of new vaccine,
drugs and medical devices
related to the virus”

The provision will be avail-
able for fiscal years 2020-21,
2021-22 and 2022-23.

The companies need to
disclose details of such activi-
ty separately in the annual
report on CSR included in the
Board’s report.

However, in view of the
Covid-19 pandemic, the
Ministry has also amended
the Act bringing incubators or
research and development pro-
jects in the field of science,
technology, engineering and
medicine that are funded by
the central or state govern-
ment, a public sector under-
taking or any government
agency under the CSR provi-
sion.

Sushant suicide:

Congress seeks

to establish links between BJP
Bollywood producer Sandeep

The Congress on Sunday
sought to establish the
alleged links between the BJP
and Bollywood producer
Sandeep Ssingh, who is under
the scanner in the high profile
Sushant Singh Rajput sui-
cide/murder case, now being
handled by CBI.

The Congress also alleged
that all the drugs related cases
being discussed in the media
and leaked by the probing
agency were during the BJP
government led by Devendra
Fadnavis and when Sandeep
Ssingh was making the biopic
on Prime Minister Narendra
Modi.

With spokesperson for
Congress’ Maharashtra unit
Sachin Sawant claiming that
one Sandeep Ssingh, who was
close to Rajput has links to the
BJP, senior advocate and a
Congress member in Rajya
Sabha, Abhishek Manu Singhvi
at a Press conference asked: “Is
he the same Sandeep Ssingh
who called the BJP office in
Maharashtra 53 times” He
asked the BJP to furnish details
of which leaders, if any, were in
touch with Singh.

Though individual state-
ments of various leaders flowed
in media on the Sushant Rajput
case but this was the first time
that the Congress conducted a
Press conference.

Singhvi reiterated the point
made by Sawant that Singh was

one of the producers of the
biopic of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi starring actor
Vivek Oberoi in the lead role.
“This shows that he (Sandeep)
has close links with the BJP since
the biopic poster was launched
in the then
Maharashtra Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis,” Singhvi
said raising doubts that due to
his close links Ssing may flee the
country.

“In 2019, his firm Legend
Global Studio was the only film
company to have signed a Rs 178
crore MoU at the Vibrant
Gujarat Summit despite report-
ing losses for consecutive years,”
Singhvi said.

The Congress further said
that Ssingh was part of a trip to
Mauritius organised by the
Indian Embassy where he was
charged with sexually assaulting
aminor Swiss national on March
29,2018. “It is being claimed that
the matter has been settled, but
we want to put before people the
real face of BJP;” the Rajya Sabha
member said.

Referring to recent devel-
opments in the case of the
deceased actor, Singhvi said,
“Most drug-related cases linked
to SSR case are from 2018,
2019. What was Fadnavis gov-
ernment doing then?”

“The swiftness with which
case was handed to CBI, was it
because of Sandeep Ssingh? A
number of people in the case
have close links with BJP”
Singhvi claimed.

Modi lauds role 0

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Sunday pitched his
‘vocal for local’ campaign in an
entirely new domain - that of
the canines. Calling for the
adoption of “fabulous” Indian
dog breeds, Modi said they are
cheaper to raise and adapt bet-
ter to the Indian environment
even as he revealed that the
Indian security forces too were
increasingly inducting these
local breeds.

The country came to
know about the Army dogs
after Modi praised their role
in sniffing out explosives,
mines and terrorists besides
disaster relief operations. In
his monthly radio programme
‘Mann ki Baat, Modi named
two dogs ‘Sophie’ and Vida’
— who were awarded Chief of
Army Staff commendation
cards on August 15 this year
— saying these trained
canines received this honour
because they performed their
duties diligently while pro-
tecting their country.

‘Vida, the dog from an
Army Dog Unit located in
Northern Command, was
conferred the medal for
detecting five mines and one
grenade buried underground.
‘Sophie’ of Special Frontier
Force (Bomb Disposal Squad)
sniffed out the presence of
initiator/accelerant which
could have been hastily used

to fabricate an IED, thereby
saving precious lives.

“Our armed forces and
security forces have many
such brave dogs who not only
live for the country but also
sacrifice themselves for the
country, he said.

Five Labradors were
awarded commendation cards
on Army Day 2020 for help-
ing soldiers track down ter-
rorists in Jammu and Kashmir
and sniffing out deadly explo-
sives in the North-east last
year. The army has more than
1,000 dogs trained for a vari-
ety of roles such as detecting
mines and explosives, track-

ing, assault, infantry patrol,
and search and rescue.

Mansi, a Labrador, was
posthumously “mentioned in
dispatches” (the highest hon-
our that a dog can get in mil-
itary service in India) four
years ago for her role in a
counter-infiltration operation
in north Kashmir. Her han-
dler, Bashir Ahmed War, was
posthumously awarded Sena
Medal for gallantry.

In his address, Modi also
highlighted the actions of
another dog Balaram, who
detected explosives on the
Amarnath Yatra route and
Bhavana, who sniffed out an

improvised explosive device
(IED) many years ago but was
killed as terrorists managed to
trigger the explosive.

“Two or three years ago in
Bijapur, Chhattisgarh, a snif-
fer dog Cracker of the CRPF
also attained martyrdom in an
IED blast. You might have
seen a very moving scene on
TV a few days ago in which
the Beed Police were giving
their canine colleague Rocky
a final farewell with all due
respect. Rocky had helped
the police in solving over 300
cases,” the Prime Minister
said.

Favouring Indian breed

dogs, he said indigenous dogs

such  Mudhol Hound,
Himachali Hound,
Rajapalayam, Kanni,

Chippiparai and Kombai were
“fabulous,” cheaper to raise
and adapted better to the
Indian environment. “The
next time you think of raising
a pet dog, consider bringing
home one of these Indian
breeds. At a time when
Atmanirbhar Bharat is
becoming a mantra of the
people, how can any domain
be left untouched by its influ-
ence,” he said.

In the last one year, the
dogs have contributed to 53
successful missions for the
Indian Army, including track-
ing of terrorists and recover-
ing individuals from snow-
bound areas. In over 30
instances, these canines have
sniffed out IEDs/Explosives.

The National Disaster
Response Force (NDRF) also
uses specially trained dozens

of dogs for rescue operations.
In the event of an earth-
quake, building collapse, these
dogs are experts in searching
out people trapped under
debris.

The superiority of these
canine soldiers employed has
led to increasing demand for
these dogs from neighbouring
countries like Bangladesh,
Myanmar and Cambodia.
Japan also showed interest in
the training standards of
Indian Army canines when
their Chief of Staff visited the
Dog Training Facility at
Meerut in 2017.

Moreover, these dogs have
also saved lives during
avalanches, earthquakes and
other natural disasters. The
Army has eight different
trades of dogs: tracker, guard,
mine detection, explosive
detection, infantry patrol,
avalanche rescue operations,
search and rescue, assault
and narcotic detection.
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
