Rijiju brought down to earth 
n During a Parliament session on December 14, 
Rijiju said that if the Supreme Court “starts hearing 
bail application -- all frivolous PILs -- it would put 
a lot of extra burden on the court.’’ 

Three days later, the CJI, in response to this, 
while delivering the Ashok H Desai memorial 
lecture organised by the Bombay Bar Association 
in Mumbai, retorted that the citizens can have 
confidence in judges to be “guardians” of (their) 
liberties and added that “no case is big or small 
for the courts, be it the district courts, high courts 
or the Supreme Court”. Rijiju had also taken 
exception to the SC making public “secret or 
sensitive reports” on the Centre’s objections to the 
appointment of three advocates as High Court 
judges and described it a “grave concern”. 

The tension escalated when the former law 
minister shared, on social media, an interview clip 
of a retired Delhi HC judge who said the Supreme 
Court had “hijacked” the Constitution by deciding 
to appoint its own judges. Rijiju tweeted: “Actually 
majority of the people have similar sane views.” 

While speaking at a media conclave in March, 
Rijiju had said that there was “a calibrated effort” 
to undermine the Indian judiciary and turn it 
against the government. He also said that a few 
retired judges were part of an “anti-India gang” 
and were forcing the judiciary to play the role of 
an Opposition party and warned that “those 
working against the country will have to pay a 
price”. He had also expressed dissatisfaction with 
the performance of fast track special courts (FTSCs) 
in certain states and asked their Chief Ministers 
and High Court Chief Justices to do “much more”. 
The former law minister added that effects of 
legislative actions “must trickle down to the 
ground”. 

US 26/11 return... 
There is an extradition treaty between India and 
the United States under which he will be 
deported. India has already issued an arrest 
warrant and charged Rana with the offences on 
which the United States is proceeding. These 
include conspiracy to wage war, to commit 
murder, to commit forgery for the purpose of 
cheating, to use as genuine a forged document or 
electronic record, and to commit a terrorist act, 
waging war, murder, committing a terrorist act and 
conspiracy to commit a terrorist act. 

Commenting on Rana's extradition order, Ravi 
Batra, a prominent Indian-American attorney said 
US Secretary of State Antony Blinken will feel 
compelled to approve the extradition as 
Washington is "joined at the hip” with every 
nation that suffers from foreign terrorism. 

Batra noted that the decision now legally goes 
from a court of law to the Executive Branch's 

Secretary of State Blinken who will "feel compelled 
to approve the extradition request as 9/11 was 
worse than Pearl Harbor and we, the United 
States, are joined at the hip with every nation that 
suffers from foreign terror.” Batra said he fully 
expects the Circuit Court will affirm the certification 
and extradition order. 
Wanted top Pak... 
Tahawwur Rana was “very relaxed” in the days 
after the 26/11 attacks and wanted that the "nine 
Lashkar terrorists who had been killed in the 
Mumbai attacks “‘should be given Nishan-e-
Haider,'” which is Pakistan's highest military 
honour.” Rana, now 62, also asked terror conduit 
David Coleman Headley to tell “one of the co-
conspirators responsible for planning the Mumbai 
attacks that he should get “a medal for top class.” 
“Rana was pleased to learn Headley had already 
conveyed the compliment based on prior 
statements Rana had made equating the co-
conspirator to a famous general.’’ 
Nikam hail... 
"The order of the American court extraditing 
Tahawwur Hussain Rana is a great victory for 
India.  It is for the first time, according to my 
knowledge, that the American government has 
heavily relied upon Indian investigating agencies' 
evidence"

Sidda in CM’s... 
He then added: "We assured the people of 
Karnataka. Personal interest comes later, party 
interest is first. That is what my commitment is. 
Ultimately, for various reasons, suppose if we had 
not won, what would have been the position? 
Now we have won, we have to get the dividend. 
It is not me alone; lakhs and lakhs of workers have 
done their best. We will have to look at them 
also," he added. 

However, DK Suresh, Congress MP and 
Shivakumar's brother, told the media that they 
are "not happy". "My brother wanted to be Chief 
Minister. We are not happy with this decision," 
he said. The Congress legislature party will meet 
in Bengaluru late Thursday evening where 
Siddaramaiah would be formally elected as its 
chief. He will then meet the Governor on Friday 
and the swearing in ceremony will take place on 
Saturday. 

There are a few reasons why DKS was made 
to relent and the Congress leaders in Delhi 
showed him the mirror. He faces Income Tax and 
Enforcement Directorate cases related to assets 
disproportionate to his known sources of income 
(reported in FPJ earlier). There is a strong 
possibility of the central government 
aggressively pursuing these cases. 

The optics of a CM getting ambushed by cases 
like these will be detrimental to the Congress 

ahead of the 2024 elections, especially since the 
Congress won on a strong "40 percent sarkar" 
campaign that focused on corruption allegations 
against the outgoing BJP government. 

Even as the Congress was in the thick of 
discussing the issue of the next CM, the Supreme 
Court deferred its hearing on the CBI's plea 
challenging an interim stay on the probe into DK 
Shivakumar’s alleged illegal wealth. This came 
as a stark reminder that the cases are alive and 
there is a shadow hanging over him.  

And now Preveen Sood, Shivakumar’s bete 
noire from Karnataka cadre heading the CBI, 
things may just be speeded up. 

 Siddaramaiah undoubtedly is the tallest mass 
leader among all legislators in Karnataka. He 
had the support of a majority of Congress MLAs. 
His stature and his experience - he completed a 
full term - worked in his favour. Siddaramaiah 
will have to tone down his style of functioning. 
During his previous term (2013-2018), he 
refused to even induct DKS in the cabinet in the 
first year. There is a perception that 
Siddaramaiah is authoritarian, and veteran party 
leaders, including Congress chief Mallikarjun 
Kharge, were sidelined in the state. Whether he 
will be able to contain DKS this is to be seen. 

Wankhede case: CBI... 
It is further alleged that the Rs 25 crore bribe 
amount whittled down to Rs 18 crore after hard 
bargaining by Shah Rukh Khan’s manager, Pooja 
Dadlani, and she paid Rs 50 lakh as down 
payment to Gosavi. There is no denying that this 
money did change hands. But its trail to 
Wankhede has not been established. More 
importantly, Dadlani has not been summoned to 
record her statement in the 18 months that have 
passed after the arrest of Aryan Khan. “It is 
extremely mysterious why she has not been called 
in for questioning,” a senior IRS officer observed.  

Also, the source of the Rs 50 lakh is not 
known.  “Dadlani would not have spent her own 
money. So, who gave her this huge sum of 
money? It is believed that a Bandra politician 
known for his proximity to Bollywood had 
arranged the amount that fateful night,” a 
source added. Also, Shah Rukh Khan’s statement 
is yet to be recorded. “It is a case which is near 
impossible to prove because there is no proof of 
demand for a bribe and there is no evidence of 
the so-called bribe amount of Rs 25 crore. I 
wonder why the CBI is pursuing such a weak 
case. Maybe it is a command performance to 
satisfy someone's mega ego,” said a lawyer, 
who is closely monitoring the developments. 

SC lifts Bengal... 
It also said: “No steps whatsoever, whether tacit or 
express, formal or informal,” shall be taken by 
Tamil Nadu or by any of its officers or 
instrumentalities including the police to prevent 

the screening of the film. 
The top court was hearing cross-pleas with the 

producer of the film challenging the ban on its 
screening in West Bengal and the decision by 
theatre owners in Tamil Nadu to not show the 
movie in the state while journalist Qurban Ali has 
challenged the Kerala High Court order refusing to 
stay the release of the film. 

The bench then posted the petitions for final 
disposal on July 18 saying the judges would like 
to watch the movie before deciding the challenge 
to the grant of certification to 'The Kerala Story'. 

Jallikattu, bull-racing... 
“We are satisfied on materials that Jallikattu is 
going on in Tamil Nadu for the last century. 
Whether or not this is an integral part of Tamil 
culture requires greater detail, which exercise the 
judiciary cannot undertake,” the bench said. 

The court said its decision will similarly apply 
with regard to the bull-cart racing in Maharashtra 
and Kambala in Karnataka and district magistrates 
are directed to ensure strict compliance of the 
laws. The top court had earlier referred to a 
Constitution bench the matter on whether Tamil 
Nadu can conserve Jallikattu as its cultural right 
under Article 29(1) of the Constitution. 

The Constitution bench had heard all parties and 
reserved its judegment on the petition filed in 
2016 by the Animal Welfare Board of India on 
December 8, 2022. 

Navy helps... 
AMSA said it is also working with the China 
Meteorological Administration to predict the drift 
of the missing crew and is enhancing its 
coordination with search and rescue agencies in 
Australia, the Maldives and Sri Lanka. 

Plea against... 
The technical and scientific report of the ASI has 
opened ways for carrying out scientific 
investigation of the Shivlinga without causing any 
damage to the structure in question, the High 
Court added. Taking into consideration the report 
submitted by the ASI and arguments made by 
parties, the High Court set aside Varanasi District 
Court's order of October, 2022 which had rejected 
the plea filed by by Hindu parties seeking 
directions to the ASI to conduct a scientific 
investigation. It, therefore, directed the District 
Judge, Varanasi to proceed in the case and do 
scientific investigation of the Shivlinga under aegis 
and guidance of the ASI. 

The case itself began when Hindu devotees 
approached a civil court seeking the right to 
worship inside Gyanvapi Mosque, claiming that 
it was a Hindu temple and still houses Hindu 
deities. The civil court ordered a survey of the 
Mosque by an advocate commissioner, who 
then videotaped the premises and submitted a 
report to the civil court.

Farmers block rly 
tracks over little 
relief, slapping of 

woman by cop 
AMRITSAR: Hundreds of  ac-
tivists of  farmers' outfit 
Kisan Mazdoor Sangharsh 
Committee on Thursday squ -
atted on railway tracks and 
blocked rail traffic at a num-
ber of  places in Punjab over 
alleged inadequate compen-
sation for the land acquired 
for the Bharatmala project. 

The KMC said it also regis-
tered its protest against the 
alleged slapping of  a woman 
by a policeman in Gurdaspur 
district on Wednesday when 
farmers were protesting over 
the compensation issue. 

Railway officials said in-
coming and outgoing trains 
running between Amritsar 
and Delhi were affected for a 
few hours after 12.30 pm in 
the wake of  the farmers' 
protest. Rail traffic was also 
affected a few other places in 
the state  KMC spokesper-
son Gurbachan Singh Chab-
ba said the farmers were 
protesting on the compensa-
tion issue in connection with 
the acquisition of  land for the 
Bharatmala project and the 
alleged high handedness of  
the police in Gurdaspur dis-
trict against the farmers. 

He said the government 
was acquiring the land but 
not paying adequate compen-
sation as desired by farmers. 

The protest at Devidaspura 
village, around 20 kilometres 
from Amritsar, was led by 
KMC leader Sarwan Singh 
Pandher. Chabba said farm-
ers squatted on railway 
tracks at seven points in the 
state for a few hours after 1 
pm on Thursday. He said 
Tarn Taran, Jalandhar 
Cantt, Gurdaspur, Ferozepur, 
Fazilka, Moga and Amritsar 
were the points where the 
farmers held protests.

Sharmila booked 
for remarks 
against KCR  
HYDERABAD: Hyderabad 
police has registered a case 
against YSR Telangana Party 
(YSRTP) leader YS Sharmila 
for her remarks against 
Chief  Minister K. Chan-
drasekhar Rao in the Telan-
gana State Public Service 
Commission paper leak case. 

The case against Sharmila 
was registered at the Banjara 
Hills police station on a com-
plaint by Bharat Rashtra 
Samithi (BRS) leader, Naren-
dra Yadav.  He stated in his 
complaint that Sharmila at 
her press conference and also 
through social media blamed 
the Chief  Minister and BRS 
for the leakage of  question 
papers of  exams conducted 
by the TSPSC.

NHRC notice to Jharkhand, 
DGP over assault on tribal 
girl, parading her in village
NEW DELHI: The NHRC on 
Thursday sent notices to the 
Jharkhand government and the 
state’s police chief  over reports 
that a tribal girl was allegedly as-
saulted and paraded in a village 
with shoes around her neck after 
shaving her head when she re-
fused to marry a man of  the 
choice of  her kin. 

The National Human Rights 
Commission in a statement said 
the alleged incident took place on 
the diktat of  Jogidih village pan-
chayat in Palamu district of  
Jharkhand.  

The NHRC has taken suo motu 
cognisance of  media reports that 
the tribal girl was “physically as-
saulted, and paraded with shoes 
around her neck after shaving 
her head when she refused to 
marry a man of  the choice of  her 
kin”, the statement said. 

The Commission has observed 
that the content of  the media re-
port, if  true, amount to a 

violation of  the human rights of  
the victim at the behest of  a vil-
lage panchayat. 

"The perpetrators of  such an 
immoral and unlawful act cannot 
be allowed to go scot-free in a 
civilised society governed by the 
rule of  law," it said. 

Accordingly, it has issued no-
tices to the chief  secretary and 
the director general of  police of  
the state, seeking a detailed 
report within four weeks, includ-
ing on the status of  the FIR regis-
tered by the police, medical treat-
ment of  the victim girl and com-
pensation if  any, granted to her, 
the statement said. 

The authorities are expected to 
explain in the report the status of  
the installment of  the compensa-
tion given to the victim, who is el-
igible for the same according to 
the provisions of  the Scheduled 
Castes/Scheduled Tribes (Pre-
vention of  Atrocities) Act, the 
rights panel said.

NEW DELHI: The Delhi High 
Court on Thursday said it would 
hear in July the issue of  main-
tainability of  two petitions by 
the Rajiv Gandhi Foundation 
and the Rajiv Gandhi Charitable 
Trust challenging the cancella-
tion of  their Foreign Contribu-
tion Regulation Act (FCRA) li-
cences. 

Justice Jyoti Singh listed the 
two pleas for hearing on July 18 
after the counsel for the central 
government raised the issue of  
maintainability. 

The Union Ministry of  Home 
Affairs (MHA) had in October 
last year cancelled the FCRA li-
cences of  the two NGOs for al-

leged violation of  laws.The ac-
tion had come following investi-
gations carried out by an inter-
ministerial committee formed 
by the MHA in 2020. 

The FCRA licences of  the Ra-
jiv Gandhi Foundation (RGF) 
and the Rajiv Gandhi Charitable 
Trust (RGCT) have been can-
celled after investigations 
against these NGOs, an official 
had earlier said. 

The investigations covered al-
leged manipulation of  docu-
ments while filing of  income-tax 
returns, misuse of  funds, and 
money laundering while receiv-
ing funds from foreign 
countries, including China.
