ICJ orders Israel to
halt Rafah offensive

JUDGES AT THE top United
Nations court ordered Israel on
Fridaytohaltits militaryassault
on the southern Gaza city of
Rafah, in a landmark emer-
gency ruling on South Africa’s
caseaccusing Israel of genocide.

Reading out the ruling by
the International Court of Jus-
tice (ICJ) or World Court, the
body’s president Nawaf Salam
said the situation in the Pales-
tinian enclave had deteriorated
since the court last ordered
Israel to take steps to improve
it.Conditions had been met for
anew emergency order.

“The state of Israel shall(....)
immediately halt its military
offensive,and any otheraction
in the Rafah governorate,
which may inflict on the Pales-
tinian group in Gaza condi-
tions of life that could bring
about its physical destruction
inwhole orin part,” he said.

The court also ordered
Israel to open the Rafah cross-
ingbetween Egyptand Gazato
allowin humanitarian aid,and
said it must provide access to
the besieged enclave forinves-

AN INTERNATIONAL MONE-
TARY Fund (IMF) mission and
Pakistan have made signifi-
cant progress towards reach-
ing a staff-level agreement for
an extended fund facility, the
global lender said on Friday.
The IMFhas opened discus-
sions with Pakistan on a new
loan programme after Islam-
abad last month completed a
short-term $3 billion pro-
gramme, which helped stave
off a sovereign debt default.
An IMF team, led by mis-
sion chief Nathan Porter, con-
cluded discussions with the
authorities on Thursday after
arriving in Pakistanon May 13,
thelender said in a statement.
“The mission and the
authorities will continue policy
discussions virtually over the
coming days aiming to finalise
discussions, including the
financial support needed to
underpin the authorities'
reform effortsfromtheIMFand
Pakistan’s bilateral and multi-
lateral partners,” Porter said.
The IMF's comments
helped the benchmark share
index scale a record high and
breach the key 76,000 level.

Thisexploration of India’s wild heritage by
author, academic and naturalist Stephen Alter
isnotajourney through the country’s few
remaining wild areas. Itis notachronicling of
India’sanimals, birds, fish and plants.Itisnot
about ecology, environment, conservation or
conflict. Rather, itisall of those things and
muchmore.

Inthelast few pages of the book, reproduced
onthebackcover, Alter writes, “Wildnesscanbe
astate of mind. Over the past twoyearsI have
travelled thousands of kilometres tosee
hoolockgibbonsin their natural
habitat, snowleopardstraversing
remote, precipitousslopes, and A
Malabar trogons perched amidsta
disorienting profusion of tropical
foliage. Undisturbed, unsettled
placeshave araw and lonely beauty
thatevokesasense of sanctity and
leavesusentranced. Every
naturalistisa pilgrim in search of
ecological truths. Toexperience a
wild environmentand observe the speciesit
sustains gives me a greater reverence for the
mysteries of life, wherever or whatever they
maybe.”

The focusof The Cobra’s Gazeliesin thelast
twolines. Because Alter does quite aremarkable
exploration in thisbook. He demonstratesthe
massive entwined entanglement between the
history of India, of its people, customs, rituals,
geography and geology with the environment

Westart, for instance, in Bhimbetka, as good
aplacetobeginasany. Discovered in1957,the
rockshelters of Bhimbetka show evidence of
continuous human occupation for100,000
years.

Early on, at Agumbe, he comesacrossa
sacred grove, of the kind that willappear again
and again across India, notjustin the Western
Ghats. The story of the fascination with snakes
and the significance of snakesin ancient Hindu
texts are both demonstrated in histelling of the
story of the battle between the Great Naga
Kaliyaand the Great God Krishna on the banks
ofthe Yamuna.
