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First ship carrying
UKrainian grain

he first ship carrying
T Ukrainian grain set out

Monday from the port of
Odesa under an internation-
ally brokered deal to unblock
the embattled country’s agri-
cultural exports and ease the
growing global food crisis.

The Sierra Leone-flagged
cargo ship Razonisounded its
horn asitslowly departed with
over 26,000 tonnes of corn
destined for Lebanon.

“The first grain ship since
Russian aggression has left
port,” Ukrainian minister of
infrastructure Oleksandr Kub-
rakov declared on Twitter.

Russia and Ukraine signed
agreements in Istanbul with
Turkey and the UN on 22 July,
clearing the way for Ukraine to
export 22 million tonnes of
grain and other agricultural
products that have been stuck
in Black Sea ports because of
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine
more than five months ago.
The deals also allow Russia to
export grain and fertilizer.

As part of the agreements,
safe corridors through the
mined waters outside
Ukraine’s ports were estab-
lished.

Ukraine and Russia are
major global suppliers of
wheat, barley, corn and sun-
flower oil, with the fertile
Black Sea region long known

asthe breadbasket of Europe.
The holdup of food shipments
because of the war has wor-
sened rising food prices world-
wide and threatened hunger
and political instability in
developing nations.

“Today Ukraine, together
with partners, takes another
step to prevent world hunger,”
Kubrakov said.

In Moscow, Kremlin
spokesman Dmitry Peskov
hailed the ship’s departure as
“very positive”, saying it would
help test the “efficiency of the
mechanisms that were agreed
during the talks in Istanbul.”

Under the agreements,
ships going in and out of
Ukrainian ports will be subject
toinspection to make sure that
incoming vessels are not car-
rying weapons and that outgo-
ing ones are bearing only
grain, fertilizer orrelated food
items, not any other commod-
ities. The Razoni was expected
to dock Tuesday afternoon in
Istanbul at the entrance of the
Bosporus, where joint teams of
Russian, Ukrainian, Turkish
and UN officials were set to
board it for inspections.

More ships are expected to
leave from Ukraine’s ports
through the safe corridors. At
Odesa, 16 more vessels, all
blocked since the beginning of
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine
on 24 February, were waiting
their turn, with others to fol-
low, Ukrainian authorities
said.

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Investors fear stock-market

y is likely to be short-lived

Despite a sudden appetite for shares in July, economic and earnings concerns are weighing on investors’ outlook

earishinvestorsaren’t buy-
ing into hopes that July’s
rapid advance for stocks
heralds the start of a new
bull market.

If anything, they say the worst
might be yet to come as inflation
remains high, the Federal Reserve
plansmore interest-rate increases and
stocks trade at valuations that still
don’tlook cheap.

“We don’t think the market hasbot-
tomed,” said David Spika, president
and chiefinvestment officer at Guide-
Stone Capital Management. With
earnings expectations yet to meaning-
fully decline, he said that “We clearly
have not priced in arecession.”

That view is at odds with the mar-
ket’ssudden appetite for stocks. After
apunishing first half, the S&P 500 ral-
lied 9.1% in July, its strongest month
since November 2020. The gains
pared the index’s year-to-date decline
t013%.

And although Fed Chairman Jer-
ome Powell sounded warning notes
during his press conference last week,
markets chose to view them as being
less hawkish than many had feared.
Thatreinforced views expressed in the
bond markets that while the Fed will
continue to raise interest rates for
some time, it will then have to quickly
pivot and begin lowering them.

Those with amore glass-half-empty
view believe markets are getting ahead
of themselves with such thinking.

Data last week showed the economy
contracted for a second consecutive
quarter, intensifying debate over
whether the US is headed for—or
already in—a recession. And while
analysts recently made cuts to their
forecasts for corporate earnings, many
investors say they believe the projec-

Walmart Inc. warned last week that
elevated prices for food and fuel were
causing customers to pull back, forc-
ingthe country’slargest retailer to cut
pricesin ordertoreduce merchandise
levels.

Analysts have been trimming their
earnings expectations for the year.
They now anticipate that profits from
S&P 500 companies will grow 8.9% in
2022, down from projections for10.2%
growth at the end of June, according to
FactSet. Given current earnings
expectations and the stock-price
declines this year, many investors say
the market looks fairly valued after a
period of trading at lofty valuations.
The S&P 500 traded last week at about
17 timesits projected earningsover the
next12 months, roughly in line with its
average over the past 10 years, FactSet
datashow.

But othersworry that analysts have
been too timid in cutting their profit
forecasts as the economy slows and
monetary policy tightens, suggesting
that stocks might not be soreasonably
priced after all.

“With earnings atrisk, our concern
is that the P/E isn’t really reflecting
reality,” said Saira Malik, chiefinvest-
ment officer at Nuveen. “If earnings
decline, then your P/E is actually
higher thanitlooks.”

For signs that the stock market
might soon find a bottom, investors
are scrutinizing signals from the Fed.
Many believe stocks will struggle to
sustainably advance until the central
bank halts its rate-raising campaign.
Othersarelooking forindications that
the market has come to expect com-
pany profits will be lower than today’s
forecasts suggest.

Jimmy Chang, chief investment
officer at Rockefeller Global Family
Office, said a shift in monetary policy
features prominently on his list of
potential reasons to become more
positive about risk assets such as
stocks. “At a minimum you want the
Fed tobeneutral, not tightening,” Mr
Chang said. “That’s the bare mini-
mum, and we're not there yet.”
