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CLA creates campus safety role
as it prepares to reopen classes

The University of California,
Los Angeles, said Sunday
that it had created a new
campus safety position as
the school moves to reopen
this week and examines
what led to clashes between
demonstrators. The
appointment of Rick Braziel,
a former chief of the
Sacramento Police
Department and a well-
known policing expert, to
oversee the school police
department comes as the
UCLA administration and
other schools across the
country face backlash over
an  aggressive  police
response to pro-Palestinian
demonstrators on universi-
ty property.

John Thomas, UCLA’s
current school police chief,
has defended himself over a
delayed police response as
counterprotesters attempt-
ed to tear down an encamp-
ment built by students
protesting Israel's war
against Hamas in the Gaza
Strip. And on the opposite
coast, a group of professors
at the University of Virginia
in Charlottesville signed an

treatment of pro-Palestinian
students and faculty on
Saturday, which saw police
in riot gear spray people
with a chemical irritant. At
least 25 people were arrest-
ed Saturday in
Charlottesville, adding to
more than 2,300 arrests in
more than two weeks of
campus demonstrations
and police sweeps, accord-
ing to a New York Times
tally. The way that many
universities have responded
to protests has further gal-
vanized pro-Palestinian stu-
dents across the country,

Kristi Noem suggests
Joe Biden’s dog should

South Dakota Gov. Kristi
Noem, already under fire for
killing her family’s 14-
month-old dog and boasting
about it, on Sunday took aim
at another family’s pet
Commander, President Joe
Biden’s bite-prone German
shepherd. Appearing on
CBS’s “Face the Nation,”
Noem, a Republican, sug-
gested that Commander,
who was banished from the
White House last fall after
bloodying a number of
Secret Service agents,
should also have been put
down. “Joe Biden’s dog has
attacked 24 Secret Service
people,” she told her inter-
viewer, Margaret Brennan.
“So, how many people is
enough people to be
attacked and dangerously
hurt before you make a
decision on a dog?”
Commander was sent to an
undisclosed location after
the Secret Service recorded
24 biting episodes involving
him between October 2022
and July, about half of which
required medical attention.
Noem’s opinion of the
proper way to have handled
him emerged during the
publicity ramp-up to the

release of her memoir, “No
Going Back,” which is to be
published Tuesday. Noem,
who had been widely seen
as a contender to be former
President Donald Trump’s
running mate, wrote in the

book about a female wire-
haired pointer named
Cricket that she had hoped
to use to hunt pheasant on
her ranch. She said the dog
proved “untrainable,” “dan-
gerous to anyone she came
in contact with” and “less
than worthless” as a hunt-
ing dog — so she shot her in
a gravel pit.

“I hated that dog” Noem
wrote. She also alluded to
Commander in elaborating
on her decision to shoot
Cricket “A dog who bites is
dangerous and unpre-
dictable (are you listening,
Joe Biden?) — especially if
you are running a business
where people interact with
your dogs,” she wrote.

At least three dozen
history professors at the
University of Virginia in
Charlottesville signed an

open letter condemning “the
repression of a peaceful
protest of our students by
armed state police in riot
gear,” a day after pro-
Palestinian protesters
clashed with police. At the
University of Chicago, stu-
dent protesters remained at
their encampment for a
seventh consecutive day
Sunday, holding what they
called “teach-ins” on sub-
jects from knowing your
rights to the history of the
Gaza conflict. Students and
officials spent the weekend
privately negotiating over
the removal of the encamp-
ment. Hundreds of pro-
Palestinian demonstrators
gathered at Kent State
University in Ohio on
Saturday, exactly 54 years
after National Guard troops
opened fire on students
demonstrating against the
Vietmam War, killing four of
them.

How to know when a good dog has gone bad,
experts say euthanizing dog should be last resort

Since late last month, Gov.
Kristi Noem of South
Dakota has been the subject
of fierce bipartisan attacks
for her decision to shoot
and kill her family dog, a 14-
month-old German wire-
haired pointer named
Cricket. Noem has repeat-
edly defended her actions,
which are detailed in her
forthcoming memoir, in
which she says the dog was
“aggressive,” “untrainable”
and “dangerous to anyone
she came in contact with”
On Sunday, she suggested
that President Joe Biden
should have considered
killing his own dog,
Commander, a German
shepherd who was ban-
ished from the White House
last year after repeatedly
biting Secret Service offi-
cers. “Joe Biden’s dog has
attacked 24 Secret Service
people,” Noem, a
Republican, said in an inter-
view on CBS’s “Face the
Nation.” “So how many peo-
ple is enough people to be
attacked and dangerously
hurt before you make a
decision on a dog?” Experts
said that there were some
circumstances in which
dogs are so aggressive that

they should be euthanized.
But euthanasia should be an
option of last resort, they
said, used only when a dog
poses a serious danger and
other potential solutions
have been ruled out. In the
cases of both Cricket and
Commander, there were
plenty of reasonable, non-
lethal approaches available.
“We have lots of tools in our
tool belt — medication, lots
of different behavioral
interventions as well —
before you get to the step
where you're, like, I can’t
handle this dog,” said Erica
Feuerbacher, an expert on
dog behavior and learning
at Virginia Tech. “That’s
what I'd want, is that they’d
really value their dog’s life
and give their dog its best
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chance of having a full, long
life” The Guardian first
reported on the excerpts
from Noem’s memoir,
which is set to be released
Tuesday. In it, she reported-
ly blames Cricket for ruin-
ing a pheasant hunt, killing
another family’s chickens
and biting, or trying to bite,
her. Although it may be
undesirable to people, some
level of aggression —
growling, baring teeth and
even biting — is normal in
dogs, which are descended
from gray wolves and share
some of their predatory
drive, said Clive Wynne, a
canine-behavior expert at
Arizona State University
who is working on a book
about the history of dogs.

Indian-origin astronaut Sunita Williams set
to fly into space for a third time on May 7

Indian-origin  astronaut
Sunita Williams is ready to
fly into space for the third
time on Tuesday as the pilot
aboard Boeing’s Starliner
spacecraft in its the first
crewed test flight. Boeing’s
Starliner will blast off for the
International Space Station
from Cape Canaveral in
Florida.

Starliner will carry
Williams, 58, and Butch
Wilmore to the
International Space Station,
marking what could be a
momentous and long-
awaited victory for the
beleaguered Boeing pro-
gramme. The scheduled lift
off is set for 22:34 local time
on Monday (8:04 ?am IST
on Tuesday) "We are all
here because we are all
ready. Our friends and fami-
ly have heard about it and
we've talked about it and
they are happy and proud
that we are part of the
process to fix it all" the BBC
quoted Williams as saying
The mission has been
delayed for several years
because of setbacks in the
spacecraft's development. If
it is successful, it will
become the second private
firm able to provide crew

transport to and from the
ISS, alongside Elon Musk's
SpaceX. Such a scenario —
with both SpaceX’s Crew
Dragon and Starliner flying
regularly — is one for which
the US space agency has
long waited. “Design and
development is hard — par-
ticularly with a human
space vehicle,” said Mark
Nappi, vice president and
Starliner programme man-
ager at Boeing, during a
Thursday news briefing.
“There’s a number of things
that were surprises along
the way that we had to
overcome. ... It certainly
made the team very, very
strong. I'm very proud of
how they've overcome
every single issue that we've
encountered and gotten us
to this point” Nappi said.

“This is history in the mak-
ing” NASA Administrator
Bill Nelson said of the
upcoming Starliner mission
during a March 22 news
conference. “We're now in
the golden era of space
exploration.” SpaceX and
Boeing developed their
respective vehicles under
NASA’s Commercial Crew
Programme, a partnership
with private industry con-
tractors. From the outset,
the space agency aimed to
have both companies oper-
ating at once. The Crew
Dragon and Starliner space-
craft would each serve as a
backup to the other, giving
astronauts the option to
keep flying, even if technical
issues or other setbacks
grounded one spacecraft.
Williams received her

commission as an Ensign in
the United States Navy from
the United States Naval
Academy in May 1987.
Williams was selected as an
astronaut by NASA in 1998
and is a veteran of two
space missions, Expeditions
14/15 and 32/33. She
served as a flight engineer
on Expedition 32 and then
commander of Expedition
33. During her first space-
flight Expedition 14/15,
Williams was launched with
the crew of STS-116 on
December 9, 2006, docking

11, 2006. While onboard,
she established a world
record for females with four
spacewalks totalling 29
hours and 17 minutes.
Astronaut Peggy Whitson
subsequently broke the
record in 2008 with a total
of five spacewalks. On
Expedition 32/33, Williams
was launched from the
Baikonur Cosmodrome in
Kazakhstan, along with
Russian Soyuz commander
Yuri Malenchenko and Flight
Engineer Akihiko Hoshide of
the  Japan  Aerospace

with the International Exploration Agency, on July
Space Station on December 14, 2012.

Wynne said, most likely
explains why Cricket went
after the chickens. But a dog
that kills chickens does not
necessarily pose a risk to
people, he said. “That does-
n't really have any predic-
tive value as a way of gaug-
ing whether that dog would
then be harmful to you,” he
said. “Because you don’t
look like prey, you don’t
sound like prey, and dogs
form these strong emotion-
al bonds with members of
their human family” More
often, Wynne said, dogs bite
humans because they are
stressed or scared. “Mostly
in a human household, a dog
is biting because its other
attempts to communicate
that it is uncomfortable. or
fearful have failed” he said
Still, even a dog that bites
defensively can pose dan-
gers and should receive a
professional

further. Then, they carried
him to an ambulance bound

for the hospital “It's so
important that we're show-
ing every single person in
Palestine that we mean it
when we say that we see
them,” said Lafi Melo, 28, of
the Bronx, who was at the
airport Sunday to show sup-
port for the children and
their families.

Cease-fire talks between Israel
and Hamas again at an impasse

The latest round of negotia-
tions between Israel and
Hamas hit an impasse on
Sunday as mediators strug-
gled to bridge remaining
gaps and a Hamas delega-
tion departed the talks in
Cairo, according to two sen-

ior Hamas officials and two
other officials familiar with
the talks. An Israeli official
also confirmed the negotia-

tions had stalled and
described them as being in
“crisis.” For months, the
negotiations aimed at
achieving a cease-fire and a
release of hostages have
made little progress, but

signs the two sides were
coming closer to an agree-
ment appeared over the last
week. Israel backed off
some of its long-held
demands and a top Hamas
official said the group was
studying the latest Israeli
offer with a “positive spirit.”
But the setback over the
weekend meant
Palestinians living in miser-
able conditions in Gaza
would not experience an
imminent reprieve and the
families of hostages held by
militants would have to wait
longer for the freedom of
their loved ones. The main
obstacle in the talks was the
duration of a cease-fire,
with Hamas demanding it
be permanent and Prime
Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu  of  Israel
expressing openness to
only a temporary halt in the
fighting. Hamas blamed the
lack of progress on Mr.
Netanyahu.
