Will 2023 be a repeat of 2015?
Seven years ago, cumulative
rainfallacrossIndiaduringthe
June-September southwest
monsoon season dropped
below 90 per cent of the Long
Period Average (LPA), to 87.3
per cent.

Thus, 2015 was officially
classifiedasa“deficient”mon-
soonyear.

Since then, there has been
no deficient rainfall year. In
fact, thepast fouryears—2019,
2020, 2021, and 2022 — were
rainfall-surplus years.

Being a large country, in
any given year, nearly 15-20
per cent of India’s landmass
does not have adequatemon-
soon rainfall.

Nonetheless, as around 56
per cent of the net cultivable
area of the country is rainfed,
accounting for 44 per cent of
total food grain production,
southwestmonsoonrainfall is
critical for agriculture and
food security.

The June-September
showersaccountforaround73
per cent of the annual precip-
itation that India receives.

Careful monitoring of the
symptomsofdroughtandear-
lywarning are key to effective
management of the drought,
according topolicymakers.

"ElNiño events pose a dis-
tinct threat to Indian agricul-
ture, often altering monsoon
patterns and leading to
drought and unpredictable
crop output. It’s crucial that
agriculturalcommunitiesturn
towardssustainableandadap-
tive farming methods. This
includes diversifying crop
types for resilience, investing
in water-efficient irrigation
systemstohandleerraticrain-
fall, and enhancing the use of
weatherpredictiontechnology
for better preparedness,”
Tejashree Joshi, head, envi-

ronmental sustainability,
Godrej & Boyce, told Business
Standard.

Typesofdrought
Droughts are classified into
three distinct types — mete-
orological, hydrological, and
agricultural.

Meteorological drought is
basedon rainfall deficiency.

Hydrological drought is
deficiencies in surface and
sub-surface water supplies
leadingtolackofwaterfornor-
mal and specific needs. Such
conditions arise even in times
of average (or above average)
precipitation when increased
water usage diminishes the
reserves. And finally, agricul-
tural drought is identified by
four consecutive weeks of
meteorological drought.
Generally, rainfed agriculture
areas are more prone to this.

Droughtordeficient
rainfall?
One big change in India’s
droughtmanagement is inthe
IMD’s parlance.

Back in 2016, after the last
significantly low-rainfall sce-
nario in thecountry, thestate-
run IMD decided to drop the
term“drought”fromitsofficial
terminology.

Officials said an order to
this effect was circulated
across all offices of the IMD,
also tobe followed inall inter-
nal communications.

Themet department earli-
er used to classify a year as a
drought year whenever rain-
fall deficiency was more than
10 per cent and when 20-40
per cent of the country was
underdroughtconditions.The
official term for this was “All
Indiadrought year”.

Similarly, an “All India
severedroughtyear”wasclas-
sifiedwhenrainfalldeficiency
wasmorethan10percentand
thespatialcoverageofdrought
exceeded40per cent.

Droughtmanagement
In the eventuality of notified
calamities, stategovernments
are empowered to take up
reliefmeasures fromtheread-
ily available State Disaster
ResponseFund (SDRF).

Foraseverecalamity,addi-
tional financialassistanceover
and above SDRF is sought
from the National Disaster
Response Fund (NDRF), in
accordance with items and
norms of assistance, after
receiving a memorandum
from the state government
concerned.

A Manual for Drought
Managementwaspublishedin
2009 by the central govern-
ment. To promote the use of
modern technology, theman-
ual was revised and updated
inDecember 2016.

The National Agricultural
Drought Assessment and
MonitoringSystem,developed
by the National Remote
SensingCentre, providesnear
real-time information on the
prevalence, severity level, and
persistence of agricultural
drought at the state/district/
sub-district levels.

Whodeclaresdrought?
In India, states first monitor
monsoondataonvariouscrit-
icalparametersduringthesea-
son. If the actual rainfall falls
short of set parameters, the
statenotifiesdroughtandsub-
mits a memorandum to the
central government.

Thereafter, an inter-minis-
terial central team(IMCT)vis-
its the state to assess the
drought situation and recom-
mend financial assistance.

TheIMCTsendsareport to
the Sub-Committee of the
National Executive
Committee (SC-NEC),headed
by thehome secretary.

The SC-NEC’s recommen-
dations are placed before the
high-level committee (HLC),
chairedby thehomeminister.
The HLC takes the final deci-
sion on the quantum of assis-
tance based on the IMCT’s
report,SC-NECrecommenda-
tionsandtheitemsandnorms
of assistance.

In thecentralgovernment,
theCrisisManagementGroup
on Drought, headed by the
centraldroughtreliefcommis-
sioner, reviewsthedroughtsit-
uationwith representativesof
ministries/departments and
other stakeholders, as and
when required.

Expect ‘normal’ monsoon
across India, but NW: IMD

T he India Meteorolo-
gical Department
(IMD) in its second-

stage forecast, released on
Friday, said June-to-Sept-
ember monsoon rainfall this
yearwasexpected tobebelow
normal in most parts of
Northwest India. It, on the
other hand, is likely to be
“normal” in the remaining
partsof thecountry, including
the key rainfed zones.

Northwest India, includes
grain bowls of Punjab,
Haryana, and UP. It is note-
worthy that much of north-
west India has irrigated agri-
culture.The IMDalso forecast
“below normal” rainfall in
most parts of the country in
June.Thismaydelay thesow-
ing of kharif crops.

It reiterated its April fore-
cast of overall monsoon rain-
fall being normal at 96 per
cent of the long-period aver-
age (LPA).

The met department also
upped the probability of nor-
mal rainfall during the June-
to-Septemberperiod to43per
cent; that of above-normal
rainfall is 11 per cent. In its
April forecast, it said that the
forecastprobabilityofnormal

rainswas 35 per cent.
The probability of below-

normal and deficient rainfall
is 25 per cent and 20per cent,
respectively.

The IMD also said that
southwestmonsoonrainsover
the “monsoon convergence
zone”,or therainfedregionsof
India, are expected to be nor-
mal at 96-106 per cent of the

LPA. This should come as a
relief for policymakers and
agriculturists as the region
grows the bulk of pulses and
oilseedsduringthekharif sea-
son.“Normal-to-abovenormal
rainfall is likely over most
areas of south peninsular
India, some areas of east cen-
tral India, and many areas of
northeast and extreme north

India. However, normal-to-
belownormal rainfall is likely
overmany areas of northwest
India and adjoiningwest cen-
tral India, northern parts of
peninsular India. and along
thefoothillsof theHimalayas,”
said D S Pai, scientist at the
IMD, in apress conference.

“A slightly late onset and
belownormal rainfall inJune
2023 can be mitigated by the
seasonally healthy reservoir
levels. A normal distribution
of rainfall in July 2023will be
critical to ensure the timely
sowing of kharif crops over
the majority of the country.
ICRAexpects theGDPgrowth
to moderate to 6 per cent in
FY24,with a downside risk of
up to 50 bps from themateri-
alisation of El Niño condi-
tions, even as frontloaded
capex by the Central govern-
ment and states and rapid
executionof infraprojectscan
provideanupside,” saidAditi
Nayar, chief economist,head-
research& outreach, ICRA.

CONSUMPTION GROWTH IN the
electronics sector is seen at
13-17 per cent in the current
fiscal year (FY24), reaching
~14-15 trillion, as inflation
affects sales of mobile
phones and consumer
durables, which account for
40 per cent of consumption.
In the last fiscal year, the
sector’s consumption was
~12-13 trillion.

But growth will still be
healthy, as discounts and
lower retail prices will
cushion the fall.

Demand for mobile
phones, and consumer and
industrial electronics, which
account for 50-55 per cent
of total consumption,
continues to get support
from rising incomes, shorter

replacement cycles, easier
payment terms, increasing
penetration of internet and
5G services, rising

temperatures,
developments in the auto,
electric vehicle and power
segments, and falling or
stagnant prices.

Production of electronics
is seen growing 15-20 per
cent this fiscal year, riding
on the Production Linked
Incentive scheme for
manufacture of mobile
phones, white goods,
information technology
hardware, and solar
photovoltaic cells and
modules. This has
implications for micro, small
and medium enterprises
(MSMEs), which play an
important role in
assembling consumer and
industrial electronics. MSMEs
benefit from component

outsourcing and account for
25-35 per cent of the
industry’s consumption.

They are expected to log
revenue growth of 7-12 per
cent year on year this fiscal,
driven by mobile phones,
consumer and industrial
electronics, computer
hardware, and strategic
electronics. But for inflation,
growth would have been
higher.

As for margins, after a
range-bound performance
last fiscal, MSMEs are likely
to see modest expansion of
up to 20 basis points this
fiscal, owing to softening of
commodity prices, partly
offset by appreciation
of the dollar, which aids
exporters.
