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In ‘'monumental’ shift, tourists
pack peace and experience

Giving Taj Mahal, Qutub Minar a miss, domestic tourists are flocking to places travelogues often skip

antosh Joshi is a busy man these days.

The owner of Joshi Cottage, a home-

stay 2 kilometres away from the nearest

motorable road in Binsar Wildlife
Sanctuary in Uttarakhand, handles guests for
150 days per vear, weighed against 80 days per
year before the pandemic.

“A lot of young people from cities are stay-
ing at my lodge. They find peace when they
are close to nature,” he observes,

Once the preserve of tech-industry free-
lancers, the blending of business and leisure
(bleisure) travel and working from anywhere
as part of *The Great Untethering’ is becoming
increasingly mainstream, and it is these ‘digital
nomads’ with the travel itch who have greatly
helped revive businesses like Joshi's.

And Joshi isntan anomaly.

Travel agents and hotel owners are observ-
ing that a significant section of domestic tour-
ists prefers "experiential travel’, flocking to
places off the grid and at high altitudes,
encouraged by better accessibility and the pro-
liferation of package Lours.

Statistics from the Archacological Survey
of India (ASI), which administers more than
3,650 ancient monuments, archaeological
sites, and remains of national importance,
reveal that the number of domestic tourists
visiting popular monuments like the Taj Mahal
or the Qutub Minar has yet to touch pre-pan-
demic peaks.

In 2018-19 (FY19), the number of domestic
visitors to the Taj Mahal stood at 599 million.
Meanwhile, in the April-December period
of 2022-23 (F¥23), the Taj Mahal had jost
3.64 million domestic visitors, according to
the ASI data that has been reviewed by
Business Standard.

The number of domestic visitors to Qutub
Minar was 2.64 million in FY19. In the April-
December period of FY23, this number was just
1.19 million,

“The peak season for domestic tourists to
visit these monuments is the summer season

Aashish Gupta, consulting chief executive
officer, Federation of Associations in Indian
Tourism and Hospitality, says a significant see-
tion of domestic tourism is now shifting to
remote and unconventional locations.

Indig is geographically diverse, with land-
scapes ranging from snow-capped mountain
ranges to deserts, hills, and plateaus. Atypical
locations always get repeat visits, he adds.

Karthick Prabu, head of strategy. Cleartrip,
says people are looking for places that trave-
logues often skip.

“While monument visits are showing fewer
numbers than pre-Covid, states like Rajasthan
heve reported that their domestic tourist count
is twice the pre-pandemic number,” he added.

The number of foreign tourists visiting the
‘must-see” monuments in India is also below
the pre-pandemic peaks of 2018-19 (FY19),

For instance, Agra Fort, which received
527,535 visktors in FY19, welcomed only 85,311
visitors in the April-December period of FY23,

“The reasons for low foreign tourist arrivals
(in FY23) are myriad. The kind of marketing
support that was expected from the govern-
ment was largely missing. The marketing
budget has since been slashed. Additionally,
airfares have soared. Our neighbours are offer-
ing better packages since they enjoy certain
tax advantages we don’t,” says Mehra,

Sunil Gupta, ex-president, Tourism Guild
of Agra, says destinations need tobe constantly
promoted to attract visitors.

“Sadly, there hasn't been enough marketing

of Agra among travel trade partners, and that
ﬁ, is one reason why it has fewer domestic tourists
8 now than before the pandemic breakout. Agra

also doesn't receive repeat tourists like other
cities do,” he rues,

He says international tourists plan their
trips well in advance. Since India permitted
scheduled international fMlights on March 27
last year, the number of foreign tourists who
came to India in FY23 was much lower.

“1 expect foreign tourist arrivals to pick up
this winter.” he says.

Aashish Gupta says if government-to-con-
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(May—June). Consequently, we do not expect
a big jump in the January-March data that is
being collated,” says an ASI official.

“The sites under ASI are not as well main-
tained as they ought to be. Confusion prevails,
whether the entry is through a physical ticket
or an online booking.

The Centre on Wednesday
notified new rules to mandate
theover-the-top (OTT) stream-
ing platforms to display warn-
ing messages on ill-etfects of
tobacco wse, including two
video disclaimers of 20 sec-
onds each in programmes
showing any tobacco products
or their use.

OTT content platforms like
Netflix, Amazon Prime, and
Hotstar displaying tobacco
products or their use must dis-
Play anti-tobacco health spots
ofaminimum 30 seconds dur-
ation each at the beginning
and middie ofthe programme.
The platforms will also need to
display anti-tobacco health
warningsasa prominent static
message at the bottom of the
screen during the period of dis-
playofthe tobacco products or
their use in the programme,

Additionally, they must
display an audio-visual dis-
claimer on the ill effects of
tobaccouse, foraminimum of
20 seconds duration each, at
the beginning and middie of
the programme. The health
warning message, health spot
and audio-visunl disclaimer

must bein the same language
as used in the online curated
content.,

The new riles also prohibit
OTT companies from display-
ing brands of cigarettes or
other tobacco products or any
form of tobacco product place-
ment. This may effectively ban
the display of tobacco pro-
duets in promational materi-
als. The rules will come into
effect within the next three
months,

The Ministry of Health and
Family Welfare (MoHFW) has
released the new rules follow-
ing a discussion with the
Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting (IMB) and other
stakeholders, The Rules, titled
Cigarettes and Other Tobuacco
Products (Prohibition of Adve-
rtisement and Regulation of
Trade and Commerce, Prod-
uction, Supply and Distribu-
tion) Amendment Rules, 2023
were released on the occasion
of World No Tobaceo Day.

If a publisher of OTT
content fails to comply with
any rules, an inter-ministerial
committee consisting repre-
sentatives from Mo HFW, IMB,
and the Ministry of Flectronics
and Information Technology
rmay take suo motu action.
