“India is in a rare position of
being optimistic and positive
about its future growth, after
being labelled a fragile economy
by Morgan Stanley in 2013 to now
getting higher ratings due to the
reforms and policies of our gov-
ernment,” Sitharaman stated
during her participation in the
debate on the no-confidence
motion against the incumbent
government in the Lok Sabha.
She added: “In the span of
nine years, our economy has
seen substantial growth and
development due to our govern-
ment’s policies, even in the face
of the pandemic. At present, we
stand as one of the world’s
fastest-growing economies.”
Following its upgrade to ‘over-
weight’ status by Morgan Stanley
last week, India has ascended to
the top position in the broker-
age’s portfolio, up from its previ-
ous rating of ‘equalweight’.
Addressing the global con-
text, the FM remarked on the
struggles of the global economy
with the twin challenge of high
inflation and sluggish growth.
“While the global economy
expanded by 3 per cent in 2022,
the World Bank’s projection for
2023 indicates a decline to 2.1 per
cent. Meanwhile, India’s gross
domestic product growth for
2022-23 stands at 7.2 per cent and
is projected to reach 6.5 per cent
in2023-24,” she said, adding that
developed countries like the US,

the UK, and the Eurozone were
confronting difficult times.
The minister spoke on meas-

ures implemented by the
Bharatiya Janata Party govern-
ment, drawing comparisons with
the United Progressive Alliance
(UPA) regime. “The UPA wasted
a decade because of corruption
and cronyism. Today, we have
transformed crises into opportu-
nities. Take the banking sector,
for example, which had to clean
up the mess created under UPA
rule,” she said.

Regarding curbing the price
escalation of specific food items,
she informed that the National
Cooperative Consumers’
Federation of India has distrib-
uted over 882,000 kilogram (kg)
of tomatoes in Rajasthan, Delhi-
National Capital Region, and
Uttar Pradesh, with the distribu-
tion set to continue. Regarding
pulses, she noted an increase in
tur imports compared with the
previous year, and a consign-
ment from Mozambique is en
route. Similarly, urad is being
imported from Myanmatr.

Referencing the Congress
government’s ‘Garibi Hatao’
(eradicate poverty) slogan, she
questioned whether it was actu-
ally realised.

In March, a five-judge Bench of the
Supreme Court ruled that the selection
panel should comprise the prime min-
ister, the leader of the Opposition in the
Lok Sabha, and the Chief Justice of
India (CJI) till Parliament frames a law
on the appointment of the chief election
commissioner (CEC) and election com-
missioners (ECs).

Law Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal
moved the Chief Election Comm-
issioner and other Election Commis-
sioners (Appointment Conditions of
Service and Term of Office) Bill, 2023,
in the Rajya Sabha. The Bill has pro-
posed a three-member committee com-
prising the PM, the leader of the
Opposition, and a Cabinet minister that
the prime minister would nominate.
Before the SC’s March order, the
President of India appointed the ECs on
the government’s advice.

Advocate Prashant Bhushan said, in
his view, the Bill, moved by the govern-
ment to negate the Constitution Bench’s
judgment, seeks to “control the appoint-
ment of the ECs” and “will be unconsti-
tutional since the SC has emphasised
that the appointment of the ECs should
be independent of government control”.

Bhushan said it was likely to be struck
down since it would violate the basic
structure of the constitution.

Congress General Secretary (organi-
zation) K C Venugopal called it a “bla-
tant attempt at making the Election
Commission a total puppet in the hands
of the prime minister”. Delhi CM Arvind
Kejriwal said the proposed committee
would be under the control of the PM
and would “influence the impartiality
of elections”. CPI (M) General Secretary
Sitaram Yechury said: “The Modi gov-
ernment has now diluted another
Constitution Bench judgment.”

Amid a tussle between the
medical device makers’ lobby
and the Centre, the
Parliamentary standing pan-
el on health and family wel-
fare has recommended hav-
ing a separate law for medical
devices and a new depart-
ment for medical devices
under the health ministry.

According to sources, the
Drugs Controller General of
India (DCGI) has convened a
meeting in Delhi on August
10 to discuss matters related
to the draft New Drugs,

Medical Devices and
Cosmetics Bill, 2023.
The panel said in a report

tabled in the House on
August 4 that “instead of
bringing a combined legisla-
tion for drugs, medical

devices and cosmetics, the
ministry should formulate a
separate legislation for med-
ical devices and create a new
department, the Department
of Medical Devices”.

Last week, medical device
makers, patient interest
groups, hospitals among oth-
ers had written to the Union
Health Minister Mansukh
Mandaviya seeking a sepa-
rate Bill for medical devices

distinct from drugs, and also
recall the draft New Drugs,
Medical Devices and
Cosmetics Bill, 2023 that is
likely to be tabled in the mon-
soon session. The Assoc-
iation of the Indian Medical
Devices Industry has
requested the health minister
to recall the new draft Bill,
stating that the Bill, if passed,
would push the sector into a
“supply chain crisis”.
