1. In view of the continuing Covid-19 pandemic, the Minis-
try of Corporate Affairs (“MCA”) has vid its circular dated
5th May, 2020 read with circular dated 8th April, 2020
and 13th April, 2020 (collectively referred to as (“MCA
circular”) permitted the holding of the Annual General
Meeting (“AGM”) through VC | OAVN, without the phys-
ical presence of the Members at a common venue. In
compliance with the provisions of the Companies Act,
2013 (“Act”), SEBI (Listing Obligation and Disclosure Re-
quirements) Regulations, 2015 SEBI Listing Obligations”)
and MCA Circulars, the AGM of the Company is being
held through VC /OAVM.
