JPC Waqf chief meets K’taka farmers

Chairman of the Joint
Parliamentary ~ Committee
(JPC) on Waqf Board,
Jagadambika Pal held talks
with farmers’ organisations
and others, in connection with
the notices issued by the
Karnataka Wagqf Board claim-
ing ownership of lands.

Pal visited Hubballi and
Vijayapura on an invitation by
BJP MP and JPC member
Tejasvi Surya. Karnataka is
witnessing protests, particu-
larly in Vijayapura and Hubbali
areas by a large number of

farmers and heads of religious
institutions over issuance of
Wagf notices. The board has
also claimed even historic
monuments belonged to it.

Soon after landing at the
Hubballi airport, former chief
minister and BJP MP
Basavaraj Bommai and others
met him along with aggrieved
members. He also received
memorandum from farmers
who had been cultivating land
for over five decades.

“I asked if they (farmers)
have land records. Farmers
said that they have been culti-
vating here since 70 years.
They also gave papers related
to the lands they are cultivat-

ing,” he said.

Pal said that notices were
also issued to places of relig-
ious worships and historical
monuments. "It was a matter
of grave concern that owner-
ship of farm lands, religious
places and even historical
monuments are claimed by
the Waqf board. I will place
these matters before the JPC,"
he said. In Vijayapura, he
interacted with protesting
farmers led by local BJP MLA
Basavanagouda Patil Yatnal.

He denied allegations of
Karnataka Minorities Welfare
and Waqf Minister that his
visit was unofficial. "It is very
much official," Pal said adding

that he would be making simi-
lar visits to other parts of the
country including Kolkota,
Guwahati and Bhubaneswar.

Rahul’s remarks in Rae Bareli
stir controversy, BJP responds

Congress leader Rahul Gandhi’s
recent remarks regarding the
absence of Dalit, OBC, and
tribal individuals in adminis-
trative roles have sparked a
heated debate. Speaking at a
press  conference,  Uttar
Pradesh minister Dinesh
Pratap Singh responded to
Gandhis statement, calling it
“laughable” and “baseless.”

In a recent meeting of the
District Development
Coordination and Monitoring
Committee (DISHA) in Rae
Bareli, Rahul suggested that he
noticed a lack of Dalit and OBC
officers, while highlighting that
80% of the officials in the region
belonged to two specific castes.

Gandhi's comment has been
a subject of widespread dis-
cussion. He recalled, “I acciden-
tally asked all officers to intro-
duce themselves, and during
the introductions, I did not hear
a single name from the Dalit or
OBC communities.”

In his reply, minister Singh
refuted Gandhi’s claims, stating
that it was actually the officers
themselves who introduced
themselves, not Gandhi.

Singh labeled the Congress
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statement as an

leader’s
attempt to stir unrest in the

country. “His remarks are
aimed at creating discord, not
just in Rae Bareli but across the
nation,” Singh remarked.

Singh  also  countered
Gandhi’s assertion about the
lack of representation of Dalits,
OBCs, and tribals in the judici-
ary, pointing out that the judges

were  appointed  during
Congress rule and not under
the Modi government.

“Congress has always mis-
treated Dalits and OBCs, and
during Modi and Yogi’s rule, no
one faces injustice,” he added.

Gandhi’s statement gained
further attention when he
claimed that Congress had dis-
criminated against Dalits and
backward communities, citing

ED issues notices
to Sidda’s close
aide and 6 others

The ED has issued summons
to K Marigowda, a close aide
of Karnataka chief minister
Siddaramaiah, who recently
resigned to the post of the
Chairman of Mysuru Urban
Development Authority
(MUDA) case citing health
reasons. He has been asked to
appear before the ED for
investigation ~immediately,
sources said, adding that
Siddaramaiah is also likely to
get summons from the ED
soon in connection with
MUDACcase. The notices have
also been issued to former
MUDA Commissioners D.B.
Natesh and GT Dinesh Kumar
and others.

Sources confirmed that
once they are investigated, the
ED is likely to issue summons
to Siddaramaiah who is the
prime accused in the case. The
ED had raided the residences
of Natesh and Dinesh Kumar
and seized documents. “ED
had seized four bags of docu-
ments from the residence of
Natesh. He was later taken to
the office of the ED in his own
car;” sources said.

Natesh and Dinesh Kumar
are accused of creating false
documents and indulging in
the distribution of MUDA
sites worth hundreds of
crores illegally to vested inter-
ests. On October 29, the ED
obtained crucial documents
from a Mysuru-based RTI
activist, Gangaraju.

On Wednesday, Siddaram
aiah appeared before the
Lokayukta  probing the
MUDA case and was ques-
tioned for two hours.

The High Court will take up
the matter on the petition
demanding a CBI probe on
November 26. The court has
also asked Lokayukta to sub-
mit its investigation report.

He 1is the first Chief

Minister to face a Lokayukta
probe while being in power.

Chief minister
Siddaramaiah is the main
accused in the MUDA case
involving the illegal allotment
of 14 sites to his wife by the
MUDA.

The Lokayukta and the ED
are probing the matter cur-
rently. The CM’s wife had
returned the allotted sites to
the MUDA. Marigowda, a
close associate of
Siddaramaiah had resigned
from his post citing health
reasons and claimed that
there was no pressure from
the Chief Minister or from the
party to quit the post.

Trump temple
in Telangana
village back
into focus

HYDERABAD

As Donald Trump was set to
become President of the US
for the second time, a temple
built by a man in a Telangana
village in 2019 came into focus
once again, with villagers cel-
ebrating the leader's victory
by garlanding his statue.

Relatives of Bussa Krishna,
who had installed the statue at
his house in Konne village in
Jangaon district and was regu-
larly worshipping him, and
some other villagers cleaned
the statue and garlanded it.
Krishna died of cardiac arrest
in October 2020 at the age of
33. He had turned his puja
room into a temple for Donald
Trump in 2018. Like an ardent
devotee, he had installed the
photograph of Trump, then US
President, in his room and
worshipped it daily.

In 2019, he built a six-foot
statue of Trump in front of his
house and conducted regular
pujas and bathed it with milk.
He claimed to have spent Rs 2
lakh on installing the statue.

Krishna, who had earned
the  nickname  Trump
Krishna, pasted posters of
Trump in his house and had
written  graffiti praising
Trump on the walls. When
Trump was tested positive for
Covid-19, he had released a
one-minute video in which
he was seen crying and pray-
ing for his speedy recovery.
He had also prayed for his re-
election in 2020. —PTI

MP advisory panel
for management
of wild elephants

BHOPAL

The Madhya Pradesh forest
department has constituted an
elephant advisory committee
for better management of the
work of rescue and rehabilita-
tion of the wild tuskers, an
official said on Thursday.

The move comes after the
death of 10 jumbos at the
Bandhvagarh Tiger Reserve
(BTR) in MP’s Umaria district
last month. As per officials, it
was not a case of ‘poisoning’
and the viscera reports sug-
gested that toxicity came from
the consumption of large quan-
tities of Kodo millet plants.

“An order has been issued
on Wednesday for the consti-
tution of a nine-member com-
mittee headed by the addi-
tional principal chief conser-
vator of forests (wildlife),”
principal chief conservator of
forest (wildlife) VKN Ambade,
who gave the executive direc-
tive, said over phone. The
committee will have field
directors of tiger reserves and
an elephant expert from the
Wildlife Institute of India,
Dehradun, he said.

“It will give advice on how
to capture the pachyderms,
and rehabilitate them. It will
help better the elephants’
management in the wild. You
can't keep a wild elephant in
captivity for good,” the official
said adding: “The advice and
ideas of the committee will
come handy in taking proper
discussions, without hapha-
zardness, to rescue elephants,”
he added.

ELEPHANT CALF STRAYS
FROM HERD, RESCUED
An 18-month-old elephant calf
that got separated from its
herd has been rescued at BTR,
which was in the news over
the death of 10 jumbos last
week, an official said on
Thursday.

“This female baby elephant
does not seem to be from the
herd that lost 10 tuskers last
week. The calf appears to be
from some other herd,” BTR
DD Prakash Verma said. The
calf was rescued around 10 am
on Wednesday from a spot
inside the reserve, far from the
area where the 10 elephants
died, he said. — AGENCIES
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Mosque built on
pond land to be
demolished in
UP’s Baghpat

A mosque constructed on
pond land nearly 50-60 years
ago in Rajpur Khampur vil-
lage in Baghpat is set to be
demolished following a
recent order issued by the
Tehsildar’s court.

Alongside the demolition
order, the mosque's care-
taker, Mutawalli Fariad, has
been fined Rs. 4.12 lakh.

The case came to light
when Gulshar, a resident of
Rajpur Khampur, filed a
special petition in the High
Court on July 29. He alleged
that Mutawalli had illegally
occupied pond land to build
the Takiya Wali Mosque,
requesting its removal. After
hearing the plea, the High
Court declared the structure
as unauthorized encroach-
ment and directed local auth-
orities to resolve the matter
within 90 days based on rev-
enue code.

Gulshar subsequently sub-
mitted a copy of the High
Court order to the DM, who
instructed the Baghpat
Tehsildar to conduct an inves-
tigation. Following the DM’s
directive, a detailed land sur-
vey was conducted by
Lekhpal and Kanungo offi-
cials, and their report was
presented to the Tehsildar’s
court, where a case was regis-
tered.

During the hearing, notices
were issued to Mutawalli
Fariad to present evidence.
The case was argued by gov-
ernment advocates Ravindra
Singh Rathi and Assistant
District Government
Advocate Nagesh Kumar.
After considering all evi-
dence, Tehsildar Abhishek
Kumar Singh  that the
mosque on the pond land was
an illegal construction.
Additionally, the caretaker
was fined Rs. 4.12 lakh and
ordered to pay an additional
Rs. 5,000 for administrative
expenses.

The decision has sparked
discontent among villagers,
many of whom oppose the
demolition order.
