SHAKTIKANTA DAS, FORMER
Reserve Bank of India (RBI) gov-
ernor, spoke about the impor-
tance of having definite time-
lines while providing liquidity.
Speaking at the SOUL Con-
clavein Delhi on Saturday, Das
said, “Liquidity is like a
Chakravyuh — very easy to get
in,very difficult to pull it out.”
He said timing of the liq-
uidity withdrawal is also
important,adding that during
histenureat the RBI,especially
during the Covid period, the
central bank had injected
ample amount of liquidity in
the system to ensure smooth
functioning of the economy.

In addition, liquidity was
provided for definite time-
lines, such as six months, one
year, or even three years, so
that stakeholders knewwhen
there will be awithdrawal and
were able to manage their

affairs accordingly.

“And if there was need for
liquidity to stayin the system
foralonger period, we always
had the option to extend it,”
he added.

He emphasised that while

liquidity is the wheel of
financing, if allowed to per-
sist,itleads toinflation,asset
price bubble and other kinds
of adverse reactions — much
like what happened after
banks went for big liquidity
infusion during the 2008
financial crisis.

He also mentioned that
during his tenure, the RBI had
cutthe cashreserveratio (CRR)
in December 2024,which had
released ¥1.16 lakh crore in
the system,alongwith a slew of
other measures, as the central
bank foresaw a liquidity crisis
in February and March.

Das also spoke about
thinking out of the box when
faced with difficult situa-
tions, citing the resolution
plan of YES Bank.“The earlier
solution was to merge the
weak bankwith a biggerbank.
But that would have pulled
down the big bank too,and it
would have taken years to
come out of it,” he explained.

The power sector is playing
animportantrole in the coun-
try’s journey towards becom-
ing Viksit Bharat, the minister
said, adding that industry
stakeholders must work to
make the sector a growth
engine for India.

“The future of power in India
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is good...in this journey, we need
toincrease productioninaninno-
vative way...advance power elec-
tronics, efficient transformer,
power converters, smart grid
solutions are needed to be devel-
oped totakebenefit of renewable
energy, he told participants,
including domestic,international
delegates and investors.

Lal noted that the sector
makes a significant contribu-
tion to the country’s economy,
and said the government is
working to enhance its share.

The industry can work on
developing higher-efficiency
transmission,  distribution
equipment GIS sub station,
which will modernise the grid,
hesaid.

EV charging infrastructure
is the need of the hour to
reduce emissions, Lal said.
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ing community, we will take all
important decisions that are
required for the welfare of
farmers. Do not worry, he said,
adding, “There are some issues
which are under consideration.
Prices arelowat farm gate level
and consumersare paying high
rates. Who takes the profit in
middle? Profit margins should
reduce.Thedifference between
the farm gate price and con-
sumer price for fruits and veg-
etables should come down.”

The ministeradded,“Weare
working out (a way) to ensure
thatfarmers donothavetosell
their produce at throwaway
prices.” Lauding efforts of sci-
entists at Indian Council of
Agricultural Research (ICAR)
for its efforts in making India
self-sufficient in foodgrains
production, Chouhan said
thereisaneed to take newseed
varietiesand technologyto the
field quickly so that farmers
can benefit.

“Availability of good vari-
eties of seeds is important.
Farmers require it. ICAR is
developing them... We need to
ensurethese seedsreach farm-

ers quickly,” he said.

The minister also asked
the ICAR to handle ‘Modern
Agriculture Chaupal’ pro-
gramme where scientists will
tell farmers about recent
technological breakthrough,
besides solving their prob-
lems. The programme will be
telecast across India.

Chouhan said he does not
sit in Krishi Bhawan in Delhi
and rather goes to fields to
understand farmers’ prob-
lems. He asked officers in his
ministryand ICAR scientists to
do the same.The minister reit-
erated that the government is
focusing on increasing farm
production through yield
improvements, reducing cost
of production and ensuring
that farmers get the right price
for their produce.

Chouhan said the govern-
ment is purchasing wheat and
paddy at the Minimum Sup-
port Price (MSP) and assured
farmers that it will purchase
the entire quantity of masoor,
urad and tur dals as part of its
effortstoencourage farmersto
grow more pulses.

RBI came up with the res-
olution plan for YES Bank in
which the big banks, led by
the State Bank of India, took
an equity stake in the bank
and today, YES Bank is back
on the rails.

Faced with several head-
winds like Covid, war in
Ukraine and other conflicts,
RBI focused on the financial
system. “We have completely
recast the regulatory architec-
ture of the banks,non-banking
finance companies, coopera-
tive banks, and for digital
lenders,” he said.

Das also added that the
future of the financial system
lies in digital currency (CBDC)
whichwaslaunched by four-five
banks globally,including RBI.

Answering a question on
the financial inclusion, he said
the UL, or Unified Lending
Interface, can provide loans
within just ten minutes for
even the smallest of needs,
such as purchasing two cows.

Mallya seeks to void UK bankruptcy order

EMBATTLED BUSINESSMAN
VIJAY Mallya hasinstructed his
UK lawyersto pursueanannul-
ment application against his
bankruptcyorder,with his team
settoargue that finance minis-
ter Nirmala Sitharaman’s state-
ment in Parliament in Decem-
ber 2024 gives the order an
“unreal quality”.

It comes after Justice
Anthony Mann reserved judg-
ment, to be handed down at a
later date, after hearings of
three interlinked appeals
related to Mallya’s bankruptcy
order concluded at the High
Court in London this week.

The judge heard a set of
arguments involvinga consor-
tium of banks led by the State
Bank of India (SBI) seeking
repayment of an estimated

Madhva Pradesh

GBP 1.05 billion owed by the
businessman’s now-defunct
Kingfisher Airlines.

Mallya is wanted in India
on fraud and money launder-
ing charges. “From Mallya's
perspective, these English
bankruptcy proceedings have
an unreal quality,” Leigh
Crestohl, managing partner of

Zaiwalla and Co, Mallya’s
lawyers, said.

“Evidence has now come to
light that shows that thebanks’
debthasnotonlybeen paid but,
moreover, the banks have
recovered in excess of whatwas
due from Mallya,’ Crestohl said.

Sitharaman in her state-
ment to the Parliament “con-

firmed that a sum of
314,131.6 crore has been col-
lected and restored to the
banks” he said.

The lawyer added that “it
must be presumed” that the
public sector banks will accept
the accuracy of the minister’s
statement madein Parliament.

“This is why immediately
after instructing Zaiwalla and
Co in place of his previous
lawyer Reynolds Porter Cham-
berlain last week, Mallya has
nowapplied toannul the bank-
ruptcy order on that basis. He
intends to pursue that applica-
tion regardless of what the
court may decide on the
appeals that were heard this
week,”added Crestohl.

Mallya took to social
media a day after Sithara-
man’s statement in the Lok
Sabha in December to claim
he was “entitled to relief” in
the matter.
